PAniU, reb, 5.-The execution of Vai-
lant, the bomb thrower, this morning was
a decided surprise to the people of this city.
who have for a week past been haunting
the neighborhood of the Place De IL Iorn-
quette In anticipation of witnessing Vail-
lant's execution.
But late last evening the news spread

throughout Paris In some mysterious man-
ner that Valiant was to be executed, and
people moon afterward began gathering
about the neighborhood of the famous prie-
on of La Iouquette, and at 2 o'clock this
morning, in spite of the fact that it was
raining, a crowd had gathered and watch-
ed the workmen erecting barricades across
all the streets leading to the square,
All the cafes and night resort. of various

natures In the neighborhood of the prison
began to do a good business -shortly after
midnight. Shortly before 3 o'clock a de-
tachment of the Garde ltepublicaine ar-
rived upon the spot, and the center of the
Place De La Itouquette was cleared. Later
a squadron of mounted Garden Republi-
caines arrived on the spot.
The guillotine arrived in two large vansat about 8:WU n.m.. and "Monsteer DeParis" (M. Diebler). the public executioner,dressed in a frock coat and a high hat, wasnoticed on the spot at about the same time.and the work of putting the guillotine to-gether commenced.
While the work of erecting the guillotinewas in progress X. Diebler Informed thepolice offilers that there seemed to be less

space than usual In the square, but the ofS-cers replied that the crowd was kept at theusual distance, to which 1. Dieler replied:"Well, never mind, however, a bomb mighteasMiy be thrown from the barrier.."The police, however, after consultation,determined to take the executioners hint,and the barriers were ordered to be movedb6ckward.
While this work was in progress the re-port reached the group of newspaper menthat President Carnot has received severalthreatening letters and that the police weretaking precautions to prevent the possidbility of a bomb outrage.K Diebler's son-in-law and a=les=t toldthe reporters present that the executioner

no longer holds both ears of the condemnedman, as has been the case unti recently,jatory to the falling of the 'blade.asked the reason for this change,the assistant said that It was becausse theiaere of the public executioner had beenbitten by Tropmann at the time ofthe execution of that assassin. who objectedto having his ears held in the manner de-scribed.
"M. Diebler now leaves the job of holdingthe ears to one of us assistants. We don'tbelieve Vallant will bite, however."

Valfant Assused.
The judicial authorities arrived at the

prison at 6:15 a.m., and, entering the eln
occupied by Vallant, they woke him andInformed him that M last hour had arrived.
He turned deadly pale, but he begandressing with all the haste which could be

expected, and remarked: "You see, I was
right in saying my sentence would not be
commuted."
But It was evident from his manna thathe was considerably disappointed.One of the offlicers noticed that his handtrembled slightly as he put on his clothesand said: "Have courage, Vatlant."
Vaillant smiled in a sickly manner and

throwing his head up, replied: "Never
fear, I wil know how to die."
One of the prison oficials offered Vail-

lant a large glass of some strong cordial,but Vaillant gently put It on one ide,
saying: "I have no need for artificial
strength and despise a man who boceds
brandy to nerve him to m'met his fate,"
This bearing won him the sympathy of

everybody present and a veteran oicer
of the garde. said In an undertone: "That
is not artificial courage."
One of the attendants offered to asist

him in dressing, but he said gently but
firmly: "I need no assistance, thank you;
I am dressing as quickly as possible, and
will not delay you longer than I can help.'
In reply to a question as to whether Ie

had any statement to make, he began mak-
Ing a strong profession of anarchy, dereud-
Ing it in burning words until it was wently
suggested to him that such remarks were
useless and out of place.
Twice Vaillant refused to see the prison

chaplain, saying: "I do not believe In
religion, it is all a sham. Let those who
profess religion give 3ome evidence of It
by extending a helpr.ghand to the de-
serving poor. This will do more to .:ruah
anarchy than all the armies of the world."

Geina- te the Guilletime.
At exactly 7:2 a.m. the veteran officer in

command of the Glardes itepubilcaine gave
the order to "draw swords." Boon the black
gates of the prison swung open and Vani-
laat appeared, bead erect and denlant. The
crowd was not slow to notice that no chap-
lain accompanied the condemned man, and
It was said In a loud tone: "He dies a true
anarchist."
Here and there were heard a few faint

cries of "V lye lanarchie."
But these cries were outcaly suppressed,

and dead tllness was resumed as V amlint
marched onward to his death.
When he neared the guillotIne he glanced

at the glcamlrg knife, and then he shouted:
"Vive l'anarchie."
A moment later as he was ascending the

platform steps he shouted: "A mort lee
bourgeoisie" (death to society).

The Eseestion.
He had hardly uttered these words when

he was seized and thrown upon the sliding
plank, to which he was strapped, and his
body was thrust through the hole in the
end of the scaffold, a spring was touched
and the shining knife sped downward with
a swift and noiseless movement, and the
head of Vaillant fell into the basket of
sawdust and all was over.
As the body was being carried away the

crowds made a tremendous rush forward
for the guillotine, but were restrained by
the troops and police, who compelied spec-
tators to remain In place until the guillotine
had been entirely removed.
Thanks to the efforts of the authorities

there was no disorder at the execution, but
this was probably due to the large number
of police and soldiers at hand. One of the
features of the execution was the fact that.
among the crowd gathered to witness it
was a large number of people in masquer-
ade dress, who had come from the balls
held last night. Among them were some
of the demi-monde, who behaved In the
most outrageously Indecent manner.

THE WILSON DILL ABROAD,

Opinion as to It. Prospeets Expressed
by the London Timses.

LONDON, Feb. 5.-The Times, in speak-
ing of the passage through the House of
the Wilson tariff bill, says that the meas-
ure will now be thrown Into the melting
pot of the Senate. 'It Is simply impossi-
ble," it adds, "to predict in what shape It
will come out."
"Of its ultimate fate," It says, "It must

be expected that It will be keenly fought

at every stage and that plausible reasons

will be found for not allowing It to Inter-
fere too summarily with the vested rights
and Interests which have grown up under
the McKinley law.
"These reasons will be aided by party

complications and Indirectly by party aims,

of which the writer hears so frequently,as essential and Important factor. in de-
termnining the course of American politic.
"In such a situation of affair. and with

so doubtful a future before them our mer-

chants and manufacturer. would do wellnot to expect too much from the Wilson

bill and should not be overforward In pre-
paring for changes which It may or may
not effect."

In a prominent contributed article on the

political aspects of the Wilson bill the
writer says that It is a great prize, for

wrhich politicians of all parties In the United

States are playing. This legislative game

is not for the good of the nation, but for

the upbunlann of the party- not for . true

revIsion of the tariff, but for the eaptnrof the next presidential election.
