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QUIET AT MARLBORO’

Jim Allen Rests in His Cell Pro-
tected by Citizens,

THE JAIL DEFENSELESS IN DAYTIME

Cost of the Extra Guard Denounced

by Some.

AWAITING TODAY'S HEARING

Special Correspondence of The Evening Star.
UPPER MARLBORO', Md., Feb. 14, 1864,

There is absolutely no truth in thz report
printed in dispatches from here that knots
of excited men have been standing about
the jall and that a leader was all that was
necessary to take from jail the negro “Jim™
Allen, who is charged with having commit-
ted a felonious assault on Cora Simpson, the
twelve-year-old child of Thomas Simpson of
Woodmore. The residents of the town have
denounced the erime as brutal and as one
which in their opinion ecalls for specdy ae-
tion, whether at the hands of the law or a
mob.

Many taxpayers of the county are loud in
their denunciation of the action of the au-
thorities in putting on an extra force of
guards to protect the prisoner during the
first night of his Incarceration in jail, and
the reasons therefor were not all apparent
until after the men weut on duty. Some of
the guards went to the jail early in the
evening, while others did not go until a late
hour. The men remained inside the prison
most of the time, and one of them declarsd
that a quart bottle of whisky was the only
thing in the nature of liquid refreshments
to be found in the buiiding, although the
noise made &t a late hour indicated that
there had not been an equal distribution of
the *“fire water.”

In addition to the loud talking and shout-
ing inside, several pistol shots were fired
cutside, and it is stated that the firing was
done b) some of the men who had been
sworn in to protect and defend the county
prison and the negro charged with the
dastardly crime.

It was stated by a man in authority that
if the lynchers appeared they would have
little trouble to get the prisoner, as they
would be met witn but little resistance,

Piatol Shots Heard.

Yesterday during the day the reports
of pistol shots and shot guns were heard
on the outskirts of the town and The
Star's correspondent was informed that
the residents were empilying thelr weapons
in order to get them ready to use in case
of emergency, for he said they may have
an opportunity to shoot at the form of
the megro dangling in the air from the
larg? elm tree near the jail or from the
iron beams of the bridge where Vermillion
suffered death for burning barmns

During the day the jail is often without
a guard and the prisoners are left alone,
only, of course, they are confined in sepa-
rate cells.

During Wednesday night and yestepday
the prisoner professed that he was not
frightenad and so stated to the guards,
although he spent a large share of his
time on his knees prayving. Some of the
other prisoners were perhaps more badly
frichtenad than Alien. :

Persons coming in from the outlying
districts yesterday did not fail to ask:
“IMd they get him?" and the response was
followed with a look of disgust and a re-
mark questioning the bravery of the citi-
zens. Some few, and they were far be-
tween, expreseed a desire to see the law
take its course.

The Guard Vigilant Last Night.

The novelty had worn off the duties of
those who had been summoned to guard the
prisoners and last night they went to the
jail apparently more in earnest thav they
did Wednesday night. Some of those who
had made an objection to being cailed uwpon
were not ready last night, but were willing
to serve. Some of them were on hand be-
fore the time for the chickens 1o g9 10
roost, and soon after sundown the members
of the squad were all inside the jail build-
ing out of the cold wind, for in there the
warden had a hot fire, and some of the meu
were soon asleep, for they had not had any
rest the night before. It was supposed that
each man was armed with a wesapon of
some kind, and the kinds were rather
numerous.

All sorts of old revolvers, shot guns ard
muskets that had been Kept over from the
war were brought into requisition, aund
thus the priconer had apparent reason to
feel a degree of security not felt by any
person outside of a government arsenal or
fort. And he did feel so if outward appear-
ances count for anything, for he made use
of the remack, “They can’'t hang me,”

This he repeated a number of times, and,
although he realized his danger of convic-
tion, he protested his innocence, amd at the
same time =eemed to feel reasonably certain
that the Baltimore penitentiary awaited
him.

There was not the usual number of men
about the hotels and stores last night, ow-
ing to the fact that so many of them were
on duty at the jail, and those who were pot
doing duty remained at home out of the
cold. Then, too, they felt certain that noth-
ing unusual would take place, for that is
really not expected until after the hea~ing.

The perfect condition of the all fence
early this morning made it apparsnt that
the jailor's charge was still safe. A bright
light was to be seen through the window of
the warden's office,where the special suards
were asleep, and owing to the severity of
the weather it was late in the morning bwe-
fore there were many persons on the strect.

DISCUSSING MR. PECKHAM
What Senators Said in the Executive
Session Yerterday.

Mr. Lindsay Makes a Speech in Favor
" of the Nominee—=The Tangle
wf New York Politios.

The Peckham nomination was discussed
in an executive session of the Senate yos-
terday aftsrnoon from mnearly & until 8
o'clock, and then, several speeches being
¥et on the board for and against confirma~
ten, an adjourrment was agreed upon be-
tween the opponents and the struggle was
postponed until today, when the speech-
making will be continued, and a vote will,
it is hoped, be reached. Senator Pugh took
the floor immedaitely upon the closing of
Lhe doors and spoke for an hour and a
half against confirmation, as representing
the judiclary commistee, of which he is
chairman. His speech was addressed main-
ly to the legal qualifications of Mr. Peck-
ham, which, he said, with much positive-
ness, were entirely Inconsistent with the
duties of a jurist. The nominee, he siid,
uasdmure the biased and prejuliced special
pleader than the
of looking on muﬁmm':h:,r"ﬁ;u
tion. He alse opnosed alin for his
tude in certain clections, when Mr.
said Mr. Peckham had vroved by his we-
tions that he was not a good democrat.
