EVERYBODY PLEASED

At the Closing of the Rebellion in
Brazil.

Probable Movements of the lanurgeat

Leaders-Seattering Our Fleet Now

at Rio - Dispatches Received.

The Secretary of State received the fol-
lowing dispatch from Minister Thompson.at
Rio, last evening:
"The operations were directed by the

president from the marine arsenal, on the
water front. At 3:30 o'clock (Wednesday)
flags of truce were hoisted on Euchadas
Island. The president sent immediately
and ascertained that the whole force of the
Insurgents were there with the exception
of the officers who had taken refuge on

the French, Portuguese and English men-of-
war. A surgeon alone remained with the
forces. Da Gama had left on the French
cruiser Junon. About 6 o'clock the gov-
ernment fleet entered the bay, led by the
Nictheroy, and anchored in front of the
city.
"The rebel war vessels and Forts Villegaig-

non and Cobras Island had been abandoned
by the rebels. Business has been resumed
this morning, and everything is tranquil."
Secretary Herbert received a dispatch of

similar effect from Admiral Bennam, who
said, also, that the "Revolution Is now con-
fined to the southern states."
The end of the revolution Is a matter of

special interest to the navy, as It Insures
the speedy relief of the American sailors,
who have endured much hardship and tx-
posure to yellow fever, from further service
at Rio, and the release of the ships row
there for duty in other places where they
are much needed. This means a considera-
ble saving to the Navy Department, for
the maintenance of the large fleet at Rio
has been very expensive. Stores and sep-
plies there are always dear, and their cost
has been enhanced by the war. Coal alone
is a considerable item in the bill, the price
at Itio being about $11.50 per ton, and the
consumption of the new vessels is very
large.
The fleet at Rio consists of the New York,

Charleston, San Francisco, Detroit and the
Newark.
Probably the latter will remain as the

flagship of the South Atlantic squadron,
with the unseaworthy Yantic, on the north
coast of Brazil, and, perhaps, the San
Francisco. The New York will come :ome
with Admiral Benham, who will be retired
and succeeded in command of the rtation
by Admiral Stanton. It is expected that
the Charleston will go round to the Pacific
station, while the Detroit will come home
to New York, to set at rest certain doubts
that have been expressed as to her stabili-
ty. It may be that on the way north she
will be diverted from her course and run
over to Bluelields. Nicaragua, for the Navy
Departmcnt is determined to send a vessel
to that point of disturbance at the earliest
possible moment, and it is only a questicn
of selection between one of the Rio fleet
and the Atlanta, now fitting out at Nor-
folk.

Insurgent movesments.
Secretary Gresham said last night that

there was nothing for the United States tc
do now at Rio. We had acted with perfect
fairness throughout, and there was no oc-
caslon now for interference so long am
American interests were safe. Whether or
not the French and British and Portuguese
naval commanders have laid themselves
liable to a charge of violation of neutrality
in receiving the fugitive rebel officers
aboard their ships is a matter In which the
United States feels no concern, particularly
as we are blameless on that score. The
naval officers here are well pleased that
Da Gam4 should have escaped, believing
that he is a man of sterling qualities end
')rave to a fault. It is surmised that he
will be landed at Montevideo or some other
neutral port, and it is believed that he will
have nothing more to do with rebellion in
Brazil
Nobody knows what Mello will do now.

He may join the insurgents at Desterro, or
he may go to Uruguay or Argentine and
surrender his ships. If he scuttles the ves-
sels he is liable to punishment for bar-
ratry.
The news of the surrenler was received

with expressions of graiication by mem-
bers of the Senate committee oi foreign re-
lations. ' I am glad,. said Senator Mor-
gan, chairman of that committee. "that the
rebels have come to their senses. The re-
sult, favorable as it is to the Peixoto gov-
ernment, is indicative of the capacity of the
Brazilian republic to stani alone. It has
looked to me as if the insurgents had the
sympathy and support of the Eurapean
powers, and it is gratifying on this aco'nt
that they did not succeed. It is another
assurance of the supremacy of republican
institutions in the western hemisphere."

Executive Clemeney Extended.
The triumph of the government of Brazil

over the insurrection has been sealed by an
act of executive clemency.
President Peixoto has Issued a proclama-

tion decreeing amnesty for the rebel sailors
and soldiers who rurrendere1 uncondition-
ally, giving up without tiring a shot all the
ships and fortitied p sitions in the bay
which had been in possession of the insur-
gents.
Uut at the same time he in effect pro-

nounces sentence of death upon Admiral
Saldanha da Glama, Admiiral Custodlis de
Mello and all the officers associated with
them in rabeillon.
The president does not condemn them to

be sint in sa man:- w ,rds; he elmnly an-
nounces his det. nmiation to subject them
to trial by court-mnarti.
The condemned chiefs of the revolt will

have to b'e cau~ght, how-ever, before the
death penalty cani be inilected.
Admiral da ('ama and hon officers, it is

now learned. souht an asylum on the
French cruiser Man;n. 'That is the vwar-
ship which sailed from RIto at 3 o'clock in
tihe afternoon.

Thei. New'~ Argentiie liin ister.

Mr. Zebellos, the new minister from the
Argentine liepublic. who qiuietly tooi his
place in the diplomatic corps last fail, turns
out to be a literary and scientilic man ot no
mean reputation, and has been cordially
welcomed at the Cocmos Club, which Is the
head'luarters for science and learning. Mr.
Zebelios has been so much absorbedi in pre-
parin;g the case of his government in the
boundary line dispute with B3razil, wntch
has b~een surroitted to the P'resident of the
United States for arbitration, that little was

seen of him in social clrcles until recently,
but now that the briefs and evidence have
been submitted he is mingling more with
people and makcing himself kcnown at the
capital.

Mr. Zebeilos has gained fame in his own
country as editor, poet, orator. historian,novelis3t, explorer and ccientilic farmer, ameven as a musician, so that his versatility

is almost unllimited. Hie waa the editor or
La Presna, the leadling morning paper or

Buenos Ayres, which bas perhaps the
largest cir-culation of any journ-il in South
America, until he went into congress. Fromt
there he graduate into the office or mm-

lster of foreign aftairs, which he held until
he came to tihe United States. it is whis-
pere-l that he may b~e the reciplent of even

bigher honors iromn his countr-ymen, and is
sve~n now a popular favorite for the Argen-
tine prcsidency.

committee, I believe he called It. So I
went to Air. Hunton and to Mr. Faulkner:
Mr. McMilan, ir. Wolcott and Me. lHans-
brough, all of whom agreed to the amend.
ment. In this I was accompanied by Mr.
Harris, the clerk to the committee. Trus
I secured the assent of five Senators, who,
with myself, constituted a majority of the
committee. I also went to Senators Gal.
linger and Proctor, who are opposed to all
racing, and who, as you know, presented
a minority report against the bilL They
told me that they didn't care what limit
I put In the bill, as they were against It
anyway.
"That is the way the ameniment was

written in the bill. There was nothing Ir-
regular In the matter whatever, and the
amendment is really needed to prevent the
very discrimination which the Commission.
era desire to avoid. I hope you will make
this explanation in justice to me, as there
was nothing about the amendment that
shouldn't be printed, and I do not care tc
have people think I have Lried to get the
bill changed without authority."
