The Death of Capt. Frank E. Brownell in
This Oity.
The Last Actor in the Dramatie Event
of the Early War Period

Passcs Awaiy.

I Cagt. Frank E. Brownell, lamous as the
'avenger of the death of Col. Elisworth,
died early this morning at his boarding
| place at 18th and K streets. He had en-
joved his uvsudl health up 0 a few weeks
ago. On the night of the heavy snow
| storm he walked from the Army and Navy
Club to his home, and since that time he
’hax been In failing health. His wife and
Lis brother, F. B. Brown=!l of St Louis,
| were with him in his last hours. The ater-
| ment will be In St. Louis.

During his recent
| in his delirium of his efforts to disclose the
| conepiracy of the Knights of the Golden
| Circle, which he investigated while acting
| a8 assistant to the provost mnarshal general

of St. Louis,
| Capt. Brownell was born In Troy, N. Y.,

| July 18, 1840, lie enlisted April 30, 1861, in
| the eleventh New York infantry, Ells-
worth's Fire Zouaves. He afterward en-
tered the Infanury and wus promoted to
| first lieatenant, and was retlred Novewiber
4, 185, on sccount of Injurtes received in
tie line of duty.

On the 24th of May, 1861, eccurred the
event which made Capt. Brownell the
avenger of the first blood of the war shed
in the souih. The story concerns one of
the most dramatic incldents of the war,
and has been made familiar in song and
{ stocy. Col. Ellsworth, with his command
landing in Alexandria on the morining of
the day, and while marching through the
city, his eve was atiructed by a confed-
eranie fing which was displayed over the
Marshall House. Col. Elisworth stmply
directed a file of soldlers to accompany,
| and, eniering the house, he proceeded to
‘iun-. roof, where the celors were =goon

lowered. As he was comiag down s=talrs
the proprietor of the house, Mr. Jacks.n,
came out from his bed roeom and shot Col,
| Ellsworth. Immediately Capt. Brownell
| shot Jaekson. The occurrence created the
| Ereatest eXcitement throughout the coun-
try.

Capt. Brownell's deed was recognized by
Congress, who gave him a medal! of honor.
He se'ved as assistant provost marshal
and mustesing officer in St. Louis in 1564,
and three years later he mustered out in
Kansus the iast regiment of volunteers, in
December, 1887,

During the administration of President
Arthur Capt. Brownell was appointed to &
clerkship in the pension office, and he was
| connected with the burean at the time of
his death. Capt. Erownel! was a member
of Post No. 28, G. A. R, Chicago, 1L, and
of the Commandery of the Loyal Legion
of this city. He was presented with sundry
medals and other tokens by the ecitizens
of “Troy, N. Y. New York city, Boston,
Providence and other places.

An 1867 he was married to Miss Harring-
‘ton in St. Louis, who survives him. Four
