NEW YORK. March 17.-If St. Patriek
was not satisfied over the celebration today
in his honor. it was not the fault of the
Irishmen, who paraded in farce to show
their love and respect aniouncod their
undying allegiance to hilmemory by wear
ing a sprig of rock.
The day was that could be wished

both overhead and unr foot, and thls,with
the fact that from the city buildings float-
ing the flag of the httle green isle across
the sea, sent a thrill of tru.e Irish pride
right through the Irish heart, until it fair
ly glowed with love for the quaint old sainl
who drove the snakes out of Ireland.
The flag episode, the source of no end o:

protests on the part of those who objecte<
to any but "old glory" from floating over
the public buildings, has been the cause o:
many a heated dla"Ion and more than
one fight, was settld by acting Mayor Mc
Clellan, who Issued an order permitting the
green bunting with Its golden harp to
spread its folds over. the home of the bity
authorities. An amusing incident occurrec
last night about 12 o'clock, when an en
thusiastic son of old Erin climbed up the
flag pole on the unfinished court building at
Center and White streets and nailed a greer
flag fast to the mast. Today it is still fly
ing proudly, much to the satisfaction of the
neighborhood. The day passed quietly with
the usual parades and games.
BROOKLYN. N. Y., March 1T.-There ap-

pears to be as much enthusievm among the
Irish portion of the community today over
the celebration of the birth of Ireland's pa-
tron saint as in the past. The fac: that
Mayor Schieren prohibited the display of
the green flag from the city hall and Super-
visor-at-Large Fitchie prevented it fron:
being placed on the court nouee and hall of
records did not dampen the ardor of those
who revere the memory of St. Patrick.
The day was clear and the para-le was in

every way a success.
CHICAGO. March 17.-There were sev-

eral distinct novelties In Chicago's cele-
bration of St. Patrick's day. The seventi
regiment, national guard, under command
of ('ol. Francis T. Colby started the cere-
monies by attending at it. Mary's Church
the first military mass which has been
celebrated in the United States for a num-
ber of years. St. Mary's is the church
which Gen. Sheridan attended during his
residence in Chicago.
At St. Thomas' Church Rev. John Car-ol

preached a sermon in Gaelic, said to be the
first evcr delivered in that language in the
United States. The sermon was delivered
at the instance-of the Chicago Society for
the P-eservatlon of the Irish Language.
For the first time in the history of the

city an Irish mayor reviewed the street
parade, his honor. John Patrick Hopkins
accompanied by the other city and county
officials. witnessing the procession from the
steps of the city hall. The procession was
an unusually large one.

SUBMITTED TO COURT.

The Dispute at Denver Over the Re-
moval of City OMeletals.

DENVER, Col., March i7.-During the
day the dispute over the remov-al of the
police and the beard mnmb-rs was, as ex-
pected. submitted to the supreme court for
settlement.

GEN. MeCOOK'S ACTION.

It is Approved by the President-
Troops to Remiaa.

Gen. Schofield, late yesterday afternoon,
sent a telegram to Gen. -lOCook, command-
ing the Department of Colorad, notifyaig
him of the President's approval of his ac-
tion in ordering troops to Linaver for the
protection of government property, and
cautioning him against the employment of
troops for any other purpose without spe-
cific instructions.
This is the result of the consideration cf

the question at yesterday's 'abinet meet-
ing. ,Gen. McCook Is a safe and conserva-
tive officer, and great reiiance is placed inhis judgment and discretion. Army oflicri
here are confident thast he will do nothingwhatever to compromise the govermaen:tin the matter.

