John D. Connolly. the taited fate sea-
sul at Auckland, New Zealand, has sed
to the Department of State an interesting
report on the results of the new system et
taxation practiced in that comtry. Tie
report Is timely becnase It relates to the
operations of the Inc~me a4 land ta. M.
much discussed in the United Etates.
The consul begins with the declamstml

that in the matter of taxation lawe Nea
Zealand excels, as compaced with the
other Australastan colonies. and mitaWs
with many older countries. Hetays that the
legislation has been most vioIestly emam
as being experimental, soaitttic, eents-
catory and Impracticable. iut. rMar s
of this terrible arraignment, the taoatim
laws have been fully and successa~ly m-
tablished and given practioal efect, ees
while other countries were thseeIma as
the same principles. The consul says:"In a very short time the Incidence of
taxation has been almost entirely canged-always a most hazardous umdertakimg
because of its tendency to disturb exitingvalues and disarrange buMnes enterprise.Here reforms have been intrnduced withrevolutionised the old sy stem without affect-lr.g. at least to any appreciable estiat, ea-isting Interests. It Is true there were maanyWho. through the public lreass. I the hallsof legislation and on the highways andbyways of the country, prociaited thetrbelief that the changes in the tIdleneof taxation would surely involve the coun-
try in tinancial ruin, but subsequent event.conclusl'ely demonstrated h.mw fIl-ouaded
were their apprehensions. The most de-termined opposition to the "new taxaton"
came from the moneyed lastit utiona loam
companies and the owners of vast landedestates. It was found, how-v'.. as ses
as the new syaten became law and wasthoroughly established and fully under-stood that instead of involving the colonyin ruin. it had exactly the contrary adect.The credit of the colony in Landom twhichIs. of course, the center of financial opera.tions so far as the colonies are concernd}increased to an unprecedent-ad degree. NewZealand's credit is better today on the lan-don noney market than is that of anyother colony of Australasia."
The report shows that che purpose of the

government has been to rel--ve the 'weak-lings" from the burden of taxation msadplace it on the shoulders of those betterable to bear it. The effort has succeede,
and it has been appreciated and the gov.
eminent rewarded by the largest taajorityknown in recent years.

The new scheme of taxation. bridey staaa,

Is. first, a graduated land tax. The pr-petty
tax was repealed In 1, having proved to
be a grievous burden.AA Imtrivsmmnts an
land up to $15.ouO were exeat; al shoen
were taxed. The deductian of mortgages
and of improvements to this ameont ran-
dered very many owners of lant eassapt
from land tax. In addition to the ordinaryland tax a graduated tax is lavied, and toe
this all improvements are deducted. but ea
owner is not allowed to make any dedue-tions for mortgages owing !,y hia, and behas not to Include !n his return any mort-
gages owing to him. This "ax is only lard
upop lands exceeding in value $2Wussp. leasim;nrovertents. and ranges frm.n ose-eighth
pence to two pence per pount.

Aeentees Toned.
Absentee landlords are taxed 3 per evet

in addition., and this is considered justilia-
ble, as there are many large owners living
in England drawing large incomes from tre
colony without recompense. There is eslm
an Income tax, to which the'e are uay
exemptions. For Instance, all incasms from
mortgages and rents from is's I or prodnea
of land derived by the own.'r or occupIer
are exempt. The result Is that only a mal
proportion of the people pay this tax, wisch
though conceded to be just 's regard. wuth
aversion, owing to Its Inquisitoatl charac-
ter. Close scrutiny of the lists has been re-
paid by many additions. The eraduated
land tax on land values over M:OM0 was is-
tended to compel possessors / large estates
or speculative holders to subdivide and offer
the land for settlement. The w'el'.ss it
is having the desired effect, an! many of
the immense estates are being treely offered
to the government at their taxable values,
while others are being cut up in s.abals
farms and offered at auction.
By the exemptions afforded them tee

small farmers and laborers i tv, been im-
mensely benefited. The consul argues that
there Is really very little diff'r'nce between
the present system of land tat and the
"single tax." The farmers generaly do not
believe in the single tax, but a few counte
councils are disposed to try is far real
levies. Should It be found satietactory, the
consul predicts that it will soon be adited
as the national system. In fact. !" pres-
ent system is but one degree removed fero
it.
