In Hebrew circles the feast of Purim is
elebrated today. Locaily. in honor of the
vent, short services will be held at b p. m.
m the Eighth Street Bynagogue. and at the
ame hour the ladies of Deborah Lodge will
cold their first grand prize masquerade
anl at National Rifles' armory, the pro-
reds to be devoted to the benefit of the

eor.The feast of Purim is a season of rejoic-
ng among the Hebrews. The day preceding
he event is observed by the orthodox as a
ast. The evening is devoted to merry-
naking, confined largely to children, who
et up mask parties and visit Jewish
omes, where the visit is usualy rewarded
ay cuntributions of money and other ar-icles for the funmakers. The observance>f the feast is based on the deliverance of
he Jews from their enemies, as related in
he look of Esther. During a great feast
iven by King Ahasuerus. "when the heart
f the king was merry with wine," he or-
lered that Vashtithe queen. be brought be-orehim, in order to display her beauty to
its guests. The result was that Vashtivan cast aside. The king seicted Esther
,s queen from among a number of

bea uta-ul virgins who were brought to him by his
ervants. Haman, who had "a seat above.11 the princes that were with him" at the

ourt, received the reverence of all who
rere within the king's gate. Mordecal, anmncle of Queen Esther, but who was not
known as such, walked daily before the
