Senator Stewart made what was for hlml

Benator Vest, in response to Mr. Butler,
called attention to the letter written by
Public Printer Palmer to Senator Gorman,
chairman of the committee on printing, on
the lith of August, last year, in which this
question was fully discussed. AMr. Vest ask-
ed how long it would take to put up a bulid-
Ing on the Mahone lot. Senator Stewart
replied that it could be done more expedi-
tiously on the Mahone lot than anywhere

Senator Vest, in continuing his talk, allud-
ed to the fact that many of the employes
had homes around the present building and
they would be put to great inconvenience
by a change of the site any distance away,
He characterized the committee’'s proposi-
tion as having three advantages: The ex-
penditure is Inconsiderable, the rellef im-
mediate and all the water and gas malins
are already available,

The House Opposed.
There was some colloquy between Sena-
tors Butlér and Vest in regard to the
amognt of land required for the building

and the latter contended that the proposed
site contained amply sufficlent ground for
the purpuse. He continued: *I want to say
now that it is simply impossible 1o secure |
the congent of the House to an amendment |
in favor of the Muhone lot. The joint com-
mittee have deliberated upon the matter
and give in their judgment.

The prevalling sentlments contained In
these appeils are the expression of an ap-
prehension that should the bill become a

There is an evident Jetermination cn the
part of many of the silver men to associ-
ate the seigniorage question with the tariff
bill, and apparently the veto of the Bland
bill would be follow:d at once by consider-
able obstruction and embarrassment to the
tariff bill. There is constderavle talk about
a proposition, if the Bland bill is vetoed,

to offer a free coinage of silver amendment
to the tariff bill in the Senate,and the adop-
tion of such ameniment is threatened.
There Is a decided danger that the present

THE BERING SEA DECREE.

Great Britain Not Fultilling Her Part
of the Agreement.

Secretary Gresham was before the House
committee on foreign affairs today concern-
ing the status of bLering sea affairs. There
were brought out important developments
as to the manner in which kher majesty's
government was executing the award of the
Bering sea court of arbitration. The strict-
est injunctionn was put on members of the
committee to refrain from discussing the
Sccretary’s statement. Later in the day,
however, on Mr. Gresham's return to the
State Department the general character of
the hearing was made known,

Secretary (Gresham spoke for an hour and
explained the situation fully.

The Treaty Binding on Both.

It appears that by the terms of the treaty
of arbitration both Great Dritain and the
United States bound thems=elves to abide by
the decislon of the court of arbitration. It
has been contended that this treaty obliga-
tion was so binding that no law of Congress
or of parliament was needed to carry out
the decree of the court,

Senator Morgan, ene of the arhitrators,
has taken the gronnd that the decision in
itself was part of the organic law in both
countries, being ba-sd on the original
treaty, which has the same binding effect
as a statute law. SBecretary Cresham deem-
ed it wire, however. to have (Congress pass
a law carrying out the eourt's decision and
the measure was drafted and submitted to
Congress.

Great Britain's Delay.

BEut the Secretary expresced surprise that
Great Britain had as vet presented no svch
legislaticn, so far as was officially known.
There have been unofficial statements, how-
ever, In Canada and clsewhere, as to the

proposad bill to be presented to the British |

pariiament.

These disclose that the proposed Rritish
legislation falls corsjderably short of ex-
ecuting Great Britain's part in the award.
It Is pointed out that the proposed Rritish
bill gives British naval officers discretion
in executing the restrictive regulations,
wher<as the court made these regulations
fmperative and mandatory. The penalties

Severe Strugele Expected in the Sen-
ate When the New State Paper is

Presented for Ratitication.

The Senate committee on forelgn rela-
tions has bean considering an  important
Chinese treat'v negotiated by the new
, Chlaese minister and Secretary Gresham.
!Th-: treaty was sent to the Senate some
| time ago, and referred to the forelgn rela-
:tln.m committee, where it has been fully
considered amd discussed in all fte details.
It 18 said that it does not meet with the
a] proval of some of the Senators who are
members of the committee, It s under-
stood that this opposidon, while consider-
able, has not been sutficient to prevent Its
being reported favorably, though possiuly
with seme amendments,

As negotiated, the treaty practieally sets
argide and supercedes the Scott exclusion
act and the recently enacted Gepry law,
It Is an Immigration treaty, and provides
for the admittance of Chinese hnmigrants
under restrictions. It also has for its ob-
Ject the protection of Chinese already in
| thisg country. While it does not repeal the
Geary law, it is sald to render it nugatory
In many particulars.

A Stormy Time Expecied.

