Judge Glynn of Denver, Col., sitting in

the district court, an narrated In The Stars
dispatches yesterday, quashed the injunc-
tion Issued by Judge Graham against Gov.
Wait., Mayor Van Horne and Fire and
Police Commissioners Rogers, Barnes and
Nuntn restraining them from attempting
to take possession of the, offce, interfer-
kng with the duties of the other commis-
sioners. Messrs. Orr and Martin, whom
Gov. Waite removed, and dismissed the con-
tempt proceedings. The court holds that
the portion of the writ of Injunction, under
which the alleged contempt was committed,
in void, and consequently there could be no
contempt, that Orr and Martin In enleav-
oring to hold offce by force, and after hay-
lng been notified of their removal, by the
governor, are violating the law themselves
and are usurpers, and that Mulllns and
Barnes have the right to peacefuily assume
the offoes to which they have been ap-
pointed, at once.
Immediately after the decision was ren-

Mullin and Barnes went to the city hailland requested Orr and Martin to turn the
ofieo over to them. This they promptly re-
fused. The new board met in the mayor's
office and organized. They Immediatelydiacharged Chief of Police Stone and ap-pointed John Farley in his stead. The

A DISTINGUISHED EXPLORER.

Fatal Ijsies In the Rating Felid
of Verney Lovett Cameron.

LONDON, March 27.-Commander Ver-
ney Lovett Cameron, thS distinguished
African traveler, after hunting with Baron
Rothschild's hounds at Leighton-Buzzard.
Bedfordshire, recently, was thrown from
his horse and died four hours later.

Commander Cameron was appointed a
naval cadet in August, 1857. and com-
mander in July. 1876. Between November.
1872, and April. 1876, Cameron was en-
gaged in the exploration of Africa, and is
saM to have been the first European trav-
eler who crossed the whole breadth of
the African continent in its central lati-
tudes. After his return to England, Cam-
eron returned to duty in the navy. The
deceased explorer received many honors
from British and foreign geographical so-
cieties and wrote a number of works on
travel and steam tactics, and in addition
he was the author of a number of books
for boys. Of recent years Commander
Cameron has been engaged upon the ques-
tion of suppressing the slave trade.

NO SUUMARY EXECUTIONS.

Pelitteal Piruners at Rio Were Not
Shot Without Trial.

LONDON, March 27.-The Brazilian min-
ister here has received the following dis-
patch from Rio de Janeiro:
There is absolutely no truth in the state-

ment that prisoners have been executed
without trial. The recent decree of the
ministry only referred to military tribunals
and the crimes and outrages connected with
the revolution committed at Rio de Janeiro
and at certain other points in Brasilgn ter-
ritory.

The Urugunayan Deht.
MONTEVIDEO. March 27.-The sum need-

ed to pay the coupons of the Uruguayan
debt on May 1 will be ready on Saturday.
The customs receipts for the month of
March are estimated at 31.000,000. Trade is
reviving.

LONDON, March 27.-The archbishop of

Kingston. Ont., has cabled to the Hon.
Edward Blake, I. P., the sum of £300, be-
ing the first installment of subscriptions to
the cause of home rule.

EDINBURGH, March 27.-The polling at

Hawick, Mr. Thomas Shaw, home ruler,
standing for se-election upon his appoint-
ment as solicitor general, is in progress to-
day. Mr. Eullerton is the unionist candi-
date.

PLANS OF GIBRALTAR.

It In Asserted That the Freneh. ave
Diseevered Them.

BIRMINGHAM, Eng., March 27.-The
London correspondent of the Birmingham
Post, In a dispatch to his paper, says that
he has reason to believe that important war
office secrets have been obtained on behilf
of the French government at Whitehall.
The correspondent adds that it is known
that such attempts had been made and that
it is feared by the war office officials that
they have been partially successful, and
that the agents of the French government
have been able to procure details of the
plans, Ac., of the new works projected at
Gibraltar. These works are said to be of
a most important strategic character, and
as a result of the discovery that the French
government has obtained the plans, a most
stringent Inquiry has been ordered into all
the circumstances of the case.

Nilitarf Suppress Rioters.
CADIZ, March 27.-A serious riot took

place yesterday at San Lucar De Barra-
meda. A mob of 2,000 people out of work
paraded the streets and finally becarne so
disorderly that they pillaged a number of
stores and did a considerable amount of
other damagre. The police being utterly un-
able to cope with the disturbance, the mili-
tary authorities were called upon and aent
a strong force of troops to the scene of
rioting, which succeeded in suppressing the
disorder.

it on bet throat, but fortunately did not
sev'er the jugular vein. Leaving the help-
less woman on the floor in a pool of blood
the young husband left the house and went
to see his father, who is a clerk in one of
the government departmnents, and sought
his advice. His father advised him to give
himself up, but this he did not do.
