NOT PUTTING OOT ANY FIGURES

Danger to the Democracy in the
Coal Region.

WITH THE CAMPAIGNERS

From a Staff t of The Evening Star.
MANNINGTON, W. Va., October 15, 1884,

This dispatch is to be a statement of the
political situation in Congressman Willlam
L. Wilson's district from the democratic
point of view. The hectic flush of hope
upon the democratic cheek will be por-
trayed, the aims and aspirations of the
party managers outlined, their fears re-
vealed and an effort’ will be made to explain
to the readers of The Star just how the
campalgn managers feel about the outcome
of the November election. The republican
outlook will form the basis of another chap-
ter.

It has been the purpose of the wrlter to
endeavor to obtain a correct ldea of the
-sltuation, not by Interviews with the lead-
ers “'for publication,” such as are innocently
given for the good of the cause, when over-
sanguine views are expressed to the preas
by politiclars, who put on rose-colored
glasses for the occasion, but through plain,
matter-of-fact talks with well-pisted men,
who consentad for the time to lay aside dis-
simulatlon and speak frankly. Ex-Gov,
Fleming, Serator Camden, State Chalrman
MeGraw and the many local managers are
the sources of the Information upon which
the writer bases hls statements, all of these
gentlemen being at present engaged In
furthering the interests of Congressman
Wilgon in the eampalgn., and working in
this portion of the district.

To Let No Man Escenpe.

No better summary of the situation could
be found than the statement of one of these
men, who said: “We are working on the
suppositicn that we cannot afford to lose one
vote, We are claiming nothing except that
Mr. Wilson will be re-elected, consequently,
we refrain from venturing prophecies as to
majorities,” The idea that every vote will
be needed and that they cannot afford to
let a single man get away is being thorough-
Iy impressed upon the boys, and a spirit of
determination on thair part is the frult of it

verywhere among the active workers in
the campaign {3 evidenced the feeling that
they have a hard fight before them, and
that they must be up and deing In order to
win It.

The principal object of the campalgners
now is to try to instill some of this spirit
Into the masses of the democracy, and that
is just where the troubls is coming in. That
state of being most dreaded by the poll-
tician, apathy, exists 1o a marked degrec
in this district, and Is a source of worry to
the managers. It would be too difficuit to
attempt to analyvze the cause of the apathy
exigting among the voters, but it would be
apparent to even the most superficial ob-
=erver that it does exist. It is =ald to be a
hard matter to get the p2ople out, to induce
them to attend the meetings, although when
they do come they can be warmed Into en-
thusinsm. The power of that same mag-
netle orntory which th-iled gallery-full au-
diences in the House of Representatives and
held by its charm the attention of a solid
House when Willlam L. Wilson spoke is
still potent and works its spell upon erude
assemblages as well as cultured,

Mr. Wilson's Personnl Popularity.,

It seems to be apparent from the tone of
the prople that the personal popularity of
Mr. Wilson will atone for a multitude -f
faults in th: democratic administration.
There is no gainsaying the fact that he s
beloved by his peaple with affection passing
the admiration of a constituency proud of
its statesman. Let no one believe that
these plain country pecple, a'though remote
from the centers of Lusiness and politienl
affairs, are unaware of his record in recent
events, Somehow the knowledge of it has
percolated all these mountiain hamlets, as
well as rallrond towns, and if the common
people do not understand all the phases of
the cose they have an intuition of the
truth that he has stood their fair champion
of the cause for which they sent him to
Congress six terms. ‘Today he met a gath-
ering of S0 or 1,000 men, the majority of
them from the surrounding country pre-
cinets, and the great shout of welcome that
went up when he faced his audience had
affection and loyalty in every note, To-
night the local managers are raising thelr
estimates of a democratic majority upon
FLhe strength of the turn-out.

