TO SECIRE HARMONY,

Seereinry Herbert's Plan for Cone
structing MVaval Vessels,

The genesul order issued by Secretary

Herbert placing the responsibility for the

design. structural strength and stability of

all vessels bullt for the navy on the chief |

of the burvau of construction and repalr is
expected 0 accomplish much good. The
defects In the present system will be cor-
rected and the differences usually existing
among the bureaus in the matter of ship
construction will be harmonized. It Is ex-
pected by the new system 1o reduce errors
of construction to a min'mum and to avoid
pos=ibilities of topheaviness and instability
i1 our naval vessels. Secretary Herbert has
given careful consideration 1o the subject,

When MP. Chandler was Secretary of the
Navy he recommended that there should be
a consclidiation of the bureaus of engineecr-
Ing and construction, all under one head, bhe-
Cause it frequently happensd that there
wer: things done by the burean of engineer-
Ing that would disagree with things dope
by the bureau of construction.

There were frequent disputes about space
erd fittings, and so It was with ordnance,
Guns were sometimes bullt that did not fit
the ship. Mr. Whiiney saw the =ame thing,
and recommended the ~eorganlzation of the
whols department. One of his schemes was
to have all purchasing for the navy done by
one bureau, and the system of accounts kept

in that bureau for the whol® navy. Ancther | |

of kis recommensd itions was that ordnance
and construction and engineering should b
¢ peolidated under one head, who shoulfl be
rerponsible for the vessel complete. That
Bl he recommended to Congress, and Sec-
retary Herbort, as chairman, sought to pass
it. It was reported by a majority of the
committee. It could not be passed for the
reason that a portlon of the republicans 1ili-
bustered ageinst it. In those® days ther:
wns no wa¥ to prevent filibustering, and, al-
though a majority of the House, and proba-
bly of the whole Congress, was in favor of
it 1t did wot ps=s. Hecretary Tracy, under
the power vestad in the Secretary of the
Navy to distribute the duties among the
several bureaus, took steps to consclidate
all accounts and purchzsing under gne bu-
reau, with the paymaster gencral In charge.
He thus carried out, by general order, the
me principles that had been recommended
¥ Secretary Whitney. Congress In the ap-
riation bills amendad the law 80 as to
rther the efforts of Sceretary Tracy, and
what was formerly called the bureau of
provisions and clothing was changed to
that of suppilles and accounts. Congress
passed two or three separate provislons as
recom

of attention to the question of consolidating
all the work of buliding a ship, or at least
to harmonize the work, and he concluded
that this result might be achieved without
any act of Congress under the power vested Y
in the Secretary by law. Under Secretary
Whitney's plan, as set forth in the bill
which tne House in the Forty-ninth Con-
gress attempted to pass, he still had a
seperate divislon of construction and re-
palr to look after the hull of the ship, of
ordnance w look after armor and arma-

| His ilea was to place one chief over all
. these several divisions, each ceasing to be
| callel bureaus, but were denominated di-
visions, and exercised their functions in the
same direction that the bureaus had before,
but all subordinated to one chief, who had
power to harmonize. Mr. Herbert found
that neither Secretary Whitney's plan nor
any other efficient plan would do away
with specializing work, and that there must
be specialists for each one of these several
classes of duties. His purpose wmg to secure
harmony and co-operation in construction
of all the different parts of a ship.

The order just issued attempts to do that.
It recognizes that the chief of the bureau
of construction and repair {8 responsible
for the hull of the ship, and that the hull
of the ship carries the engines, the armor
and armament. In the first place, all plans
for a ship are the result of the co-operation
of all these bureaus, approved by the Sec-
retary of the Navy, and the new order
secures this end, that after the ship Is In
progress of construction no change of any
importance can be made by the bureau of
ordnance in armor or armament, by the
burcau of engineering In machinery, or by
the bureaun of equipment in fixtures that
will affect the ship, without having it sub-
mitterd to the chief of the bureau of con-
struction, who shall forward it with his
objections, If any, to the Secretary.

If the change involves the expenditure of
less than £, ard is agreed upon by the
chiefs of the bureaus concerned, it I8 not
necessury to submit it to the Secretary.
If the chief of the bureau of construction
contem piales recommending any change
that will affect these other bureaus it must
HEkewise be submitted through them to the
Sscretary. This entails a little more work
on ihe Secradary. It imposes upon him the
task of reconciling differences, preventing
conflicts and securing harmony, and it is
hoped that it will be svcecessful,
