To Choose a Pastor.

A special meeting of the congregation of
the New York Avenue Presbyterian Church
was held lust evening In the lecture room
for the purpose of consldering the matter
of the selection of a successor to Dr. Bart-
lett as pastor of the church. Rev. Dr,
Chester presided as moderator, and Mr. A.
J. Halford acted as clerk. There was con-
siderable informal discussion, the outcome
of which was the decislon to appoint a com-
mittee who will report to the congregation
the name of the most ellgible man for this
lm‘Forunt position, and a new line was fol-
owed,inasmuch as iL was agreed to appoint

many women as men on the committes,
gle boards of deacons and trustees chose
their own representatives on the committee.

A meeting of the committee will be held in
a few ju when subcommittees will be a
int visit churches in other ecities,

ten to sermons from men who might be
wanted In the pulpi% of the New York
Avenue Presbyterian Church and report to
& full meeting of the members.

The annual report of Gen. Maxwell, the
fourth assistant postmaster general, just
made public, is a most interesting one,
probably more so than any previous docu-
ments of this kind relating to the business
of the bureau. Unlike many of the reports,
it is something more than a mass of dry
statistics. -

There are three divisions under this of-
fice—appointments, bonds and commigsions,
and post office Inspectors and mail depre-
dations. The report covers the period for
the fiscal year ended June 30, 1804, The
total number of post offices in operation in
the United States on Lthat date was 6,500,
Of these 06,377 were fourth-class offices,
and 3,428 presidential, the net increase over
the previous year being 1,402. During the
vear 3,130 post offices were established and

1,734 discontinued. The total number of ap-
pointments during the year was 24,166, and
the total number of cases acted upon,27,560.
The greatest increase in the number of
post offices in any of the states and terri-
tories during the year was 166 in Virginia.
During the previous fiscal year Texas
showed the greatest increase, which was
9b. Eleven states and territories showed a
decrease in the number of post offices. In
thirteen states there were upward of 2,000
poet offices. In the same number of states
there were 100 or more presidential offices.

The work of the bond division showed a
decided increase, largely incidental to a
change of administration. During the year
applications were received from a few well
established surety and trust companies of
the country for permission to be recognized
by the department as sureties upon the
bonds of postmasters. The Postmaster
General decided that such companies duly
authorized by law and of certified good
financial standing would be received as co-
gureties on bonds of the presidential class,
but only for half the amcunt for which the
sureties would be required to certify. The
statistics of the work of the bond division
are largely a duplicate of those of the ap-
pointment division, for its work is supple-
mentary in its nature, having to do with
the recording and filing of bonds of post-
masters and the necessary re:ords connect-
ed with the completion of appointments.
While the work of these two divisions, par-
ticularly that of the appointment division,
naturally interests the public during the
first half of an administration, it will be
found that the operations of the division of
post office inspectors and mail depredations
are in many respects fully as interesting
and suggestive, and are undoubtedly in cer-
iain directions more important than those
of either of the other divisions of the bu-
reau. This divislon is charged with the
government and assignment to duty of all
the inspectors employed in the postal ser-
vice, with the preparation, issue and in-
vestigation of all cases relating to depreda-
tions upon the mails and losses therein, in-
cluding complaints and inquiries relatng to
mail matter passing between the United
States and foreign countries and across the
territory of the United States from one
foreign country to another, and the cor-
respondence, foreign and domestic,connected
with the same. The development of the
postal service annually entails a corres-
ponding increase of labor upon the division
of mail depredations and post office Inspec-
tors. While the actual duties performed by
the inspectors are of the greatest import-
ance, the moral effect upon the service gen-
erally of their operations cannot be too
highly estimated. &

Protecting the Mails,

It is the sworn duty of the inspectors W
see that the sanctity of the seal guaran-
teed by the Constitution is not violated.
They are constantly moving among the
army of postal employes, exerting a moral
Influence, both restiaining and corrective,
alike to those within and without the de-
partment; for among the important duties
of the inspector i8 that of instructing new
postmasters and employes in the postal
laws and regulations and the usages of the
service. Such instruction prevents errors
and averts losses., Although the appro-
priation avallable did not admit of any ap-
preciable increase in the number of inspec-
tors employed, the results show that the
force as a body has been most diligent and
faithful. During the past year this di-
vislion disposed of ¥4,470 cases of all kinds.
The total of cases disposed of shows an in-
crease over last year of 1,275. The number
of complaints pertaining to the registered
mail aggregated 5,926, Only fifteen com-
plaints of carclessness in th: handling of
this matter by postal employes were re-
ceived The figures are based upon actual
results, and show that the employes in the
postal service handled 15,000,554 pleces of
domestio registered mail during the yeafl
with the inconsiderable loss of one piece in
every 11,758,

Proportion of Dishonesty.

