John Brush, president of the Cincinnati
Base Ball. Club, says that- the league mag-
nates will take Fred. Pfeffer off the "black
list" and put him in McPhee's place at
second base with the Cincinnati team, and
that McPhee will be transferred to New
York to play in place of Capt. John Ward.

Georgetown and Foot DBal.
The New York World says, regarding

the recent action of Georgetown.University
faculty: **The directors of Georgetown
College have made no stand against ath-
letic sports. They have not undertaken
to say that foot ball is necessarily brutal.
They have simply assumed the present
rules permit if they do not encourage bru-
tality, and have declared that their stu-
dents must not play exhibition games or
matches with teams from outside the col-
lege. This is a most Important departure
-one likely to be of serious consequence in
education. The length of the average life
at college is so short that the Georgetown
faculty is justlilled in concluding there Is
none of It to spare for starring tours of
any kind through the country. The ques-
tion of whether or not the vacation can
be advantageously used by college stu-
dents for amusing the public by exhibit-
ing themselves in their specialties does not
seem to have been considered at George-
town. It was simply decided to contine
the sport of the college strictly to an ama-
teur and non-exhibition basis."

pher. Entering the lawyer's office Dr.
Janso declares he easily induced loss to
again admit that he had written the let-
ter and demanded mote money. Then Dr.
Janes exhibited his telephone, explained to
the astounded lawyer that he had been
"talking. through the doctor's hat," and
armed wit his evidence secured the ar-
rest. The M will be tried shortly by the
United States authorities.

sa, Caminetti of California. Hartana of
Montana, Hall of Minnesota and Wells andLynch of Wisconsin, have agreed upon aseries of ame=dments to the bill to protectforest reservations, to be ofered to thebill when it is called up. The endmaments
provide that for the sole purpose of pre-serving the living and growing timber on
the forest reservations the Secretary ef
the Interior may eliminate therefrom so
much onrr of the dead or matured treesthereon as may be necessary to preservethe remaining timber. The Secretary is todesignate, appraise and advertise for salethe dead or matured trees in limited -
tities to each purchaser. The proceeds ofthe sales are to be expended in the careand management of the reservations. Uponthe recommendation of the ofthe Interior and with the approval thePresident and after due notice any publiolands embraced within the limits of anyforest which shall be found better adaptedto agricultural than forest uses =key be
restored to the publi domain, and lands In
any forest re.,rvation the mineral ar-
aeter -of which may be shown In .accord-
anoe with the mining laws may be re-stored to mineral lodation and entry. Pro-
spectors and mineral claimapta are ghave
acoess to the forest reservatism tsr the
purpose of prospeeting, locating and devel-
oping their mineral resources.
