SMUGGLING

Arreat of One of Gang—How the
Work Is Accomplished.

The chief of the secret service divislon Is
Informed of the arrést of Wm. C. Casey of
Altoona, Pa., In New York ciiy Friday
evenir,”. Casey is sald to be one of & band
of smuggiers who have been very success-
ful In taking Chinamen across the border
into New York and Vermont. The Chinese
companies, of which there are several In
New York, and three or four in Boston,
teke the Chinamen as far as thg Canadian
border. They contract with their friends
to do this, but there their contract ends,
and the Chinamen must find their own way
of geiting into the states.

Many porsona lving in the amall towns
along the Canadian border, It s said, make
lerge sums by guiding the arrivals over the
line and to the nearest city. The charge is
generally $125 to 150 each, and partiss of
eight and ten are frequently taken ancross
at night and successfully started on their
Journey toward New York or Boston, where
mest of the Chinamen smuggled in the east
eventually settle.

In Vermont the towns of Richford and
Burleston and the oltles of St. Albans and
Lurlington are looked upon as landing sta-
tions for the smuggled Chinamen, and when
the lreasury agents nt these polnts become
Lloo watchful & change |8 made, and Rouse's
Polnt and Plattsburg are chosen as Lhe
most Available. When Platlsbucg is chosen
the Chinamen are taken In bonls Twenly-
five miles down Lake Champlain and are
landed at some out of the way polnt, Not
infrequently the boats contalning the Chi-
namen meel with disuster, and the losa of
many Chinamen has been recorded w‘mle
makmg the vovage,

The (‘hinese companiea which contract to
bring the npatives from China to Canada
generally land the men either at St. John
er at Montreal, and they are then taken in
haml by the smugglers, who ure always on
the lookout. Mrrests fof the offense are
frequent, and in the winter of 15k a half
dozen special treasury agenis visited Mott,
FPell and Doyers streeta, New York, and
made wholesale arresis of Chinamen who
were engaged In the business of smuggling
their countrymen into this country through
agents who werk at the border. It is al-
most impbssible for the tressury agents 10
properly patrol the Canadian border, as the
distances are great and, the number of
agents comparatively smail. Nobody 18
hetter informed of the movements of the
trensury agenis than the smugglers them-
selves, who, when they find that one point
on the border is protected, hasten to anoth-
er and distant point, where the smuggling
goes on with bat slight interruption.

Amerk Lyuncherns in Nienrngons.

The State Department  has resslved o
digpatch from Minister Haker, at Managua,
Nicaragus, dated March § last, relative to
the cases of seven Americans who were
held under arrest at Matlgalpa, Nicaragua,
sinece September laat on & charge of lynch-
ing a native Nlcaraguan, Who had con-
fessed to having participated in the murder
‘of & German in the nelghborhoad,

The minister reports that after the seven
men had been In jail Tor somo time, two of
the party, Dr, Gilman and Fred. Hoppe,
confesded to having committed the lynch-
ing alone, and declared that the others
koew nothing of the affair. Theréupon the
five Inpgeent men were released.
