AFFAIRS OUT IN IDAHO

A Talk With Ex-Representative Bwest on
the Bubject.

The HDuainess Outlock Not DBright—
Innide Work In ihe Hecent
Senatorinl Coutest.

Ex-Representative Sweet, who was re-
cently defeated for the senatorship by
Shoup, says that the situation in Idaho Is
extremely Interesting from a political point
of wview. The fight over the senalorship
was prolonged through many weeks in &
dead-lock rivaled only by the dead-lock
in Dielaware. The feeling growing out of
this fight, together with the agitation of
the silver guestion and the nard times in
the mining reglons, renders the political
cutlook In the state uncertain and Interest-
Ing ns affecting natlonal politics.

The Ouilook Not Bright.

“The immediate outlook for our section
of the couniry,” sald Mr. Bweet to a Star
reporter, “is not bright. Values are utter-
Iy destroyed. Money and paying gold mines
are about the only things that are In de-
mand, and, owing to the exorbitant rates
demanded for the former and the scarcity
of the latter, the volume of business trans-
acted Is not great, end the uwsurer elone
progpers. The silver-lead mining Industry
has been prostrated by anti-silver legisla-
tion, hostile tariff legislation, directed at
lead and wool, while the failure to collect
the duty on lead hes discouraged our
miners. The treasury is now taking hold
of the latter question with considerable
energy, and for the first time [t looks as
if we might hope for whatever relief the
enforcement of the present law muy afford.
But we are largely an agricultucal people,
agriculture and stock ralsing probably en-
Eaging the attention of three-fourth of our
population. Wheat was selling last month
Tor 17 cents per bushel, or 22 centa sacked.
It cost more to produce the last crop ithan
our farmers recefved for it. There s ab-
solutely no market for horses, and eatile

The action of the democratic state com-
mittes of Illinols In calllng & colnage con-
ventlon for June § has caused a great flut-
ter among administration democrats.

The Work Will Go On.

It Is belleved that In several of the states
glven the organization of the democratic
state commlittees 18 agalnst tha free coin-
age of sllver, and that coinage conventions
will not be held, yet the work of securing
favorable delegations to a silver candidate
and a silver platform next year will pro-
ceed, and it is possible that meetings with-
out the regular organizatlon may be called
to glve volce to the eenliments of the sil-
ver democracy if the state committees
should refuse to act. Of course, much de-
pends upon the result of the Illinois con-
vention.

there is little hope of doing this, and con-
sequently there 13 great trouble in the antl-
allver camp.

Effcct on Presldentinl Candldntes.

“It will probably prevent a democratic
candidate for the presidency belng taken
from lllinois,” said one of the leaders of
that state. “We would have a very difli-
cult time nominating 8 man who was com-
mitted to free colnagoe by the party of our
state, and a mucn more difficult task in
electing him.” This brings on the gquestion
of the effect It will have on Illinols presi-
dential candidates, and especially upon
Col. Wm. R. Morrigon, whose friends have
heen working to secure a solld Illinois del-
egution for him In the next convention.
Mr. Morrizon has not ecxpressed his opinion
on the silver question for many years, but
his friends have always belleved he has
hesn against free coinage under present
conditions. Vice President Stevenszon has
not expressed himsell on the subject, and
& great mapy men profess o belleve that
he ia o silver man, or at least his views
that he would slgn any kind
of a silver bill that might be presented to
him If he were President. It Is possible
that the caillng of the convention i3 a
movement In his behalf, In the hope of
making him the candidate of the sllver
democracy of Nlineis. Friends of Col. Mor-
rizon say that he would go with the de-
moeracy of his state, and If that organiza-
tion should declare for free silver he would
necept 1t-as Instructions to him, and if the
candldate of the mational democracy, the
platform of the party would be his guide.

A Posslble Democratle Boli.

But It 18 not belleved that men that have
heretofore been outspoken against the free
colnaga of gilver, anid have supported the
policy of the President at every step, will
accept a platform made by the silver men,
It is believed by many leading democratls
that in case the movement spreads to other
states and has strength enough to earry
the next copvention there will e a ron-

Retlrement of Jastice
Jackson From ithe Bench.

