CHINESE IN GUATEMALA.

They Want Proteetlon Given Thot br
the United States.

The United States government has been
requested by the Chinese government to
take under Its protection the Chinese re-
siding In Guatemala. The suggestion was
brought about by a sealed note.tranmitted
to the Chinese minister in Washington byUnited States Minister Baker in Guatemala.
The note was signed by about 100 Chinese in
Guatemala. representing that they had no
one to look to for protection. As China
had no diplomatic or treaty relations with
Guatemala Minister Yang Yu last August
appealed to Secretary Gresham to have the
United States minister and consular of-
ficers In Guatemala undertake to care for
these people.

Negro Laborers in Mexieo.
Senor Romero. the Mexican minister, has

It seems, the
minister said, that a private Mexican com-
pany owning some cotton lands in the
state of Durango made a contract with
Mr. Ellis for the purpose of introducing
not over one hundred negro families, who
are to have one-half of the cotton croo
they raise, and will be assisted with money.
houses.and victuals enough to live for some
time after their arrival. The negroes who
have left for Mexico have done so under
such private contracts, not as colonists.
but as laborers, to remain in Mexico only a
year. If at the expiration of that time the
result is- nat satisfactory to either party
the laborers will be returned to the United
States at the company's expense.

Sener Muruaga's Departure.
Senor Murnaga. the Spanish minister, has

terminated his' official active~ connection'
with this government. He called at the
State Department yesterday afternoon ans
Introduced to Secretary Gresham Senor
Sagrarlo, the first secretary of the legation,
who, he said, would be In charge of the
office pending the arrival of the new min-
ister. Dupuy de Lome, who is now in Cuba,
an$ is expected to arrive here some time
during tne coming month. The retiring
minister, who resigned his office at the
time of the recent change of the Spanish
ministry, will soon leave the United Statee
for Madrid.

Japan's Field MarshaL
Qficials of the Japanese legation here are

in a position to explode the sensational
story, printed in the London Standard,
that Japan's field marshal, Count Yamaga-
ta, is In reality Archduke Johann of Aus-
tria, who disappeared several years ago.
Count Yamagata is well and personally
known to Counselor Stevens of the legs-
tion here. He visited Washington a few
years ago and made many friends. Mr.
Stevens sayseYamagata Is a native Japan-
ese, being one of the Chosun element,which
has produced such men as Count Ito and
Count Inoyle. Yamagates whole life at-
most has been spent in Japan.

Minister Ransom's Status.
High oficials of the government take no

stock in a published statement that ex-
Senator Ransom's appointment as minister
to Mexico was illegal under the Constitu-
tion. because the compensation of the of-
nee was increased during his term as Sena-
tor. Although Senator Ransom was "nom-
inated" and confrmed during his term of
service, it will be held that he was not
"appointed" until he had received his com-
mission and qualified, which was on March
5, after he had ceased to be a Senator.

Philaelphin Naval iem.
Commodore Potter. governor of the naval

home, Philadelphla, will be retired on ac-
count of ege on the 7th proximo, and Capt.
J. C. Watson. now attached to the naval
examining and retiring board, will succeed
to the command thus vacated.

Minister Dun Conarns the News.
Secretary Greshsm has received a cable-

gram from Minister Dun at Tokio con-
firming the signing of the peace convention
between China and Japan.

Exciting Duel at Atlanta.
In the heart of the businese section of At-

lanta, Ga., last evening a mont exciting and
sensational duel occurred. Twelve shots
were fired, and two men were shot.
About 4:30 o'clock last evening as John W.
Cox, a prominent young lawyer, was at his
desk, a negro named John Harris rushed in
on him, a drawn bowie knife in his hand.
Cox grabbed a poker and knocked Harris
down. Both men drew pistola and com-
menced firing. Cox was shot in the hand
and an office boy, Ed. Craig. was shot twice
and is badly wounded. After each man had
fired six shots Cox struck the negro over
the head and knocked him down the stairs
Into a policeman's arms. Cox says he does
not know why he was attacked. Dispute
over a woman is given as the trouble. Cox
is prominent socially, and the affair baa
become a scandal.

Elections in Eflines.
Municipal elections were held at many

points In Illinois yesterday. No particular
significance attaches to any of them, ex-
cept at Rockford, where the A. P. A. made
a bitter fight, but were defeated, and at
Mount Vernon, where the "saloon" party
elected their candidate for mayor and three
of the four aldermen. In Cehampaign,
Evanston. Elgin, Kankakee, Spring Valley,
Alton, Decatur. Peoria and Cairo the re-
publicans elected a majority of their can-
didates. In Freeport and Streator the dem-
ocrats were successful. Independent move-
ments carried the day in Aurora. Ga-
lena and Monmouth. In a large number of
the smaller cities politics cut no figure. U-
cense being the question. The temperance
element carried the day in all but five of
the towns, and several voted to go com-
pletely "dry."
