ANACOSTIA.

The rain of Monday having prevented
Secretary Morton 'of the Department of
Agriculture from going to Congress
Heights, to celebrate his birthday, as he
had'Intended, he made the visit last even-
Ing, and planted a tree, which had been re-
served for him. He was- accompanied by
two other members of President Cleve-
land's cabinet, whose names were not dis-
closed, and Mr. A. E. Randle. After Mr.
Morton had covered the dirt firmly around
the root of his tree, the party took a short
1Walk to a point where they could get one
of the magnificent views there obtainable
of the scenery in Washington and vicinity
and far down the Potomac, and in about an
hour after their arrival started on their
return to Washington.
Raids of the tramp camp near Benning

by members of the Anacostia police force
have taken place on several occasions, but
the most important raid of all was made
yesterday by Officers Hagan and Dyer. For
several days previous complaints were re-
ceived at the Anacostia substation that a
party of tramps, comprising four colored
men and two Italians, had apparently per-
manently established themselves at the old
rendezvous, and were making themselves
especially obnoxious to residents of the
neighborhood. It was charged that among
other acts of outlawry they were in the
habit of making remarks in the hearing of
women and children which were calculated
to frighten them, and Sergt. Kerby deter-
mined to break the camp up. With this ob-
ject in view. Policemen Hagan and Dyer
yesterday afternoon moved on the camp
and completely surprised the occupants,
who -were found sunning themselves in a
cut near the bank of the river. By tak-
ing possession of either end of the gully
all hope of escape from the officers was cut
off, but some of the tramps tried to get
away by running into the river. After
staying in the water a short time, however,
they returned to land, when all were cap-
tured and conducted to the Anacostia sta-
tion, where they were locked up.

THE CONGREGATIONALISTS.

Annual Session of the Associntion at
Iialtimtore.

The Congregational Association of New
Jersey is in session at Baltimore. The New
Jersey association embraces the Congrega-
tional churches of that state and of Mary-
land, Virginia, District of Columbia and
Pennsylvania.
Rev. Dr. H.W. Ballantine, pastor of First

Church, welcomed the association.
Rev. Win. F. Cooley of Chatham, N. J.,

corresponding secretary of the association,
spoke of the history of the association since
it met in Baltimore fifteen years ago. In
that time twenty-seven churches have been
added-four with:n the past year, of which
one is the Fourth Church in Baltimore.
Total membership in the fifty-one churches
in the association is 9,672, a net gain of 590
in the year. First Church of Washington
made the largest individual gain-l5 mem-
bers. During the year the benevolent con-
tributions amounted to $31,2(1. an average
of $5.30 per member. First Church, Balti-
more. is credited with $117,54kl in legacies,
chiefly from the late J. Edward Stickney,
who made bequests to various institutions,
including $30,t00 to the church. Ten thou-
sand children are enrolled in the Sunday
schools of the association. Church build-
ings and land are valued at $1.31),427; par-
sonages at $75.001, and books at $3,IKM).
Pastors were paid a total of $77,I)S0 during
the year. an average of !t.(25.
Rev. Dr. Charles H. Rtichards, the retir-

ing moderator, spoke on "The Service of
Song in the Sanctuary." '

Rev. Charles L. Goodrich of Plainfield,
N. J., was elected moderator.
Rev. Dr. Wrn Hayes Ward of Newark,

N. J., reported from a committee on church
unity recommendations, which were adopt-
ed, asking the National Council of Congre-
gational Churches for the appointment of
a committee of conference with a similar
committee from the Christian denomina-
tion looking toward co-ope'ative and
eventually corporate church union.
