BROOKLYN 1IRIDGE PLANS.

The Rough Draft* Submitted to tlie
Secretary of War.

Just thirteen days before the expiration
if the year allowed by law for the submis¬
sion of a satisfactory set of plans for the
great bridge across the Hudson river, the
New York and New Jersey Bridge Com¬
panies yesterday submitted to the Secre¬
tary of War the rough draft of plans for
the bridge. One set of plans were submit¬
ted last fall and were rejected by the War
Department on the ground that they did
aot provide for a clear span bridge, but
lad piers obstructing the river. Whether
the set now put in complies strictly with
the department's demands remains for the
sngineer officers to decide.
The physical features of the bridge as re¬

pealed In the new drawings present no

lovelties in construction and the structure
apparently differs In appearance from the
existing Brooklyn bridge only in its far
greater size. It will be supported by four
main cables, carried aloft 600 feet above
Jde water on great steel towers, of open
construction. Each of these towers rests on
Jight masonry piers 100 feet square at the
3ase and with foundations going down to
150 feet through the sand and mud to bed
rock. On the New York side the pier is
jxactly on the pier line of the harbor, w hile
>n the New Jersey side the tower appears
:o stand about 100 feet beyond the cxtr^m-
ty of a coal pier. The total length of the
:lear span is 3,080 feet, and with the ap¬
proaches the bridge will be about 5,200 feet
!ong. The width in the middle, the nar¬
rowest point, will be sixty feet clear. The
mchorages are immense masses of mason-
*y 125 by 150 feet square, and they cover
;he best part of two blocks, on the New
k'ork side extending from 67th to GOth
streets. The maximum clearance of the
loorway will be 150 feet above mean high
vater.
