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THE NINTH STREET LINE

New System Will Be in Operation by Middle
cf Month.

The Cars Are Arriving . Open Grip
Cars nnd Single Trailers.

Tlie New S> at< m.

It is expected that the Oth street electric
line of the Metropolitan Railway Company
will bo put into operation about the middle
of the present month. Outside of some

wiring at the power house, foot of 4%
street, the work is about completed.
Several of the cars for the new line have

arrived, and are being equipped with the
necessary machinery, and others are, it is
understood, on the way from the manu¬

facturers. There will be twenty-two cars,
all of which will be open, placed on the
line when it is first started, and the number
will be increased, while box cars wiil be
substituted whenever either change be¬
comes necessary. The tra'ns will have a

headway of two ar.d a half minutes; that
is. there will be two and a half minutes of
street between each train.
The motor car is of the same pattern as a

cable grip car. The motorman will, how¬
ever, be better protected, as the car will
have a glass front, which can be removed
when it is desired to do so.
As befor? stated, those cars which will

first be placed in use will be open on the
side, and they will have an aisle through
the middle ar.d a platform at each end,
ar.d one ear will be attache* to each motor
car, :jo that each train will consist of two
cars. Ur.dcr the new order of things the
same, number of train hands will be em¬
ployed as at present, but in place of the
t-table har.ds tnere will be firemen and en¬
gineers.
The construction of this line was begun

about the middle of March last, and but for
unfavorable weather would have been'com-
pleted at least a month ago. The system
of motive power is to be a direct adoption
of the Buda-Pesth principle of conduit and
subterranean trolley, it \liffers from a
number of conduit electric roads in that
the rail and earth will ifot be used for the
return current. The method of contact
will be by a sliding conductor instead cf a
rolling one. It is claimed" that this method
of having ihe conductor is a novelty.
The construction of the conduit was

about the same as the construction on
cable roads, in the .matter of iron work,
slot rail ard yoke, a material difference be¬
ing that the conduit is net so deep. A
specially molded brick was used in paving
the tracks, and was laid flush with the
concrete, so the pa *ement of the street is
in contact with this track rather than with
the rail. The only other line an the United
Stales up to this time like the 9th street
line is that recently put in operation on
Lennox avenue, New York. The power
house contains all the modern improve¬
ments suggested by other power houses in
the 1'nited States.

The dairyman charges the old
price, li'2 cents per gallon, only a fraction
less than 2«K) per cent profit, presto! Five
cents per quart would leave a large margin
of profit to cover expenses and bad debts.
Ask any merchant in the city and they will
tell you their profits range from 10 to 23
per cent, have to deliver their goods and
run the risk of collecting their accounts.
In the interest of many a poor family to
which this article is a necessity in their
daily meals. I trust you will use the in¬
fluence of your powerful paper against this
imposition.

A cimmittec of lad:e3 will be at
the home all day to rece ve donations, and
anything in the way of provisions, gro¬
ceries, bedding, table l'ncn, clothing for
women .an 1 children, fuel, materials for
clothing or money will be thankfully re¬
ceived, and it w>uM be difficult to find a
place where it would «io more good.
The Hope and Holp Mission occupies a

plain but comfortable thre^-story building,
(504 H street. At present it contains be¬
tween tweaty and thirty w men who have
b?en removed from the pitfalls of tempta¬
tion. and who are headed once more in '.lie
proper direction. A home is offered to
them as lon^ as they really ncel one, and
there is no fixed time limit 6n their stay.
They arc not expected to leave until those
in charge of the mission have learned to
have confidence in their intention to go
straight, and then an effort is made to find
a permanent h j;ne or occupation for them.
Even from this brief description of its alms
and methods one can readily m-"1 how de¬
serving of support is such a charity. While
today is nominally set apart as donation
day, this is no reason for believing that to¬
day ia the oniy time that assistance wjuld
bo welcomed, but ail in the way of money
or materials will come in very handy to¬
morrow or next week.

Donlli of Mrs. Ancnste P.oo»er.
Mr3. Auguste Roeser, wife of Dr. Carl

Roeser, a well-known journalist, and editor
of the Volks Tribun, died, after « long and
painful illness, the evening of July 1, at
their summer residence in Drar.esvjlle, Va.,
in the seventy-eighth year oi' her age. Mrs.
Roeser was born in Coennern, in Germany,
where she was also married. During the
stormy years of the forties her husband,
at the time in the employ oi the govern¬
ment, was arrested and incarcerated at the
Hausvogtei, in Berlin, awaiting his trial lor
high treason. It was the faithful wife who
effected his release and afterward helped
him in his successful flight to England,
whence she followed, a few months later,
with her chf'dren. From England the
family emigrated to North America, and
settled, in 1850, at Manitowac. Wisconsin,
where Dr. Roeser started the first German
republican paper, the National Demokrat.
In lxfil the family removed to Washington,
where Mr. Roeser obtained a clerkship in
the Treasury Department, which position
he held unti a few months ago, when he
was compelled to resign. Mrs. Roeser
leaves a numerous family to mourn her
loss.
