
Southern Pacific Train Held Up in
Oregon.

STOPPED BY EXPLOSION OF DYNAMITE

Three Highwaymen Go Through
the Cars.

PURSUED BY A rOSSE

GRANT'S PASS, Ot3., July 2..The South¬
ern Pacific overland train, north bound,
vas stepped last night at 10:15 by three
highwaymen. Tear Kiddies, ahout thirlj
miles south of Rosebnrg. and thoroughly
robbed. Sticks of dynamite were placed on

rails which disabled the engine by blowing
the flanges oft the pony trucks, and
brought the '.rain to a stop.
Taking the fireman, two of the highway-

men proceeded to go through the train,
and every car, from the express car to the
rear Puliman, was searched. Nothing was
obtained from the express car, for there
was no treasure on board. In the mail car

better success was met, and the Portland,
Tscorui. Seattle and Victoria, B.C., regis¬
tered sacks were rifled.
The passengers were also searched prettj

thoroughly, but just what success was met
with is not known. One highwayman took
a hasty shot at Conductor Kearney, who
was in charge of the train, but no damage
r Superintendent Fields of the Southern Pa¬
cific lost no lime, and in an hour after
learning of the hold-up had two parties on
the way to the scene of the robbery. A
posse of officers was hastily made up 111
Rnscburg and started at once, and another
of rough-and-ready mountaineers stai ted
from here. Every effort, will be made to
capture the robbers.
The men of the party starting from here

are thoroughly familiar with every foot of
ground in the neighborhood of the robbery,
and especially good hopes are entertained
of capturing the robbers. The train was
delayed several hours, having been com¬
pelled to turn the engine around and go
Into Roseburg backwards.

Seated before a back¬
ground of men, mostly roughly clad farm¬
ers On her face the anxious, distressed ex¬

pression was marked, and was relieved oy
a smile but or.ce during the day. that be¬
ing when a talesman, who was undergo¬
ing examination, expressed sympathy for
the prisoner. The handsome little boy.
clothed in a sailor's suit, was again her
devoted companion.
The first business of the day was an en-

deavor to complete the Jury. Ten P®"?0?®
who had been summoned were called bj
the clerk, r.nd three of them accepted »s
jurors, the remainder being excused be¬
cause of illness, relationship to the pr.s-
or.»r or the de eased, or because the* en¬
tertains! conscientious scrup'es regarding
capital punishment in the case of women.

TUB PACIFIC CHILE.

British Cnpltnllxt" Will Lny It-Fnn-
iilns Inland it Station.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., July 2.-Hugh
Craig, vice president of the chamber of
commerce, :3ays hat from a thorough in¬
vestigation of the subject he is convinced
that the Pacific cable, which has been talk¬
ed about for years on this side of the Unit¬
ed States, and discussed ad interim in Con¬
gress, is to be built by British capitalists.
To tho stat ;ment that Englishmen and
Australians, with Canadians, have decided
to undertake the work, he acids the further
fart that the difficulty of obtaining a mid-
ocean station has been overcome.
It will be rememl'ered that the United

States government deciled last winter not
to sanction the establishment of such a
station on any of the Hawaiian Islands to
be controlled solely by Britishers.
To avoid International complications a

station has been decided upon latitude II
north, on Faining Island. The cable is to
be laid from Auckland, New Zealand, to
Norfolk Island, in the South Pacific, a dis¬
tance of 415 miles. The second section of
the cable will be from Norfolk Island to
FIJI, a distance of 1,002 miles; the third to
Fanning Island, 1.715 miles, and the fourth
and largest section from Fanning Island
to Vancouver, a distance of 3,242 mile3. The
total length of this cable would thtis be
i;,4s 1 miles, or about three times as long as
the shortest transatlantic cable. The esti¬
mated cost of this cable from Auckland to
Vancouver is £1,517.000, or, in round figures,
$7.585,i*« >.
This cable. It is proposed, will be only

one of a number of cables connecting with
It on the southern hemisphere. The prin¬
cipal connection wdll be between Auckland
and Sydney, N.S.W.

COLORADO DEMOCRATS.

A Slim Attendance nt the Denver
Monetary Conference.

DENVER, Col., July 2..Just thirty per¬
sons were assembled in East Turner Hall
today at 10 o'clock, the time set for the
democratic mass convention for the con¬
sideration of the financial question. Chair¬
man Frank Arbuckle of the state central
committee, who called the meeting at the
request of the committee, was not present,
but had sent an address discouraging radi¬
cal action, to be read by Secretary Oiley
Newell.
Mr. Newell also read a letter from Chas.

