Farrall murder trial is & thing of the past,
and for years to come the inhabitants of
Charles county will undoubtedly refer to
the case as the most Important eriminal
event in the history of southern Maryland.

As stated in The Star yesterday, the ver-
dict acquitting Mrs. Farrall met with the
most pronounced approval This was at-
tested by an outburst of applause following
the announcement, and later the cheers of
hundreds of men as the widow smilingly
left the town hall

The scene was an unusual one just befors
the jury reported. There were thousands
of people scattersd about the tm. When
one of the bailiffs in charge he jury a
peared In the doorway of the ury room A&
announced that a decision had been reached
the news spread like wildfire, and lmmc-
dlately there was a grand rush from all Ji-
rections to the hall. The ple were i
excited to be seated, and u?& sight was on
8eldom witnessed in a court of justice, The
Jury had {iled in, and Mrs. Farrall was be-
side her customary seat, when Judge Bris-
coe, with provoking coolness rapped for or-
der and directed the balliffs to take thelp
places at the entrances to the hall. The
judge then severely admonished the llpee‘a.-
tors to make no demonstration om
verdiet, but little heed was pald to m
warning after the words “Not nll
N»mdi the lips ed?f Fadremm
monium ensu and nearly every om
crowded about the falr woman who
been on trial for her life. After Mrs. Fare
rall had thrown her arms about the neck
Col. Wilmer, the first to grasp her hand
congratulation was Sheriff Albrittain.

A party then adjourned to Col. W
office, where Mrs. Farrall held a briaf
ception. The twelve jurymen were prena:r
cd in turn to the woman they had declded
was Innozent, and speeches were made
Col. Wilmer and his ssssciate, Mr. Mu
Mrs. Farrall, Sheriff Albrittain l.nd the jury
then retired to the hotel for dinner, the
late prisoner occupying the head of the
table, with the sheriff on her left and the
foreman at her right. During the meal she
appeared extremely happy, and conversed
with those about her in & vivacious man-
ner. A large crowd gathered outside the
windows of the hotel, and were interested
spectators of what was transpiring in the
dining room. At the conclusion of dinner,
Mrs. Farrall again thanked each of the ju-
rors, and was driven to the residence of the
sheriff at Port Tobacco. Just before leav-
ing La Plata she met one of her brothers,
Leaf Robey, and In view of every one they
kissed and embraced for several moments.
For the present, Mrs. Farrall will reslde
with a cousin, Mrs., Scott Hicks, at White
Plains, Charles county.

But two ballots were taken in the jury
room. The result of the first, it is under-
stood. was nine for acquittal, one for con-
viction and two undecided. The second bal-
lot was unanimous for a verdict of not
gullty.

“I would not have had a hung jury for
$300," said State's Attorney Matthews to
The S:ar correspondent.

¢ll and myself have regarded it as a fore-
gone conclusion that Mrs. Farrall would be
acquitted, and the cutcome only tends to
prove the fallacy of the jury system.” Mr.
Mitchel, who conducted the presecution,
declared that a jury of twelve men will
never convict a pretty woman of murder
in the first degree. -

Why, it
wes the basis of the entire action of 172"

Mr., Harvey.—"The straits to which the
colonies were put between 1776 and 179,
when we as a government known as the
United States went Into operation, were
those of expediency, but no permaneént sys-
temi was adopted. The American Congress,
at its second session, enacted the law of
1792, and sectlon 9 of that act is the one
that setiles this question by which only a
sllver unit was provided for.”

Mr. Herr—"Now, all this talk of Mr. Har-
vey's Is of very little importance as far as
I am conceined. What I say iz that when
they passed that law they intended to es-
tablish bimetalllsm In the United States,
We did not use the gold standard at all up
to 1834. The gold dollar was worth more
under the first mintage than the silver dol-
lar; conssquently we did not have—and he
is right about it—the silver standard In
this country up to 1834."

Mr. Harvey—"I want now to call at-
tention to the fact that for several years
our side has claimed that ellver was fixed
in 1792 as the unit of value, continuing to
18731, as etrenuously denied by the other
slde. And, now we come face Lo face with
the other side, where they de uol dare to
mislead; and in the first joint dehated ques-
tion in this controverasy they are forced by
the truth to admit that 871 1-4 grains of
sllver was fixed as the unit of value (loud
applause) by the act of 1792, and remained
such to 1873."

Mr. Horr—"I want to say here the ques-
tion of the unit has not been disposed of
today. I wnnt to give a word as to why
they recoined the gold Instead of the sil-
ver. The reason was because we wersa o
a silver basis and did not intend to dist
the relation of money to the businesa of
the country.”

Here ended the first day's debate.
