A Girl Confesses That She Drove One
in for Every Sin Committed.

A well-dressed woman appiied at the Clin-
cinnati Hospital for admission Saturday
afternosn, She presented a leiter from
the mother superior of the convent, which
£aid the bearer, Miss Nellle Thomas, had
Iwen emploved at ths convent some tlme
and was suffering from swollen feet. Noth-
ing exveplt ihe syinpioms referred to 1n
the leiter was found on the preliminary ex-
amination, but later it was deecided 1to
lanice the fool, when It was faund the lmbs
and feet were full of pins and nesdles.
Forty-ane neesies were extricated from
her body and she was not able until yestor-
day to endure further operations, when ten
more were extracted, and it is thought
others wiil be found. The physiclans fear
blood poisoninz will set in, and that the
case in any event may prove hopeisss.

The girl protested t1l after the aperations
that she could voi tell how her feet and
Umls becnme imbedded with thess needles,
bzt tinally she sad =he was an orphan
and that she had bteen at the Convent of
the Good Shepherd for several y=ars, Dur-
ing her stzy therc she had done wrong.
She had done that which she knew was not
sht, and for every sin she had commit-
ted she had done penance by thrusting
a peedle into one o1 her legs. She explain-
ed that each cperation had caused her
agonizing pain, and that at times it was
almost unbearable, but she felt that rhe
musl bear the pain as a recompense lor
the sin commitied. This mode of doing
penance, she sald, hau covered mure than
twa years, Her wrongdoings had been of
1t eecurrence, and she was unable
vimate the number of needles she had
placed in her limbs.

Sister Supertor Mary Malone siated that
the cutcome of the elamhatlnn of Miss
Thomas was a revelation to her. She had
been aware of the condition of the patieni's
legs and feet for several months, Lut had
no idea of the cause. Yesterday Miss
Thomas' limbs were so swollen and her
condition =0 serious that the mother super-
jor insisted uporn her going to the hoepital
Miss Thomas is able to talk, but 4s very
weak and suffering Intense pailn.

sHermit” Hynms' Sundden Death.
Solomon Y. Hyams, the “hermit” of the
Gilsey Housze, wzs privately buried In
Woodlawn cemetery Baturday. Mr. Hyams
had been, during the latter years of his
life, a geat sufferer from rheumatism. To
gain relief he went to Hot Springs, Va,
about two weeks ago, where his death oc-

curred very suddenly.

8ol Hyams, as he was called, was bhorn
in Florida about fifty years ago. Early in
life he went to New York to seek his for-
tune. His tastes led him Into Wall street,
where he became a prominent operator.
He retired from business about twenty
years ago with a comfortable fortune, and
took up his abode at the Gilsey House.

Hyams was a bachelor, and a reclusive
bachelor at that. For eighteen years, it is
gaid, he mever left the Gilsey House, winter
or summer, if two trips to the Hot Springs
be excepted,

The sorrow of his life was the disgrace
brought upon a2n old and honorable family
by his two nephews, Harry P. and Dallas
T. Hyams, whose trial for murder in Tor-
onto is still fresh in the public mind, These
two men were charged with having mur-
dered “Willle” Wells of Toronto in order te
get an Insurance of $30,000 on the latter's
life. The trial resulted in a disagreemeng,
the jury standing ten to two for acquittal.
