I'IN LABOR CIRCLES

Bpecial Meeting of the Eleotrical Workers'
Union Committee of Arrangements.

Pracilenlly Assured That the Conven-
tlon of the National Brotherhood
Will Come Here—Other News.

An enthusiastic special meeting of the
committee of Local Unicn, No, 26, Electri-
cal Worksrs, having charge of the arrange-
ments for the coming ccnvention of the
Natlonal Brotkerlcod, to be held, as now
seems assured, in this city November 11-17
next, took place last night at the hall of
the union, No. 827 Tth street northwest.
The members present were Messrs, Henry
Phillips, wio presided; R. F. Metzel, who
acted as secretary; Malcolm Beaton, Geo.
A. Malone, Willlam Watson, John H.
Lloyd and Jchn M. Berger.

The subcommittee appointed to make a
preliminary canvars of some of the leading
butiness houses of Waskirgton and ascer-
tain If they will be willing to contribute
toward the experee of entertaining the 400
delegales expected to he present at the
convention submitted a report stating that
at every house whore they had called they
had, upon explainirg the object of thelr
visit, been cordially received and assured
that subscriptions will be forthcoming
wken the subcommittee shall call for them.
The subcommittee was also assured by the
various firms visited that they will deco-
rate thelr places of busiress in honor of
the convention, and at night for a part of
the time, at east while the delegates are
in the city, illuminate their stores. It was
also stated that subscriptions amounting
to betweza M) and 300 had already been
recelved, and the utmost confidence is felt
in the ability to secure all the money
needed.

A letter was read from Grand Secretary-
Treasurer J. T. Kelly of the executivé
hoard at St. Louis, containing the informa-
tion that he was almost every day rcceiv-
Ing communications from unions in various
parts of the country that have voted in
favor of Washington as ths place for hold-
ing the convention, and that it is now
practically assured that Washington will
win. Mr, Kelly was emphatic in praise of
the members of the Washington union for
their energy in placing the advantages of
their city so prominently and farcibly be-
fcre the other unlons throughout the coun-
try. The cholce of those unions which
have voted otherwise has been divided lie-
tween Buffale, Chicago, Milwaukee znd St.
Louis, while one or more of those citles
has as yet recelved but one vote each.

A letter was read from the szcretary of
Local Union, No. 38, of Cleveland, Ghio,
notifying the committee that his union had
fallen into line for Washington, and that
the decision to do so was reached unani-
mously.

It was stated that although it Is now
practically assured that the convention will
meet in Washingtan the action of the ma-
Jority of the unions will have to be formal-
Iy approved by the executive boird, In
crder to inake the call for the convention
legal, and the board will assemble in St.
Louis next month and count the ballots,
after which the result will be at once an-
nounced.

A Partinl Program.

Only a partlal program for the enter-
tainment of the delegates to the conven-
tion has been arranged, but so far as
agresd upon It comprises a series of out-
Ings and receptlons far ahead of anything
of the kind ever heretofore given in Wash-
ington on a similar occasion. From in-
fcrmation received by the cgmmittee it is
believed that the cenventlon will attract
:’rum 5,000 to 10,000 strangers to Washing-
on.

Cement Workers' Unilon.

The Cement Workers' Union, No. 1173,
Knights of Labor, held a special meciing
lest night, and, among other Important
business transacted was the appointment of
a committee to see Mr. George W. Drew
and ask him to sign a contract that he will
in future employ none but strietly union
cement workers.

Reference was made to the erection of a
new brewery at Roslyn, as heretofore an-
nounced in The Star, and the hope was ex-
pressed that the owners of the new enter-
prise will, when they give out the contracts,
have inserted In the specifications that none
but union cement workers shall he em-
pluyed on the job. The chair announcel
that the contract committee of the Federa-
tion of Labor has always taken charge of
the matter and will doubtless do all in their
power to see that only union labor of all
crafts shall be employed.

The following officers to serve for the en-
sulng term were installed: Master work-
man, Charles F. Hilton; worthy foreman,
Philip Kropp; recorling secretary, Willlam
Saunders; financlal secretary, Sterling Wat-
son, and treasurer, Patrick Cratty.

The Horseshoers' Union.

With this
view of the matter, the idea of expressing
any sentiment at a public meetling or arous-
ing feeling on the matter was uncalled for.

THE CORONER'S "OFFICE

A Ohange of Some Kind Seems to Be
Abeolutely Necessary.

Reccmmendation Masde by Dr. Wood-
ward as to the Abolition
of the Office.

The trouble that has arisen in the case
over the verdlct returned by the jury and

the subsequent action of the coroner
the

in the Green case, suggeslts to
minds of persons Interested in the
coroner's work, that some change in

the matter of holding Inquests and se’lect-
ing juries should be made. When Dr. Wood-
ward was coroner he made some Trecom-
mendations of a2 eweeping nature.

