Sugar Bounty Ma Shounld He Re-
ferred o' ilb2Becrétary. =
Ex-SBenator Mandefbifn yesterday tele-
graphed Controller ofstfe Treasury Bowler
that he had forwardedine motion‘to refer
the whole ‘question .of «the paymant of the
sugar bounty appropsistion to the Becre-
tary of the Treasury,wn account of the pé-
culiar language of the dppropriation,which,
he claims, takes thesmatter out of the
hands of the régilarmarountimg vffters bi’
the government.. Théllanguage upon which-
the motion is based Is ds follows: _
“The bounty Herefrwaathorized to be paid’
shall :be: pald..upon Tpeesentation. of such
proof of manufscture and production as
shall be required in each cass'by the coms=
missiener of internalre¥enue, with Lthe ap-,
proval of the Becrefary of the Treasury,
and undet such regulaticns as shall be pre-
scribed by the commiissioner of internal
reveniué, with ths approval of the Secre-
tary of the Treasury. And for the pay-
ment of such sugar unty the Secretary
of the Treasury is authorized to draw war-
rants on the treasurer of the United States
for such sums as shall be necessary, which
sums shall bé certified to him by the com-
missioner. of internal revenue, by whom thae
bounty shell be disbursed, and no bounty
shall be allowed or paid to any person as
aforesaid upon sny quantity of sugar less
than 500 pounds.”

If Mr. Manderson's motion prevalls it
will take the questlon of the bounty pay-
ment entirely out of Mr. Bowler's hands.
While the language of the act seems to
glve color for the claim, that the SBecretary
of the Treisury should jssue warranis dl-
rectly on the certificates of the commis-
sioner of [nternal revenue, it 18 pointed out
that the language of this appropriation is
identical with that of the original McKin-
ley bounty, which language was not treated
either by the last or the present admin-
istration, sg taking those disbursements
out of the hards of the regular accounting
officers of the. government.

The Renson Why a Califormia Fost-
master Loat His Head.

Troops. for Fort Hall.

General Coppinger has informed the War
Department that he has ordered two com-
panies of the elghth Infantry to go into
camp at the Fort Hall Indian reservation.
This action Is taken in resgonse to repre-
sentations by the Interlor Dypartment that
the Indians have been ve restive sinve
their return to their reservation after the
Jaekson's Hole affair, and have been repre-
sented as disposed to make trouble unless
steps were immediately taken to punish
the white men wno killed some of their
number.

Testing Machine Guns.

A serles of tests of machine guns was
begun at the Indian Head proving
grounds yesterday. They are expected to
fire about 600 rounds per minute of the
rifie ammunition of .23G of an inch caliber,
now Iin use In the navy. The Browning
automatic, a new single barrel machine
gun, whose charge 1s fired by the pressure
of the powder in the barrel, was the oﬂ{y
one tested today. There was some defect
in the ammunition furnished, however, and
the test was not completed. So far as it
proceeded, the gun gave entire satiafaction.
The defective ammunition was condemned
and a new lot will be ordered. As soon as
it is received the tests will be resumed.

Torpedo Boats Too Slow.

The Navy Department doeg not know
what to do with the torpedo boats built
for the battleships Texas and Maine.
These boats have failed to make the time
required, for torpado service, and thosa de-
signed for the Texas will not be used, and
it I1s probable that those made for the
Maire will not go out with that ship. These
boats cannot make more than eleven or
twelve knots an hour, and, in the opinion
of naval experts, that speed will render
them useless in battle. One of the tor-
pedo boats of the Texas will be on exhibi-
tlon at the Atlanta exposition. It is quite
probable that in the future all of these
torpedo boats will be used at the Annapo-
lis Naval Academy by the cadets.

The FPort Royal Dock.

Unofficial information recelved at the
Navy Department Indicates that the Port
Royal dry dock is not-yet all that it should
be, and possibly, If:an;attempt were made
to dock a big ship like the Indiana or
other rirst-class battleship, thers might be
a great deal of trouble. The weak point
of the doek is at thg enirance, and whether
it is due to the soft condition of the soil
which surrounds the ehtrance or because
there I3 some defect In the building of the
dock will not be made plain until the offi-
cial report of the board. which was present
at the trial is made.