Gem. McCook Again Reports.
A long telegram was received by Adju-

tant Gen. Ruggles last night from Glen.
McCook, at Denver. The text of the dis-
patch was not g~iven out for publication,
but it Is understood that It Is simply a
recital of the events of the day, with de-
tails of the conference between Gen. Mce-
Cook and Gov. WValte, which resulted in
ignoring the governor's request for the
withdrawal of the United States troops.
The position assurged by Gen. McCook

is satisfactory to the War Department, as
is Indicated by the fact that It has not
been found necessary to send him further
±nstructiors.
Gen. Mci ook commands the departmentof Colorarlo and has the absolute right todispose of his troops at such points In thai

department as he may select. it is pre-suated that he will keep them in Denver alpresent, regardIless of the governor's reques1for their withdrawal. But their functionwill be to protect the government propertyat Denver, the subtreasury, assay omeie,post office and other buildings. Further
than this they will not go unless the Presi-dent directs otherwise, and the Presidentw-Ill not interfere unless the governor ad-
mits his inability to cope with the situationiand asks for federal assistance.
Senator Teller Sees the Secretary.
Senator Teller of Colorado lost no time In

carrying out the wishes of the committee,
which yesterday addressed to the state del-
egation in Congress a telegram setting out
the needs of the situation. He called upon
Secretary Lamont at an early hour this
morning and spent some time in explain-ing the events which led up to the threaten-ing conditions of the past two days. The
Senator went away feeling satisfied that so
far as the laws permit the War Department
will do everything In its power to preventviolence and bloodshed. Glen. McCook willkeep his troops ready to act at a moment'.
notice, either in Denver or at Fort Logainwhich is only a few miles distant from the
city, and it is believed that the general
knowledge of their readiness will have agood moral effect upon the excitable ele.nent
in the community.

-OUGHT 15 BARD ROUNDS.

The "Cofee Coler" and the "Cyeleme"
Come Together at New York.

NEW YORK, March 17.-Prise fights in
private are such rarities In this district
in these days that the sporting people who
like that sort of thing mustered In force
last night to see the scrap between Frank
Craig, the "coffee cooler," and Fred. Mor-
ris, formerly "Muldoon's cyclone" and lat-
terly the "cyclone" of the Billy Madden
regime. Both men are colored and both
are from Washington, D. C., the "cyclone"
being the darker of the two. They fought
for eighteen rounds, and fought hard.
There was no streak of yellow under the
skin of either. It was a slap-dash game
all the way through and the bigger man
won, simply by his superiority of pounds
and reach. Craig was a man of lift pounds
or so. and Morris was under him by 15
pounds, at least. Craig was also the taller
and has a longer reach.
The colored men put up a fight that was

interesting from start to finish, and the
spectators showed their appreciation of
the good work of the actors by their
almost continuous applause, not to say
yelling.
Morris had a hard contract on his hands,

but he made a great :ippeartace, and did
great work. He went at the "Cooler" earlyin the fight, and punched him hard and
often. In the seventh round he put the big
man on the floor with stiff swings on the
body, and more than a few of the specta-
tors thought that the big man was done
for. Craig gathered himself, however, and
in the next three rounds punche. Morris
all over the face and body, and the "cy-
clone" was a very much usel-upj man at
the call of time for the eleventn round.
The fighters fought on tne ropes and in

the center of the ring fur several inure
rounds, mad when they 'inlahed r either one
had more breath than he needed.
Craig, In the eighteenth round, got Mor-

ris down twice by well-delivrered cracks on
the shoulder and head, and the lightest man
had to succumb.
Craig fought a fair tight, which Is more

than can be said of Morris. The latter, sees
Ing that he was "up against it," resorted to
foul tactics, but the "cooler" Invariablythrew his hands in the air, and allo wed
Referee P. J. Donahue to run in and sepa-
rate them.
Morris was cleanly knocked out when

Donahue said he was beaten, but he was
trying to get to his feet to take one more
chance at Craig. Morris was badly marked
when the thing was over; his face snd
stomach bore witness. Craig had a closed
left eye, and he showed blood-like marks on
the breast, but he left the ring with plentyof strength. The gloves used were called
"four-ounce," but they had little hair In
other places thap in the wrists and In the
finger tips. It was late when the sports got
away,' but they were all satsified with what
they had seen.

Green is the Predominant Color on All
Sides Today.

Hoenrin- Ireland's Patron Satnt-
Services in the Charehea-Who

Saint Patrick Was.