The treaty, although it may receive the
favorable considerition of a majority of
the Senate commiztee on foreign relations,
will have a stormy thme in the Senate. The
Pacific cocst and western Senators are al-
ready vigorously fighting it, and they have
| support from eastern Senators who have
alwiys opposed Chinese immigration and
supparted the vigorous exclusion laws.

The new treaty, it is understood, runs for
twenty yvears, and In this respect Is like a
shnilar treaty negotiat =d by Secreiary Day-
ard In 1888, and if at the expiration of the
| twenty years neither govarnment shall
give notice o the other of I's mmtention to
have It terminated, then it =hall remain in
force another twenty years.

Druriag the period of the lfe of the treaty
| Chinesz are probiblted from entering this
country, except upon couditions.  Provi-
sion is made fur the return of any China-
man who has a lawrlul wile, chill, or par-
ent i the nited States, or property to the
amount of $1,0), or debts Jdue oim 10 Lhat
amount. In order to secure the benclits
of this provision the Chinnmen nust leave
with an ofiicer of the United States a de-
scription of his family or propery, and
sccure a certiticate for bis return. He must
| also return within «ne year, which may be
extended another year in cases of sickness
or other cause beyond his control.

The existing treatles providiag for the
privileges of travel and sojourn  in the
United States of Chinese oflicials, teachers,
students and travel :rs for cariosity, as well
as the right of traasit of Chlnese officials
through the United States, are preserved,

What in Retuern ?

In return for concessions granted by this
| country to better protect the Chinese peo-
ple, and to lessen the hardship which it is
chitimed they suffer by reason of the Geary
law, the Chinese governmeant Is 10 take
greater precautions to prevent the coming of
Chinese Iaborsrs to this country, The ob-
Jeet of the Chinese government is to se-
cure to the Chinese in this country ample
protectlon and to relieve them from zny
unusual hardships, although the right of
citizenship s not asked, nor guarantesd.

“It is no trou-
ble,” said the California Senator, “for a
Chinaman to make a showing of this lkind.
He can easily get a certificate showing
debts due him, and when he goes back 10
China he sends another Chinaman in his

place. The provisiuns of the ‘reay 18 set
| forth, show it to be a shrewd piece
of diplomacy on the part of the Chi-
nese government, and it §s an easy
matter for the Chinaman to get around
it. The Chinese are getting the hest
of the Pacific coast by reglstering and

being photographed at different places and

under different names, and these cerii-
cates are furnished to the Thinese susrep-
titiously smugeled in. It will he easy

enough to furnish a Chinaman a false cer-
| titfleate and also a certificate of debt equal-

Honolulu,

CRDERS MADE BY THE PRESIDENT

Speculation as to Commodore
Kirkland's Orders.

IS A COUP CONTEMPLATED?

There 1s a mysterious movement on foot
in connection with the command of the
naval forces at Honolulu. Commodore
Kirkland, who was recently orderad to that
duty, has been suddenly recalled, but why
no one on duty at the Navy Department to-
day seemed willing to say. Admiral Irwin,
who is now in command of the Pacific sta-
tion, will retire on the 15th proximo, and
several weeks ago Commodore Kirkland
was detached from command of the League
Island navy yard, Philadelphia, and ordered
to proceed to Honolulu to relleve Admiral
Irwin, in time to permit the latter to reach
home before retirement. His orders re-
quired Commodore Kirkland to taike the
steamer leaving San Franclsco on the 17th
instant, and he made arrangements ac-
cordingly, He reached San Francisco in
time to receive sealed orders to repair at
once to Washington clty, to report his ar-
rival to the Secretary of the Navy and to
awalit orders.

Orders by the President.

The orders were sent by direction of the
1Pn-eihlt*r1t several days ago, and reached
Commodore Kirkland just in time to inter-
cept his departure on the Hawailan steamer
|of Saturday last. The action was closely
|g1mrded as a great secret, and the first Intl-
| mation the public had of it was a brief
press dispateh from Denver saying that
| Commodore Kirkland passed through that
!city on Tuesday of this week on his way to
the coast, to assume command of the Bra-
zillan squadron,

Navy Department Officials Silent.

Secretary Herbert, Assistant Secretary
MeAdoo and other officlals were asked to-
day if Commodore Kirkland had been re-
called, if he was still in this country, and if
'he had been assigned to the South Atlantie
station. They were all very sorry it was
£0, but really they were not at liberty to
answer any of the questions. One official
sild he 4id not understand the reason for
keeping the matter quiet, uniess it was that
|the P'resident so desired, and hg had no
 knowledge on that point.
Some Theories.