Something Ahont the District,

Mr. Wilson's distriet is an immense one
in point of area and contains fifteen large
ccunties. It extends from the neighborhood
of Harper's Ferry along the entire north-
ern end of the state, sweeplng northwest-
ward and pushing eclose to the Ohlo river.
The shape of the district is liable to arouse
the suspleion sthat it has been gerryman-
dered; in {act, that idea naturally suggesis
itself., The elements of population are as
varied as the patural scenery of the differ-
eént countles. The farmers are In the ma-
Jority; but there are 4000 voters in the
mining region, 1LMWw in the lumber section
and a considerable number representing
men employed in the oll region and In vari-
ous  industrial pursuits. He has several
large towns in his district, and the whole
section Is thriving, busy and wide awake—a
country whose industries are growing and
expanding in every direction. Thus he has
all sorts and conditlons of men to whom ta
administer his democratic doctrines, There
I5 an ejlement Inherent in the population
winlch  furnishes a constant spawning
ground tor democracy, consisting of the old
rock-ribbed democrats of the Virginia com-
monwealth stock, who derived their de-
mocracy from the Jeffersonian source direct
and have infused it into each suceseling
generation. On the other hand, there is a
constantly Increasing off=et to this #lement
to be found In the new population, which is
pouring in from Pennsylvania to develop
the industries of the state. This is especial-
I¥ noticeable in the oll belt. The majority
of these people are republicans and come
with their own ldeas deeply rooted. In Mari-
on county, it is =ald, these newcomers huve
leavened the old loaf in a lively manner—so
much 8o, In fact, that the democrats will he
glad to come out even on the vote in this
county.

How the Campalgn is Waged,

With such a composite poepulation It is
easy to s2e that there are great possibilities
for overturning majorities and changing the
political complexion of couniles and towns,
The campalen, therefore, is belng conducted
in a manner to sult the clrcumstances of
the cass. The fight Is made on the tariff,
on finances, the Income tax, the general
record of the party, or on whatever jifie
may se-m best suited for the particular
loeality and the Interests involved. The
democrats control a staff of able orators,
and are making spellbinding a signal feat-
vre of their campaign. No complaint is
made of scarcity of funds, and it is thought
that liberal financial ald Is being rendered.
Senator Faulkner is making strenuous ef-
forts to glve Mr. Wilson a good inajority

So much mixed are matters In the fusion
ranks that neither the chairman of the pop-
ulists nor the republicans can furnish a
correct and complete list of the nominees
of their respective parties for Congressmen,
Judges and sodlcitors. The populists have
in most cases indorsed the republican nom-
Inees for superior court judges and solici-
tors; indeed, so far as your correspondent

Republicans 8aid to Be Anxious
About Grosvenor's District.

FREE SILVER AND THE DEMOCRACY

————

How Mr. Thurman Has Embarrassed
Some of His Party.

MR. OUTHWAITE'S CHANCES

° COLUMBUS, Ohio, October 14, 1804,

It 18 very evident that the republican state
committee is afrald Congressman Chas. H.
Grosvenor may be defeated In the eleventh
district. All of the prominent republican
speakers from outslde the state that have
been called Into the Ohio campaign have
been assigred for at 'east one spesch in
Gen. Grosvenor's district, and some of them
have given all the time they had to spend
In this state to werk there. Congressman
Boulette of Maine, who comes here this
week to make five speeches, will make four
of them in the eleventh district. Ex-Gov-
ernor Ira J. Chase of Indlana and Judge A.
L. Morriscn of New Mexico, who are here
making speeches in the Ohio campaign, will
also go to Grosvenor's district. This dis-
trict was cat cut in the republican gerry-
mander to b2 a rellably republican one, and
even In the great republican defeat two
years ago was carried by the republicans
by 2,651 votes. Last fall Governor McKin-
ley carried 1t by 5,857 votes, so that it would
seem that Grosvenor s safe enough this
year. The district, however, embraces the
heart of the great Hocking valley coal min-
ing region, and has, it i estimated, about
6,000 miners wh- are voters. However these
miners have voted In the past, it is pretty
certain now that they will vote the straight
populist ticket this year. If the democrats
in the district had been shrewd enough to
Indorse th» populist nominee—James A,
Crawford—Grosvenor's defeat would have
been a foregone conclusion. As it stands,
Crawford, the populist nominee, has a
much better chance of being el2cted than k.
R. Lash, the damorratic candidate,

With the normal republican plurality of
at least 4,000 in his favor, the general dis-
#ension that exists among the democrats
everywheré and the opposition divided be-
tween the populists and democrats, thers
does not seem to be on the facc of the
situation any reason why General Gros-
venor should be uneasy about the election
in his district. And yet he evidently is,
He is probably now realizing the fact that
by his very radical republicanism through
all his pelitical life he has made it very
easy for himself to make enemies and hard
to win friends in tne democratic party.