All letters and packages transmitted In
the mails unregistered are included in the
general classification of ordinary mail. The
first great principle underlying the postal
system I8 security. While speed is always
insisted upon, no employe or contractor

would be justified In jeopardizing the
safely of the mail in the effort to expedite
ite dispatch, and this principle applies as
distinctly to ordinary mail as to that
which is registered. The results of the in-
spectors’ work upon this class of matter
are remarkable. Many thousands of the
complaints received turn out to be ground-
less, whi'e those that are of a substantial
nature are given most careful investiga-
tion. In ar establishment of the propor-
tions of the po tal system it would be re-
markable if some dishonest persons did
not from time to time intrude themselves
in positiong of trust and importance; and
occaslonally, as may be found in the pri-
vate walks of life, a trusted employe is
without waimag transformed into a thief
after many years of faithful and honor-
able service to his credit. But the propor-
tion of such I8 very small, and bears favor-
able comparison with great private busi-
ness establishments. Gen. Maxwell in his
report emphasizes the necessity that the
public should report every depredation
upon the mail, "vhether it relates to regis-
tered or ordinary matter, and guarantees
for every comp.aint received the earnest
attention of the department. During the
yvear H6,N7T complaints were received affect-
ing the ordinary mall, 31,181 of these re-
ferring to letters and 25,608 to packages.
This i8 a decrease in numbers of 1,981 as
compared with the number of complaints
of this class for thz fiscal year ended June
80, 1343,

The figures given in the report touching
upon burglaries, burnings, wrecks, &oc.,
are startling In thelr character, and show
an almost uniform increase In depreda-
tions and casualties of this nature as com-
pared with the year previous. With the
exception of the pronounced increase In
the number of post office burglaries, which
is referred to at great length in the re-
port, there is nothing alarming in these
figures, for it is only reasonable to expect
that crime and casualties wlill inerease in
proportion to the increase of opportuni-
tles presented by the growth of the coun-
Lry.

Danger In Foreign Mall.

Under the head of miscellaneous cases
the report treats of collectlons of money
made through the post office Inspectors,
and it is shown that such collections dur-
ing the year amounted to $105160.04, a

large increase over those made for the pre-
vious year. During the year 14,9% com-
plaints were raceived affecting foreign mail
matter. Of this number 10,010 cases re-
lated to registered matter, 4,607 to ordi-
nary matter, and 243 were of a miscel-
aneous character. The complaints affect-
g forelgn maill are of almost endless
variety, but they partake of the same na-
ture a8 those relating to the domestic
mail, with the exception that nearly all
forelgn malls are subjected to those cas-
ualties which are psculiar to the high seas.
Gen, Maxwell in his report cautions the
ublic against sending valuable inclosures

the foreign ordinary mail, for while the
international mail facilities afforded under
vernment tection have the entire con-

dence of the people, the records made of
such mszil in transit are meager and great-

of increased appropriation for the payinent
of rewards, as promising the best results
looking to the conviction of such criminals,
and on this point he says:

“Although I have on several occasions
called attention to the matter of offering
rewards for the arrest and conviction of
post office burglars, 1 feel that the impor-
tance of the subject justifies extended
notice in this report. The wvaried dutics
which are required of post office inspectors
prevent them from giving their atteation
specially to the apprehension of post office
burglars, and It Is a fact that the police
authorities appear to have a general opin-
fon that the robbery of a United States
post office Is no special concern of theirs,
and that such matters properly come un-
der the jurisdiction of the United Stsates
courts and officials. It also appeara 10 be
generally understood that the losses re-
sulting from the robberies of post offlces
are sustained by the government and not
by the postmasters, and this consideration
has a tendency to make local authorities
less zealous in their endeavoras to pursue
and arrest criminals of this class. Police
officers have stated that If they had the
assurance that even actual expenses would
be pald they would make vigorous cfforts
to apprehend burglars of this :lass, but
feeling that they would be compelled to
incur personal expense In the pursuit of of-
fenders against the United States stututes
they have preferred to leave such pursuit
to Unlted States officers. 1 have no doubt
that the offering of a small rewsrd tor the
arrest and conviction of post oifice burg-
lars would spur local officers to un active
pursuit of these offenders, and would un-
doubtedly result in the capture and con-
viction of a large number of (hem.”