The continued Nness of Justice Jackson
of the Bupreme Court, and the altogether
unexpected effect which his inabillty to at-
tend the deliberutlons of that body has had
upon the consideration of the income tax
cases, has called renewed utfention to the
questicn"of hig retlrement from the bench,
and sp tion &8 to his is belng
gonerally indulped in. Bome time ago the
announcement was made by some of Jus-
tlca Jackson's friends.and presumably upon
hig sutherity, that In cese he Jdid not sulb-
etantially recuperate he would retire frnil
the Supreme Court in Octoler next. Since
then thers has been no improvement in his
physical condition, and now It i3 stated in
usunlly well-informed qunarters toat his
resignation at any time in the early future
would rot be surprising. This rumor has
renewed the gossip about Becvetary Gres-
h.uus Judicial aspirations, and It is freely

declared that In case of Justies Jackson's
retivement the head of the Bite Depart-
ment will be selocted as hils suecessor.

In some circles It s alleged. that whep
Mr. Gresham accepted a portfollo from
Mr. UClevelapd he did so with the under-
standing that he wus to be transferred o
the Suprems bench if 8 vacancy ovclurred
therein sduring the last half of President
Cleveland's sdministration. This is probs
noly untrus, as neither the President or
Becretary Gresham are the kind of men

One Insinnce Where Mr. Cleveland

done 0. Mr. William L. Wilson was slated
for the Mexican mission. His friends
wianicd him to have the nlace. It was a
mild climate, sulted to his constitution,

after his arducus labors of the past two
years, Hesides, the salary was  about
double th a cabinet position, and in
Mexico $17.000 would be nearly doulled, or
that amount spent would be nearly
doubled, Decause an American dollar is
worth twice &3 much as the Mexlcan
doliar, that country Leing upon o silver
busis.

Governor Rickards Inangurates an
Educational Campaign.

THE CONFERENCE AT SALT LAKE

Proposed Convention to Be Held

in Minnesota.

SUSTAINING MEXICAN CREDIT

HELENA, Mont., April 8.—Gov. Rickards
has inaugurated an educational campaign
on the gilver question In line with plans
formulated by himself and Thomas G. Mer-
rill.

He
has sent a letter to the governors of Call-
fornia, Oregon, Washington, Nevada, Ida-
ho, Wyoming, Utah, Arlzona, New Mexico
and Colorado, asking them to appoint three
delegates to attend the conference,

CHICAGO, April B—A special from Bt.
Paul, Minn., says there will be & free silver
convention in Minnegota during the coming
summer or fall. It will most likely be held
in the latter part of September or the early
days=of October. Promoters of the idea
are moving quietly and hope within a
month or two to have the plan sufliclently
matured to uncover it to the general pub-
lie. At present the prinounced free silver
Im.-n in the congressional districts are

d as to the feasibility and the
advlanhi][u of holding such a conventlon.

MEXNICO CITY, Mexico, April 8—The
falling in sllver exchange has had a con-
tinuwed beneficial effect on Mexico's remit-
tances abrond. he only drawback to &
larger volume of business has been that
the banks will not generally sell exchange
to buyers at the rullng quotations. The
volume of business was larger last week
thun that of the week before, and the im-
menge surplus of money in the big housa is
being cut down.

For the first time in the history of the
Mexican republic the national budget for
the fizcal yeor, beginning July 1 next, does
not show & deiieit. The budget committes
has presented Iis report hefore Congress,
and reporis an excess over expenditures
of 100K, The result of the efforts made
Lo balance recelpts and expenditures In the
fuce of the great depreciation of Mexican
silver Is & surprise even to the most san-
Eulne.

THE CONVENTION CITIES.

Not Much Interest Yet in the Location
of the Natlonal Gatherings.