S. Thomas, who was detained by business
in Colorado Springs, strongly indorsing the
convention, and urging that action in favor
of free coinage of silver be taken. It was
warmly cheered.
Organization was effected, with Gen.

Samuel E. Drown as chairman and J. II.
McDonald of Weld county as secretary.
A committee on resolutions was selected,
after which the meeting adjourned till 3
p.m.

HAND WORK AGAIN

Stamp Canceling Machines Ordered Oat
of Use.

The Annnnl Rental Too High.Stub¬
born Fight Between Depart¬

ment and Contractors.

At midnight Sunday, by order of First
Assistant Postmaster General Jones, the
principal post offices throughout the coun¬

try discontinued the use of the canceling
machines, by which letters are postmark¬
ed and the stamps upon them canceled.
This action comes as a surprise to the

postmasters, and no doubt seems a violent
piece of strategy to the owners of the ma¬

chines, the firm of Hey & Dolphin of New
Yogk and the American Postal Machine
Company of New York.
The department has under contract two

hundred of these canceling machines. One
hundred of them are the Hey & Dolphin
machine, for which the annual rental is
Si00 for ea?h machine per annum, and one
hundred are the American Postal Com¬
pany's machine, the annual rental of each
of them being $200. These machines are

capable of canceling at their highest speed
24,000 letters per hour.
In the last annual report of the I ost-

mtster General, Mr. Bissell protested
against the price required for these ma¬
chines as exorbitant, and urged that it
should be reduced, if possible. "We are
row paying," said Mr. Bissell, "$100 and
$200 per annum, respectively, for machines
that would ccst a much It3s sum to con¬
struct."

^ ,First Assistant Postmaster General Jones
in his annual report said: "The present
rental of these machines is exorbitant, and
rather than continue contracts upon the
present basis I will recommend the aboli¬
tion of this service."
In pursuance of this policy some weeks

ago the tirst assistant postmaster general
entered into a correspondence with the
Hey & Dolphin Company, to ascertain if
the* department could make a contract for
the approaching fiscal year at a reduced
rental. The company took the position
that their machine was without a rival;
that all competing machines were so far
merely experimental, and insisted upon the
old rental of $-100.
They offered, however, if the government

would assume a responsibility for ail re¬
pairs to take a net rental of $300 a year
for each machine. The first assistant post¬
master general, Mr. Jcnes. however, de¬
cided to shut down on the machines and
return to the old hand method of can¬
celing.
The department is experimenting with a

number of new machines, among them one
that is known as the Berry machine, hav¬
ing been used for some months in the
Washington post olfice. None of these ma¬
chines, however, up to this time, gives
sufficient promise of ultimate success to
justify the department in making a con¬
tract with the inventors and promoters of
them.
Until definite arrangements are made for

the use of machines the department will
continue to utilize hand labor, and can do
so without creating any very great de¬
ficiency. The $<>0,000 appropriated by Con¬
gress for canceling machines will remain
to the credit of *he department, and is
available, should Congress so ordir, to pay
for extra help required to cancel stamps
by hand.

A PERMIT TO PLAY.

The First One I**»«e«l Today by Col.
Wilson.

Col. Wilson, in charge of public buildings
and grounds, today Issued his first permit
for the use of the newly opened public play¬
grounds at the south end of the ellipse
south of the White House. It was made
out in favor of Charles F. Sterne, Percival
F. Smith, Harry O. Selby and Henry
Klefnschmldt, four boys living in the neigh¬
borhood of 30th and O streets.
The application was in regular form, and

was made by Charles F. Sterne in behalf
of seif and three companions. It asked for
permission to play lawn tennis, crcquet
and other games which may be allowed
under the law. It was indorsed by Mr.
Solomon J. Fague, who certified that the
applicant is personally known to him, and

i that he is satisfied he will carry out all
that is promised in the application, to
"fully comply with all police regulations
governing the proper protection of the
ellipse and the* trees and shrubs in its
vicinity."
Col Wilson issued the necessary permit

without hesitation, and the holders can
r.o?i use the grounds at their pleasure.
The permit is good for this season, but is
revocable for cause at any time. It is ex¬
pected tha. there will be a general demand
for these permits when the weather be¬
comes more favorable.

REVH VL OF INDU STRY.