“The law with reference to the coroner’s
office was brought before the public once
during the past year by the Introduction
of a bill in Congress requiring the coroner
to be an attorney-at-law and® appoiniing
a physiclan as medical examiner to do
the medical work of the office,”” said Dr.
Woodward in the report.

“Upon this bill I made an adverse report
to you, and am still opposed to the enact-
ment of any such measure. The Massa-
chusetts system abolishes the office of
corcner altogether, creates the office of
medical sxaminer, and provides for the
holding of inquests before any trial justice.
It is in my oplnion superior to the meas-
ure proposed, and a modificaion of It might
be adopted Lere with advantage.

Abolition Suggested.

“I would suggest that the office of cor-
oner be abolished and in its stead be cre-
ated the office of medical examiner, whose
duty it shall be to investigate, from a med-
lcal standpoint, such cases as are now
Investigated by the health officer and the
coroner. Such deaths as are found by the
medical examiner to be due to other than
natural causes should be certified at once
to the chief of police for investigation and
reported to the distriet attorney. Should
the district attorney find as the result of
the police investigation that the ecircum-
stances required it, he sheuld present the
case to the grand jury at once and they
should return the indictment upon which
the accused is tried. Much needless ex-
pense and delay would thus be avoided.

Viewinxg the Hody.

“The absurd requirem=nt that the jury
shall view the body of the deceased should
he abolished. It serves no good purpose at
the present date, being a relic of a time
when the jury viewed the body where it
had been found dead, and when such view
aided them in determining the cause of
death. The custom is repulsive to public
sentiment and often necessitates holding
an inquest at some out-of-the-way place.
It often renders it necessary to hold and
complete an inquest before all the wit-
nesszes in the case can he found, or re-
quires an adjournment from time to time
with results equally disastrous to the ends
of justice. It may necessitate an inquest
at a time when it is Important that it
should not be known that suspicion has
even been aroused. This requirement is at
the present day ahsolutely unnecessary,
and I can not too strongly urge that steps
be taken to secure its!immediate abolition.

Jury Serves Ne-Geod Purpose.

“In the plan outlined by me It i3 sug-
gested that the coroner's jury be abolished.
I do not believe that this jury serves any
good purposé. A better plan would be to
have the evidence given before the iudge cf
tke Police Court without any clharge being
entered, as it Is at present given before the
coroner's jury. The judge coulid then hold
for the grand fury any ene who might be
impiicated by the evidence. The crimes in-
volved in these Investigations, however, he-
Ing of such extreme importance, and the
early conviction and panishment of the
erlminals being of such vital interest to
the community, I helieve that the case war-
rants the immediate Investigation by the
grand . jury, summoning a special grand
jury with special powers, if necessary, as
suggested above."

Change of Some Kind Necessary.

The present difficulty makes it clear to
the mind of Dr. Woodward that there is
an absolute necessity for a change of =ome
kind in the coroner’s service.

It has been suggested that there should
be a change in the manner of selecting
juries for this work. As it now ‘s, maost
of the Inquests are held at the sixth pre-
cinct station, beceuse the morgue is there,
and the police in selecting a jury have it in
their power to make a selection of six men,
favorable or unfavorable, in the particular
case, should they so desire. It is a no-
torlous fact that the men who usually do
jury duty are confined to a small number
of persons, and some of them do not walt
to be called upon, but when they hLear of
an Inquest to be held they appsar and tsn-
der their =ervices, knowing they are to te
paid $1.25 In each case.

THE COMMISSIONERS DISAPPOINTED

They Deplore the Reduction In the
Width of Spring Rond Boulevard.
Captain G. J. Fiebeger, secratary of the

highway commission, yesterday forwarded
to the Commissioners the amended map of
the first section of the street extension
plans, together with an explanatory let-
ter. The letter stated that all of the
amendments of the Commissioners were
approved and accepted as part of the
plan; that Crescent and Praspest streets
were to retain their present shape and lo-
catlon, with a slight widening, and that
the Spring road boulevard should be re-
duced in width from 200 feet, ns proposed
by the Commissioners, 1o 180 feet, s con-
templated by law. Reference is made to
the extension of Connecticut avenue, the
commission declding that while it favored
the straight exiension it did nat believe it
had the right to change existing subdivi-
sions made In pursuance of law.

The reduction in width of the Spring road
boulevard by the highway commission was
a great disappointment to the District
Commissioners, It was according to the
idea of Major Powell, the miost important
of all propositions in that sectlon. Such
a houlevard he considers a necessity, as it
connects Soldlers’ Home on the east with
the Rock Creek Park on the west, and
would make a magnificent driveway. The
Commissioners, however, In view of the
fact that the highway commission is heart-
ily in favor of the widening of this road to
20 feet, will petition Congress, as recom-
mended, for authority to widen the road
as originally contemplated.