March 17, 1804. This is St. Patrick's day.
It is the day when all the world visits the
shrine of the patron saint of Erin, and
when millions of people worship there. To-
day the earth echoes with Irish melody and
shines with Irish color. The sphere quakes
with paeans, praise and prayers, songs and
shouts, and flutters with green ribbons and
emerald plumes. Green graces the bosom
of the human race. It casts a green veil
over the face of nature, gives a green tinge
to the complexion of humanity, lights up
every quarter of the globe, livens every
acre of terrene geography and throws an
arching rainbow of green from pole tg pole.

as master of ceremonies. Rev. Father Mc-Carthy, Society of Jesus, of St. AloysiusChurch dealvered the customary panegyricon the saint. The music had been made thesubject of especial attention, and wasworthy of the reputation of the choir. Theoccasion was full of brilliancy and tune.
St. Patrick.

St. Patrick was a distinguished missionaryof the fifth century, whose original name is
said to have been Succath, Patrick beingthe derivative of his Roman appellative,
Patricius. The year of his birth is various-
ly given as 377 and 387, and the place of hisbirth Is much in question. Some of thechroniclers state that he was born at Nem-thur. Patrick's father owned a small farmnear Bonavem Tabernie. Some maintainthat he was born at what is now Boulogn-sur-MIcr, somewhere near where is now Kil.patrick, in the estuary of the Clyde.Ac.ordmng to the Saint himself, his fatherwas a deacon named Calpurmius and hismother was named Conchessa, and, who,by some writers, is said to have been a sisterto St. Martin of. Tours. When St. Patrickwas sixteen years of age he was seized, bo
the story runs. by a band of pirate and
by them carriel into Ireland and sold int~aslavery to one of the chlefs-regnant of the
island of the west. After six years of cap-
tIvity he escaped and made his way to
France. At Tours he became a monk and
later removed to the great monastery of
Le;-ins. It was in the year 431 that he
journey to Rome an]l had audience with
Pope Celestine, by whom St. Patrirk nas
commissione1 to preach in-Ireland andi ex-
tend the dominion of the Church of Rome.
In Ireland he succeeded Palladius, who

had been the representatIve of the Holy
Catholic Church i; that island, but who had
died. He was ordainedI in France and ar-
rIved in Ireland a second time, it is said by
the majorIty of writers on this theme, In
432.

It is said that he established t,"i churche.
and baptized with his own hands 12,00 per-
sons. He ordained a great number of priesta
and blessed a mighty host of monks and
nuns. After twenty years of missionary
work he fixed his see at Armagh, two of lisa
disciples were ordained as bishops, and here
he issued those decrees which have provi-lel
the text for so much controversy. ,He did
at Saul. near Downpatrick, and his reieCs
were preserved at that place till the time
of the reformtation.

Sir Fraeces Cook Seed.
LONDON, March 17.-The breach of pro-

mise action brought byMrs.Holland against
Sir Francis Cook, the husband of Tennie
Clafilin of New York, sister of Victoria
Woodhull, was opened today, before Justice
Hawkins in the queen's bench division of
the high court of justice.
The promise to marry was made, accord-

ing to Mrs. Hollandr twenty-five years ago,
when the first wife of Sir Francis was
alive. Sir Francis Cook, who married Miss
Clallin, nine years ago, is now sixty-seven
years of age.
Mrs. Holland claims £12,000 damnagesand,in addition to the breach of promise to

marry her, she alleges that the defendant
caused a criminal operation to be perform-ed. Lady Cook sustains her husband and
Etrongly believes in his innocence, claiingthat the present suit is an attempt at
blackmail.
Aequitted of the Frenehmana' Mur-

der.
BANGKOK, Siam, March 17.-Phrayot,

the Siamese mandarin, charged with the
murder of the French inspe-t-r Grosgurin
and his Annamese escort, has been acquit-
ted on all the charges .against him. Thedecision is likely to lead to compilicationa,
as the murder of Inspector Grosgurin led
to the France-Siamese war. France re-fuses to evacuate Cahntanboon until the
culprits are brought to justice.
Trouble Over Landing Petroleam.
SHANGHAI, March 17.--The first petro-leum tank steamer has arried here, but

the custom house authorities will not allow
the landing of petroleum in bulk. TheBritish, Russian and German consuls havebeen instructed to support the landing ofthe petroleum, which is alxed for March20. Trouble is expected.