Naturally, In the ahsence of definite in-
| formation, e nsidcrable speculation s in-
| dulged In over the situation, and all sorts
of rumors are in eirculation. According to
one, Commodore Kirkland has been in
secret consultution with the President in
regard to  Hawafian matters, which
| necessitated a delay in Fiz departure, but
| he is ncw on his way to San Franeisco to
| execute his original orders. The advocntes

‘ot this theory say that the President p:‘o-|

| poses  to establish a coaling station at
| Pear! river harbor without delay, and he
wanted to zive Commodere Kirkland spe-
| eifie {1 structions on that point, The fact
{that Cemncdore Kirkiand has been recalled
from the ecmmand of the Pacific =tation
explodes that thecry so far as he is con-
‘cerned. There may be something In the
story about the coaling station at Pearl
river, but, if so, the President's plans in
thit respect will be executed by some
other officer,

Not In Sympathy With His Poliey.

Another story is that the Presideat Fas
revoked Commodore Kirkland's orlers, on
the ground that he is not in sympathy
with the administration's polley of réstor-
Ing Queen Liluokalani, and has decided
to send him to razil Instoad. Persons
advancing this theory point cut that Ad-
miral Skerrett was relieved of ymand
at Honolulu and sent to China becaise
he was believed to be In sympathy with
the annexation movement,

As 1o Admiranl Walker.

The latest and most plausible theory Is
that the President has reconsidered his
original plan of naval assigenments, and
has now decided to place Rear Admiral
J. G. Walker in command af the Paelfic
station and to transfer Commodore Kirk-
land to the South Atlantic statlon. Such
action would be generally accepted as in-
dlcating that the President proposes some
radical movement in Hawail »nd prefers to
place its execution in the hands of Admiral
Walker, as an officer of extreme cautlon
and capability. 1t may be In connection
with the establishment of a naval coaling
station under the Hawailian grant or it
may be something of far greatsr import-
ance. Another view of the same tleory
not quite o complimentary to Admiral
Walker is that he js to be sent away from
Washington so0 as.to prevent his exerting
any influence on naval legislation in op-
position to the wishes of the administra-
tion.

Admiral Stanton's Poxition.

In case the gossips are correct about the
orders of Admiral Walker and Commodore
Kirkland, it Is proposed to shelve Admiral
Starton, whe was booked for command of
the South Atlantic station. It may be pos-
sible that he is persona non grata to the
Brazilian government because of the Mello
fricident, but it is known that the Brazilian
government has glven no intimation to
thut effect to the State Department. Inas-
much as Secretary Herbert said only last
| week that Stanton would resume command
of the Brazilian station if Commodore Kirk-
lind is really going there. the naval pro-
gram must have been changed very sud-
denly within the past few days,

Commaodore Kirkland in the City.

Commodore Kirkland arrived in the city
from San Franecisco at noon today, and re-
ported at once to the Secretary of the

Navy. MHis arrival here confirms in a
measure rumors that important action in
Iihwall is contemplated by the administra-
ticn,

An Amendment to Meet the Objections of
Georgetown Citizens.

Whnat the k!en-ndﬂn and Mt. Vernon
Rallway Co. Want Explained to
the House Committee.

The differences between .the citizens of
Georgetown and the Washington, Alexan-
dria and Mt. Vernon raillway as to the pro-
posed ferry transfer of electric cars across
the river were healed before the Diistriet
committes of the House this morning. The
Georgetown people, headed by Mr. King and
Nir. Marbury, were fearful that the raflway
company contemplates constructing a bridge
which would interfefe with navigation., The
rallway company gave assurances to the
contrary as far as the pending bill is con-
cerned and stated that a ferry alone is au-
thorized by this bill.

To make sure, however, Mr. King, for

The War Depariment's Objection.

In response to & question Maj. Anderson,
the counsel for the rallway company, ex-
plained that the objection of the War Dwe-
partment is to the company crossing a very
small portion of the extreme upper corner
of the flats at the foot of 26th street. The
War Iepartment wants the company to
gkirt around the edge of this small corner
and cross at the foot of E street. This
route, as heretofore explained, presents en-
gineering difficulties of great gravivy.

Maj. Anderson asked that a clause be in-
serted in the bill authorizing condemnation

proceelings, as it may be necessary 1w
| condemn property on Anajostan island.
| The company also wants authority tw use
the overhead trolley for a few hundred feet
|on the flats on this side of the river ap-

ing to the announced program. [ should not
wonder {f there would be 300 of them in-
stead of 10,00, and I, for one, believe that
if tramps and vagabonds can be kept out of
the procession and a respectable lot of men
gathered together, as 1 think will be the
case, the demonstration will have a whole-
some effect. It is intended to be a protest
against the issuance of bonds, and what-
ever Wall street may think on this subject,
1 tell you the country is almost solid in this
sentiment against bonds. What Impression
the demonstration will make on Congress 1
cannot say; but {f it is properly conducted
it cannot fail to Impress the couniry at
large and have a future If not an immedi-
ate effect.””