Mr. Onthwalte's Chances,

The situation in the capital district seems
to have turned against Mr. Outhwaite in
thz last week. He has always been able
to draw to his support a large element of
the republican party here tnat belongs to
the businers classes, His conservative
course in Congress made it possible for
these persons to support him, and business
relations made it desirable for them to do
£0. A movement is now en foot in this
city, however, 1o secure the support of this
element for 1. K. Watson, Mr. Quthwaite's
opponent. A siinilar movement, on two oe-
casions, has resulted In the election of
David I". Pugh to the common pleas bench
in this county on the republican ticket,
though the democrets carried everything
else.  If Watson can carry this county by
WM votes he will be elected to Congress, for
Fairtield, the other county of the district,
cannot possibly give more than +#0 demo-
cratic plurality.

The whole situation considered, it now
looks as though the congressional electiun
here would be very close, with the chances
£lightly against Mr, Outhwalte. It s an-
nounced, with apparent reliability, that the
republican natiunal congressional commit-
teée has agreed o come to Mr. Watson's aid
very liberally in this district. I this is so,
tken one disadvantage under which Watson
would otharwise labor will be removed, tor,
compared with Mr. Outhwaite, he is a poor
inan. The republicans of Ohlo generally
take an interest in the congressional cam-
paign in the capital district, not only be-
cause Mr. Outhwalte, the democratic can-
didate, is prominent in the councils of his
party, but because this is, for the time at
least, the home of Governor McKinley.

Hampered by Silver.

Chairman Allen W. Thurman’'s free silver
proclamation has put many of the demo-
cratic candidates for Congress in a very
embarrassing position. Tom Johnson and
AMi. Outhwaite, after voting for the bill re-
pealing the silver purchasing act, and put-
ting themseives on record repeatedly us
being opposed to the free coinage of silver,
find themselves placed abruptly, and with
Lo opportunity for protest, upon a free
sllver platform. Anti-free silver demotrats
and the anti-free silver press are swallow-
ing their indignation for the most part dur-
Ing the campalgn.

After the campaign is over there will be,
no doubt, a very general and very free ex-
pression of opinion by the democrats and
democratie press opposed to free silver. The
German democratic press in the state is not
refraining now from expressing its dissatis-
faction with Chairman Thurman’s course,
and the Westbote, the local German news-
paper, Is specially severe in its eritleism of
the free silver address issued by the demo-
cratic state executive committee,

Chairman Thurman has had an enormous
number of copies of his free silver circular
printed and forwarded them to the county
committee chalrmen for distribution as
compaign Mterature. They have not found
in every instance a warm welcome. Chailr-
maen Byron Stilwell of the Hoimes county
committee returned the whole shipment 1o
Cheirman Thurman, with the curt note
that while the Holmes county democrats
were mostly in favor of free silver, when
the time came to advocate it, they thought
the main issue was stlll the tariff question,
and they proposed to fight that matter to a
finish before taking up any other question.

Mr. Thurman's View of It.

In a talk before the Thurman Club last
evening Chairman Thurman expressed him-
self more fully upon the political outlook in
Onio than he had done since he was placed
in charge of the democratic campaign. The
general apalhy that was noted on the part
of the democrats at the time the state con-
vention was held, he said to the club, was
digsappearing.

Almost befcre his committee wes organ-
{zed and prepared to recelve them,the iemo
crats In the conntles were sending in polls
of their counties, which they had maac on
thelr own acccrd. These polls, which have
row been recelved from a large number of
the couniles, were to him very encouraging.
He was relisbly advised that the demo-
cratic farmers of the state who had gone
off to the populiets had generally returned
to the old party since the state convention
had put the free gilver mlank In the plat-
form; so that if the democrats could hold
thelr voters in line in the cities, and secure
a full registration, there weuld be no rea-
£on to fear a defection from the old voting
strength of the Ohio democracy. As to the
congressional situation In the state he said
there was no democratic candidate in any
district supposed to be democratic normally
that was in any danger of defeat, except
Mr. Johnson, In the twenty-first. dis-
trict, he explained, was in bad shape. The
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the following statement for publication re-
garding the matter:

“l have been kept away from home so
much by the political honors 1 have recelved
and the public services | have performed
that now, at my age, the wire edge of am-
bition is worn off.

Of
course, there s *no gubernatorfal nomina-
tion to be made this fall, and we cannot tell
what changes may be wrought by another
year, but, as I have stated, if the sentiment
continues then as now I will be a candi-
date.”

Since he left the Speaker's chalr Kelfer
had kept In close retirement at Springfield,
taking no part in politles, and It was im-
possible to get an Interview with him upon
political questlons.