Important Cases.

The report concludes with a brief history
of several of the most important cases suc-
cessfully prosecuted during the year ny the
inspectors, among the nnmber being that
of the trial and conviction of Rev. G. F. B.
Howard of Jackson, Tenn., the Leroy Har-
ris case, the attempted robbery of the mail
car on the Kansas and Arkansas Valley
rallroad at S8eminole station, the apprehen~
sion of the letter box thieves, Strattom,
Tiller and Boalan; the Charles Ford case
of Port Huron, Mich., the conspiracy at
Robert Lee, Texas, and the well-known or-
ganized gang of swindlers that for s tine
operated so successfully in the northern
counties of South Carolina. In addition to
the recommendations on the subject of re-
wards, General Maxwell strongly urges the
necessity for more stringent statutes bear-

ing upon green goods and obscene maiter.
——
INTEREST STILL GROWING.

(rowds Listen to Miss Johnson's Lee-
tures on Cooking.

Interest in the third annual pure food ex-
position seems to be just awakening, judg-
ing from the vast throng that visited Con-
vention Hall last evening. The attendance
each day since the opening has been a
noticeable increase over that of the one
preceding, and if the number of visitors
continues to grow at the present rate the
hall will be unable to accommodate those
who seek entrance long before December
1, when the exposition is to reach an end.
Food shows in Washington may now be
regarded as a necessary and an established

institution.

The handsomely decorated bhooths, their
inmates and the food and other products
exhibited seemed to take on an unusual
amount of sparkle and attractiveness last
evening. The samples dispensed by the
various exhibitors are apparently inex-
haustible and the crowd lingered until a
later hour than usual.

Miss Helen Louisze Johnson's lecture at 3
o'clcck in the afternoon was well attended
and proved full of interest to the ladies.
The management announces as a speclal
feature for tomorrow afternocn a culinary
class, to be presided over by Miss Emmna
Jacobs of the cooking department of the
public schools of the District of Columbia.
Miss Jacobs' prowess as a cook is well
known.

The program arranged for the coming
fortnight includes gpecial days for school
teachers, grocers, physicians, and a special
entertainment for Thanksgiving day. Ar-
rangements have been completed with the
Alexandria transportation companies for a
reduced rate of fare and a special day at
the exposition is to be set aside for the
entertainment of Alexandrians.

The recipes to be used by Miss Johnson
this afternoon are as follows:

Ham and Eggns.

Ham is virtually cooked by the curing
process, and when recooked by brolling or
frying shoulu not be overdone., Cut the
ham one-half of an inch thick, cover with
gour milk, or sweet If sour cannot be had,
and let it stand over night. In the morn-
ing rinse the ham with cold water. Heat
the pan and cook the ham, turning it as
for broiling, only until it is heated through
and very delicately browned. Put the ham
on a heated platter and keep hot while the
eggs are cooked. If enough fat has come
from the ham add sweet, tried-out dripping
to the pan. Break the eggs one Ly one in
a saucer, slip into the frying pan and fry
until the yolks are set. Season, put on the
ham and serve hot.

Bacon.

Cut very thir slices from fat bacon. Lay
on jce an hour before cooking. Put in a
frying pan and heat gradually until the pan
is very hot; then put over a quick fire and
brown until crisp.

Stewed Potatees (Copyrighted).

Generally left over cooked potatoes are
used for warming up and for Invallds they
must lLe first baked instead of bolled. Cut
them in dice and put in a shallow pan,
nearly cover with milk. Let them simmer
very gently for at least half an hour that
the milk may be absorbed. Make a cream
sauce, a cupful for every cup of potatoes,
and season lightly both potatoes and =auce.
Pour over the potateces, add a very little
chopped parsley and serve, The cooking
in the milk obviates the raw taste of the
usual warmed-up potatoes.

Codfishh Balls (Copyrighted).

To every cup of codfish take two cups of
potatoes; peel the potatoes, cut In pleces
and measure. Put In a saucepan, cover
with hot water and let cook while you
pick the codfish; add to the potatoes and
cook until tender; drain and mash. To
the quantity given add one egg, one table-
spoonful of butter, and, if necessary, only
two tablespoonfuls of cream. Mix well
and put away to cool. Make Into balls,
roll in egg and bread crumbs and fry in
smoking bhot fat.