There is not much discussion yet about
the place of holding the next national con-
venlions, though there hag been some talk
about it. There sceme to be a holding back
by different citleg to see if Chicago 18 to
enter the race, and If she does probably
other towns will wot make such a grand
cffort s was the case In 1802 when Chi-
cago announced that with the world's fair
she did mot care to bid on conventions,
But even then one of the conventions went
to the western metropolis. It has been
stated that Minneapolis will again be in
the field for the republican conventlon.
All the facilitles that were afforded the
last comvention are avallable at the flour
city mow, but the boom tiat was given
her at that time is not being pushed guite
g0 vigorously as four years ago. A cors
respondent of a Minneapolls paper started
the Minpespolis conventlon wheel going
and kept It golng untll the convention
finally landed there. Another northwestern
correspondent by personal friendship with
four members of the national commities
from the far west secured the necessary
votes which landed the convention in Min-
neapolis, as these four would have located
it at Chicago If they had not voted for
Alinnespolis when the breek came. Nelther
of the newspaper men ever got any credit
at home for their efforts, and It i3 said
that neither is making any particular pull
for DMinneapolis at this time It Is even
#=nid that they could not even obtain from
the Minneapolis commitice more than one-
fourth rate ticketa for friends, and not
even homorable mention was accorded
them, by the exultant Minnespolltane, who
went home with their wvictory, s ex-
pected that both committees will meet In
Washinglon next winter to declle upon
the convention’s locotion. but Lefore that
it Is expected that the cities that are can-
didates will have made their canvasz and
prepired  their presentations for conven-
tion honors long in advance. San Fran-
clsed has already begun Its campalgn for
the repuldican convention, and 8 dolng
conslderable In the way of advertising the
accommodations which that city affords.
If 1t were not for the lack of telegraph
facilitles and cost of golng =o far to a
convention it might be that San Fran-
cisco would be selected. The newspaper
men would vole heartlly for San Fran-
cisco and would enjoy the trip out there
beyond all gquestion. The difference In time
between the east and, the FPacifle, three
hours, would probably be a factor work-
ing sguinst Frisco, as the events of the

morning and afternoon could only  he

EX-CONSUL WALLER'S CASE.

The Siate Depariment Waltlng for In-
formation noil Pazzled Over the Delay

The State Department officlals are pus-
zled At the delay In recelving an offlclal re-
port upon the case of ex-Urlted Siates
Conszul Waller, who is reported to be lan-
guishing In a French military jail in Mada-
gasear, It 18 mow nine days since the de-
partment cabled to United States Consul
Campbell, at Port Louis, Muauritius, the
nearsst cable point for a report.

He had heard the story of Waller's treat-
ment at the hands of the French, of the
attempts to drive him from’ his concession
and finally of his arrest atd convietlon on
a convenlent charge of trensonable cor-
resgpondénce with the Hovas, But these
miatiera came to him only by hearsay, he
belng G0 miles sway from Muadagasear.
The department usueally acts only upon
official informntion, and I3 now waitlng to
secure. a report from Consul Camphbel,

the French offivials, who are not well dis-

usual means of supply, that fact furnishes
an additional reason for clrcumspection I
disposing of the present case.

‘7. That taxes on real estate belong to
the class of direct taxes, and that the
taxes on the rent or income of real estate,
which Is the incident of Ite ownership, be=
long to the same class.

“H. That by no previous declslon of thig
court has this question been adjudicated
to the contrary of the conclusions now ank
nounced.

“8. That so much of the act of Augusf
15,18M, as attempts to impose a tax umt
the rent or income of real estate withouw
apportionment is invalid.

Fortioas Deblared Invalid.

“The court ig further of opinlon that the
act of August 15, 1504, iz Invalid, so far ag
It attempls to levy & tax upon the incomg
derived from muniéipal bonds. As & mus
niclpal corporation is the representative of
the state and one of the instrumentalities
of the state government, the property and
revenues of municipal corporations are not
the subjects of federal taxation, nor is the
tncome derlyed from state, couaty and mus
nicipal securities, since taxation on the io=
terest therefrom operates on the power
Lorrow before it Is exercised and has §
sensible influence on the contract, and,
therefore, such a tax is a tax cn the powep
of the states and their instrumentalities tg
borrow money, and consequently repugnant
to the Constitution.

Excepiions Taken by Cvanssl ‘

Chlef Justice Fuller began by sisting the
exceptions to the law made b eounsel for
the appellant as follows:

{1).—That the sct imposes a direct tax in
respect of the real estate, rents, lssues and
profits, as well as of the Income and profits
of personal property, and, not belng ap-

(2).—That the law, If not imposing & di=
rect tax, ls, nevertheless, unconstitutional
in that Its provislons are not uniform
throughout the United States and do not
pperate with theMsame force and effect
upon the eubject cf the tax wherever
found, and in that it provides exempﬂnni
in favor of individuals and co-p
while denying all exemptions 1o mrpo",.
tlons having similar income derived mq
like property und values, and pravlm for
other exemptions and inequaiities in viola=
tion of sectlon & of article 1 of the Constis
tution.