Price of PJtf Iron A^Iviinrp'1 . Many
Blast Furnaces Operating*

PHILADELPHIA, July 2..The Thomas
Iron Company has given notice of an ad¬
vance In the price of pig iron, averaging
about $1 per ton on the different priceS.
which goes into effect Immediately, as
follows: Nc. 1 X foundry,.3.5<>; No. 2 X
foundry, $12.50; No. 2 plain. $11.75; Gray
forge, $11.50. These are the prices f.o.b.
cars at furnace. The prices at tide water
are 50 ccnts par ton higher on each grade.
As the Thomas Iron Company i3 the larg¬
est producer of foundry grades of pig iron
in the east, and is recognized as fixing the
market prices in the eastern trade, this ad-
varce sets a new pace for the iron trade in
this part of the country.
A representative of the Thomas Iron Com¬

pany states that his company has sold its
output for two months ahead, and there is
every prospect of good business. Most of
the blast furnaces in the eastern part of
Pennsylvania are now in blast and sellingtheir iron as fast as'they can produce it.

WORTH OYER A MILLION.

Sale of the Moorehead Mills for
911,000.

PITTSBURG. Pa., July 2..The Iron mills
of the Moorehead, McCIeane Company in
this city have been sold by the sheriff. #Theplant is worth over $1,000,000, but went for
$11,000, just enough to cover the taxes due
on the property and the sheriff's cost.
The purchaser is the New York Life In¬

surance Company, holder of the mortgage
on which the sale was made. The*mortgage
was for $350,000, but the interest accumu¬
lated ran the claim up to $370,000.
A large number of creditors of the Moore¬

head, McCIeane Company will be losers by
reason of the sale. They had granted the
company an extension of the notes repre¬senting the indebtedness due them, and
taken as security a blanket mortgage on
the mill property for $1300,000.
The mortgage of the New York Life In¬

surance Company, however, was a priorlien, and the sale on it divested the other
mortgage. This leaves the extension cred¬
itors without security and nothing to fall
back on.

1'lCiILIST FITZSIMMOXS' TRIAL

What the Defense Will Endeavor to
Show.

SYRACUSE, N. Y. July 2..In the trial
of Pugilist Fitzsimmons today the counsel
for the defense asked Judge Ross to dis¬
miss the case upon the ground rhat the
people have not proved a case. Justice
Ross denied the motion, but said that he
might charge the jury as to whether cr
not the contest was legal, and if so what
constitutes assault in the third degree.
Attorney McLennan, in presenting the

case for the defense, stated that he would
prove by a police commissioner and Capta'nof Police Quigley that there was no infrac¬
tion of the l .w. The defense would also
prove by an eminent physician that Rior-
dan had suffered a stroke of apoplexy, and
was told that if he did not stop drinkingand violent exercise he would soon die.
Riordan never informed Fiizs:mmoii3 of
this.
Capt. Quigley testified that the sparring

was light, and that he did not see Riordan
throw his head upward and backward.
Indeed, he had lot noticed that either man
hit the oth-r.

Safe Bloving Case Beaches Another
Stage Today.

BILLY WILLIAMS AND HIS CONFESSION

That Individual Comes in for Some
More Probing.

EVIDENCE ALL IN

The defense in the case of Charles, alias
Buck, Auffort and Edward, alias Eddie,
Desmond, ihe alleged safe blowers, was
concluded yesterday afternoon after The
Star'3 report of the tri«l closed. This
morning,whenDistrictAttorney Blrney com¬
menced the introduction of testimony in
rebuttal, the court room was even more

crowded than on the preceding days of the
trial. The resumption of the trial today
was delayed until about 11 o'clock, because
of District Attorney Birney's attendance in
the Howgate case.
The cross-examination of the defendant

Auffort yesterday developed nothing ma¬

terially new, the young man insisting that
he knew nothing of the robbery, and that
while he had visited Candler's Jackson
City resort, he never met Desmond until
he saw him here in jail.
James Wells, a brother of Monte Wells,

stated that he took Billy Williams in after
the latter's release from the Virginia peni¬
tentiary to keep him from starving. Wil¬
liams' reputation for veracity, he said, was
about as bad as bad could be. Wells also
slated that Williams unsuccessfully en¬
deavored to Induce liim to tlx up an alibi
for him.
Charles Bendheim. Desmond's attorney,

testified that he was present during a con¬
ference between Williams and his counsel
at the jail, when Billy was introduced to
Desmond. Mr. Bendheim was not allowed,
however, to state what conversation as to
immunity took place there between. Wil¬
liams and his counsel.

In a Poker Gnir.e.
Thos. S. Donaldson, Candler's barkeeper,

J stated that Desmond was in a poker game
the night of the robbery, from It until
about 4 a.m., and also stated that no cart¬
ridges were found in Desmond's valise the
night of the robbery. .