Push Cart Men.
The ten fruit and candy venders who

were arrested yesterday for violathig the
law by occupying Pennsylvania avenue
and 7th street with their push carts, as
printed in yesterday's Star, appeared in
the Police Court this 'morning for trial.
Mr. George L. Clark, who has for a num-ber of years been a member of the bar,volunteered to defend them because hothought they were being persecuted. Hethought the carts caused no obstruction,and argued that the law had not been vio-lated. These men, he said, are orderly andpeaceable. The saloons, he said, send outdrunken men from almost every cornerand they cause more trouble in a day thanthese men do in a week, and they are notmolested like these men are. Mr. Clark

said he was not acquainted with a singledefendant, but he was looking after thembecause he thought they were being un-
justly treated.
"But," said Judge Miller, "there is a law
that forbids the use of the streets In this
way."

"IBut the law does not forbid the Coin-
missioners. taking their 325 license fee,"
added counsel.

"It is an ugly sight," said the judge, "to
see a dozen er more of these carts block-
lrig up the principal thoroughfares as they
do. Such a thing Is not permitted in any
other city, arg certainly it is not going to
be permitted nere."
Judge MIller thought the Commissioners

should make a regulation concerning the
places where these men might sell their
goods. These men had been warned be-
fore, but he did not intend to impose a
severe penalty. Nine of them were fined S?2
each, and the court released the man who
had never before been arrested.

GENERAL MARKET REPORTS.

NEW YORK. March 17.-Today's market

opened strong at advances ranging from1-4 to 3 3-4 per cent, but subsequently be-
came dull and Irregular. London was
trading slightly in advance of our closingand bought moderately at opening fig-
ures. Foreigners show no disposition to
extend their lines of American securities
while the silver and tariff problems remain
unsolved. Local opinions are conflicting,
both as to the wisdom and probable sue-
cass of the seigniorage bilL For specula-tive purposes the retiring of the bill is
the cherished hope of the bulls, but the
best information is that the exigencies of
the situation demand its passage. Exceptsuch rumors as concern legislation there
is practically no incentive to speculation.
Traders are again in control of the mar-ket, the sudden spurt of inquiry fro-n in-

vestment buyers having been checked by thedelay on the part of Congress. The marketIs decidedly more sensitive to good newsthan to bad and traders continue to believein higher prices. The strength uncoveredby the announcement of gold shipments is
most encouraging, and shows that the streetis perfectly conscious of the significance of
the movement and has determined to dis-
regard It as a speculative factor.
The transactions In the railway list were

unusually limited, the only Important changerecorded being in Rock Island, which soldoff 1 1-8 per cent to II) 1.8. St. Paul reported
a decrease of $855.430 In earnings for *he
second week this month, but the price of
the stock was not affected by the announce-
ment.
Chicago Gas was Inclined to weakness

on the possible granting of a charter to
the new company at next week's meetingof councils called to consider the ordinance
asking for such legislation. There are ru-
mors that the new concern will probably
triumph, even though -he mayor vetoes'
the project, as it Is believed that they have
sufficient Influence to pass it over his veto.
This, of course, means a season of fierce
competition, and opinion is .iviled as to
which company will triumph.
Washington advices from reliable sources

intimate that many of the tariff schedules
will have to be recast 'n order to be satis-
factory to the various interests now olen-
ly opposed to their passage In the present
form. That this announcement is capatle
of a variety of Interpretations is evideanced
by the action of certain a:ocas directly af-
fected thereby. The perfect organlrataon
of the sugar interests leads to the conclu-
sion that no matter what changes occur,
that corporation will either be benefited to
a greater extent or be permitted to remain
In statu quo. It is obvious from the action
of the stock that they have nothing to fear
and the confident air assumed by the
larger interests would indicate that certala
changes would yet be made along lines sug-
gested by themselves.
On the other hand, however, what Sugar

gains Distillers and NationalLead will lose,
and tais opinion is justified by the action of
both these stocks. White Sugar was mark-
ed up 5-8 per cent. National i.ead declined
a similar amount, and Distillers lost 1 1-2
per cent to 26 1-4.
The changes in the bank statement were