Desmond Testifies.
After another witness had given similar

testimony as to Desmond's participation in
the poker game, Desmond took the stand.
He said he came here from Cincinnati,
Ohio, where he had clerked in a carriage
compary for about two years. He began
playing the races at T.atonia, and also, in¬
dulged in cards. He c ime here about last

) Christmas time, but denied that he came
in company with Dempsev. He Insisted
that the r.lght of the robbery he sat in a

poker game at Candler's from 11 until
| about 4 n.m. He admitted carrying a re-

I volver, but denied bo-Ins connected with
the robbery in any way whatever, although

| he admitted know'ug Billy Williams, and
having roomed at Candler's with Derapsey,

I whom he only knew, he insisted, as Jack.
Iu Rebuttal.

As his first witness in rebuttal District
Attorney Birney recalled Mrs. Williams,
the wife of Billy Williams, who stated that
with money received from James Thornton,
an old pension, she purchased a-piano from
Messrs. Droop & Co. on the 4th of last
March. It was delivered to her the next
day, and about a week later she began
taking music lessons from a Miss Rebea
Green.
Frank S. Boucher, a clerk in the firm cf

Droop &. Co., corroborated Mis. Williams
as to t^e sale ar.d delivery of the piano,
and Miss Green stated that she commenced
instructing Mrs. Williams about a week
later. About the third week in March she
gave Mrs. Williams the piece of music on
which Auffort swore ho wrote his Virginia
address the first week in March, but on

which, the government claims, Auffort did
not write his address until a day or two
after ti^e robbery.
Patrick Culligan, a young man, testified

to accompanying Mrs. Williams when she
calied upon Monte Wells, but stated that
be did not hear all that was said by them.
Culligan's testimony closed the case for

the prosecution, and the defense called
Alex. 11. Martyr, a friend of George Le
Cointe, who stated that he heard a con¬

versation at the Jail between Billy Will¬
iams and Mrs. Williams, in which Mrs.
Williams characterized her husband's state¬
ments as a mass of lies. No further testi¬
mony was offered by the defense, but they
submitted a number of prayers, asking the
court to instruct the jury that if they be¬
lieved that Williams was an accomplice
in the robbery they should view his state¬
ments with suspicion, and not convict either
of the defendants unless the testimony of
Williams was fully corroborated by other
material witnesses.

Arguments BoRun.
Mr. Birney then made the opening ad¬

dress to the jury. He had no wish or in-
tertion. he explained, of defending or ex¬

cusing Billy Williams* course of life, but
he called attention to the fact that very
often the testimony of such characters is
the only kind available. He did not ask
the jury to rely upon Williams' testimony
urless it was fully corroborated by other
witnesses. That had been done, ho claimed,
and he referred to the flight of Ai iTon, the
intimacy existing between the defendants
and Williams and Dempsey, and the va¬
rious other details In the case as con¬
clusively establishing the guilt of each de¬
fendant.

Mr. Zliincy Concludes.
Mr. Birney* concluded his address just

previous to the usual midday recess, and
thi3 afternoon Mr. Charles Bendheim,
counsel for Desmond, and ex-Congressman
Chas. H. Turner of counsel for Auffort,
addressed the jury.
The case is not expetced to close until

seme time tomorrow afternoon.

| Cremation or Rcdnctfon the Qacation
at District Itnildin?.

Will it be cremation or reduction?
This is the question that at present oc¬

cupies the attention of the Commissioners
in the matter of disposing of the city's
garbage under the new contract. One
thing has been definitely settled. What¬
ever system will be employed, it will not
be the Dixon system of cremation. The
Commissioners have finally determined
that. The report of the health officer set¬
tled it, and when the Commissioners con¬
sulted among themselves the report was
upheld and the Dixon system relegated to
the class of impossibilities. Not satisfied
that cremation may not be advisable, the
health officer has been dispatched to Phil¬
adelphia, New York, Atlantic City and
Wilmington to examine the systems in use
there, and report at once to the Commis-
sioners.
It was stated this morning by the Com¬

missioners that the great objection they
had to reduction wai the difficulty that
would be experienced in locating a plant
within the city limits, and it was out of the
question to think of placing a plant outside
the confines of the city. The representa¬
tives of the Merz system claimed that no
odor emanates from its system, and are
willing to give bond in any amount guar¬
anteeing this.

LEADERS BLAMED

Administration Men Criticise Steven¬
son and Morrison.

THE CASES OF KENTUCKY AND ILLINOIS

Inaction Said to Have Given Illinois
Silver Men Advantage.

STEVENSON'S NEUTRALITY

There is considerable criticism In admin¬
istration circles, of course, of the certain
vell-krown democrats in Illinois in permit¬
ting that state to go by default to the free
silver and Altgeld «inti-CleveIand combina¬
tion. The criticism has increased since the
success of the efforts of sound money demo¬
crats in Kentucky fcas become so apparent.
It is claimed by these who are inclined

to er.tertr.ln feelings of resentment toward
the old-line Illinois democrat.-- for their
inaction that the conditions in Kentucky
and Illinois were very similar, and that
like action by the Illinois men might have

produced similar results to those obtained
in Kentucky. It is said that in both states
there was the same unrest among the peo¬
ple, produced by the same cause, the agi¬
tation of the free silver propaganda, the
circulation of Coin's Financial School and
the efforts of certain politicians to ride
into power on the crest of a free a'.lver
wave. In both states the silver move¬
ment had gained great headway before the
danger of it was realized and the free
silver men having things all their own

way up to a certain point.
Keittncky rind Illinois Compared.
It is claimed that in both states there

were old-line leaders of relatively the
same power and influence, but the trouble
was that in one commonwealth the old-line
leaders deserted the administration and
permitted the battle to go by default, and
in the other they went right into the fight
and iuiiglit it to a successful finish, and
that in the face of what seemed adverse
pcpular opinion.

.*I1' Adlai E. Stevenson and William R.
Morrison had coma boldly to the front for
sound money they would have exerted a

powerful Inlluencet' sai,d an administra¬
tion democrat to a Star reporter. .'Those
two men had a hold upon the hearts of
Illinois democracy, of course. Y.'hy, there
are men in that state who wculu follow
William R. Morrison through any kind of
a campaign he would undertake, simply
because he has been their idol for years,
and Sievenson has similar influence.

The example of a man of his
prominence is powerful, and when he took
Lis place on the fence hundreds of other
fellows concluded it was time for them t®
straddle also, and up they hopped, so we
ha i the edifying example of a long line of
Illinois democrats on the fence, silent as
the proverbial sphinx, and raising no voice
01" opposition to the free silver hurrah.
"On the other hand was the case of old

Senator Palmer, and I will cite one promi¬
nent instance where his example worked to
gcod effect. There was a United States
n.arshul in Senator Palmer's district named
Brintcn, who had been beguiled by the
silver men. He was talking free coinage
when Senator Palmer went to him and gave
l.im a straight-out talk. The result was
thru Brlnton followed the lead of the. stur¬
dy old democrat, threw the blandishments
ol' the free silver men to the winds and de¬
clared he would stand for sound money
even if the penalty should be political ob-
scurement forever.

^nson or Mr. Morrison, went right In for
sound money and fought it out on that
line, risking all and subsequently winning
all."

NEW YORK, July 2..Transactions In

railway share* this morning, while lim¬
ited in volume, were mainly in the interest
of improved values. The short account
contributed largely to the improvement,
but the buying was not wholly of this
character, a good outside demand being
reported by the large commission houses.
The tone of the foreign market continues
to improve, and local values are likely to
be favorably influenced by an increasing
arbitrage business.
The rate situation in all parts of the

country is more satisfactory than at any
time for months, and expensive rate wars
are no longer among the summer's proba¬
bilities.
The coal stocks were strong under a de¬

mand from both classes of traders, due
to the more hopeful outlook for harmo¬
nious action in trade affairs.
Southern Railway preferred was in good

demand in anticipation of a marked im¬
provement in earnings, which will be util¬
ized by friends of the property to advance
the price of the stock.
The Grangers were the subject of a bear

attack shortly after the noon hour, which
successfully marked prices off to the lowest
point of the day. The entire list suffered
sympathetically, .and in many instances the
bulk of early gains was destroyed. Pro¬
fessional bear raids are to be expected at
frequent intervals, as the result of the suc¬
cess attending those of last week, but it
is not probable that any important liqui¬
dation will follow around the present level
of values. There are two active elements
at work in the market, but ultimate suc¬
cess, at the moment, seems destined to ac¬
crue to the patient operator on the long
side.
Sugar was advanced 2 per cent during the

morning on improving trsde conditions
and the hardening tendency of the foreign
market for the raw product. Wholes lie
houses have about exhausted their entire
supply of refined sugars and a demand due
to absolute necessity must soon set in. An
increased demand will be followed by a

general advance in rates, and the stock, of
course, will immediately be made to re¬
flect this increased prosperity.
American Tobacco gained 3 per cent from

initial ligures on the reported purchase of
several large Canadian factories, the acqui¬
sition of which will add to the monopoly
of the American company and enable it to
still further control the output of manu¬
factured tobacco.
Chicago Gas was extremely sensitive

throughout the day, gaining 1 per cent on
early covering and selling off sharply later
under an attack by the room.
