Natlonal Organizaifon Formed From
ihe Resulis of the Work Done
in the District.

The commitbee in charge are pushing the
arrangements for the first annual conven-
tion of the National Guspel Mission Union,
to be held on the 15th, 16th and 17th of this
month in the Foundry M. E. Church, coraer
kth and G streets northwest. Many favor-
able responses have been reczived from
superintendenis of misslons, matrons of
rescue homes and active Christlan workaors
in various fields of labor. Among the sub-
jects to be discussed aré evangelistic work,
tent work, servicos in halls and cottages,
epen-alr work, Gospel wagon work, how to
deal with seekers, inquiry room, seckers’
form, personal work, how to study the
Bible, the tramp problem, slumming among
depraved men and slumming among aban-
doned women, midnight mission work, uni-
versity settlements, boys' -~ encampments,
children's Christian homes, ete.

The Natlonnl Movements.

The suceess of the Central Unlon Mission
of this city in reaching the unconverted
classes has led tc the conviction that a slm-
flar work may be saccessfully prosecutad in
every city. This mission in len years
has zrown from a very small beginning to
evangelization movement, with a
great building in the ceatzr of the city
and a dozen Lranches In various oiher sec-
tiens, with a well organized corps of work-
ers carrying on almost every concelvable
form of effort to rea:h the unzaved. In
ten years more than (MK persons have
professad  econversion; the cvongrezations
aggregale an altendance of 16,000 an-
nually; about
held; succes=ful evang:listic wvork among
suburban churches has been done, and an
almest

pense in money, the work being almost
wholly done by wvolunteers, without pecu-
nlary compensation, )

After much consultavism with Christian
workers, evangellsis and mission Ieaders in
other cities, an organization has been ef-
fected, to be called  the National Gospel
Mission T'nion. Its object is to Christian-
Ize America, and while It is not restricted
in its agencies and metho<ds, yet Its found-
ers have In mind ssveral important fea-
tures, to which others may be added as oc-
caslon arises.

Objects to Be Attnined.

It is proposed to organize gospel missions
in citles where they are needed and to
secure the fellowekip -and co-operation of
those which already exist, as far as this is
found practicable. A plan will be adopted
wherely existing missions and those which
may hereaiter be formed may become
auxiliary to the nailenal union for pur-
poses of co-operation and mutual benefit.

It is also proposed to organize training
schools for the training of men and women
for this special class of work, so that the
missions of the cities may have competent
superintendents and other helpers.

Another object is to organize corps of
evangelists, who may respond to demands
for special services in charches and mis-
sions.

An important feature will be the fact
of refraining from the organizing of any
churches or anything that would constitute
a rival of eccleslastical bodies. The ef-
fort will be to co-operate with the church-
es and not supplant or compete with them;
to harmonize existing bodies and not to
produce strife; to strengthen and not weak-
en all good agencles, - *

The last ten years have witnessed won-
derful progress in the movement for the
evangellzation of cities, and there Fhas
been a practical demonstration of the fact
that the gospel is powerful In the reclaim-
ing of the lost, even when they have fallen
to the lowest depths ot degradation.

Branches Alrendy Siarted.

Growing out of this national movement,
which was organized last January, a rescue
mission has been established at Alexandria,
Va., and a Central Union Mission has been
established in Pittsburg, Pa. A similar
work has been organized in Philadelphia
under the name of the Cross and Crown
Assoclation. A great work is being organ-
Ized in Baltimere, and Major Hilton is now
in Evansville, Ind., organizing a general city
niission work, under the auspices of this as-
sociation.

SHCOES INGHER IN PRICE.

The Leather Treast is Responsible for
the Prexeist Stnte of Affaira,

Persons whe have beca acceustomod to
wenr the sams style and manufacture of
shoez, one pair after another, have been
somewhat surprised to find that the price
had materially adwanced when -they have
gone to get a new pair ths fall, and there
has been a tendency on the nart of some
to Lelieve that shee dealers had entered
into a sort of a combination to make
greater profits out of the pu’ lic. After
hearing a number of comalaints of ithis
sort a Star reporter determined today to
ascertain the cacse of the increased cost
of shoes and called on JMi. T. B. Snyder
of the firm of Hoover & Snyder, at 1211 F
street  northwest, who knows all -about
shoes, ns the success of the establishment
illustrates. “The advance In the price of
leather is responsible for the higher prices
asked for shoes,” sald Mr. Snyder, in re-
ply to the visitor's Interrogatories. “That
advance is due In part to the diminished
supply of cattle sent to market becepuse of
thke unprofitable character of cattle rais-
ing. but more particularly to the formation
of the leather trust by Chicago partles,
which now controls the market. ]

“There i8 no telling, either, what the
ultimate results will be. Sole  leather
that sold a year age for 17 cents a pound
is8 now selling at 35 and 36 cents. The
same rige heolds good throughout the list
of leathers almeost. Consequently, manu-
facturers have advanced the price of shoes
frcm 12 to 156 per cent. Some deilers
claim to be selling the same shoues now at
the same prices they did formeriy, but
they can't do it. The difference comes out
of the goods in the shoes. We saw this
thing coming last April and gave out large
orders at the prevailing prices. Now we
are retailing a shoe at $ a pair, owing to
this purchase, tinat the same manuflactur-
ers are asking § a pair for wholesale
Manufacturers, too, are very indilfferent
and independent about taking orders,where
they were formerly all anxiety. There is
a scarcity of leather, and a= 1 said beture,
no one can tell when the precent state of
aifairs will stop.

“What are the styles in ghoes? All kinds
are called for. A customer will come in
and get a pair of needle toes and another
will follow and buy a palr of the broadest.
Men and women are alike in this. I think
the tendency, however, is toward a me-
dium toe and that by next spring that
style will be most sought after.”

Perfect Buiter Practically Impossible
to Obtain.

Throughout the local wholssale produce
market there is a firmness and steadiness
which Tmay In a very great measure ke at-
tributed to the cool weather of the past
week. The products most beneficially af-
fected by the change from summear to au-
tumn temparature are bufter and egss.
But, while butter is no. lower and eggs are
higher today, the quality of zach prod-ct
shows an improvement. It is but a slight
improvement in each instance, however.
Yet both will continue to rapidly improve,
ard in a short time it will undoabtedly he
no longer impossible to obtaln perfect
goods, as has been practically the case for
50 many weeks., Peaches are heing re-
ceived in such irregular‘quantitles that no
definite quotations are obtainable, and that
is practically true of pears. The season
for each s about closed. But as those cel-
icacies depart another arrives in the shape
of the turkey. The past summer, it is sail,
was very favorable for turkey raisesrs, and
the fall and winter supply of the national
bird is expected to be more than ordinarily
large. The market contlnues to Le a
grandly supplied one. There is an in-
creased demand throughout, and the lone
is, therefore, unusually healthy and en-
COUraAg.ng.

There may be =said to he a hoom in butter.
There Is a great and increasing demand for
fine goods, but that grade is =till extremely
difficult to obtain, even the best, as well as
the lower grades, showing up Very poar.
Absolutely perfect goods, in fact. command
almozt any price. Below the first grades,
however, the market Is slow. June cream-
ery is be!ng preferred to anyith!ng under
fancy, and June makes are held with in-
creasing confidence. Imitations are show-
ing up poor and weak. Prices show no
change, except in the very highest grades,
which are higher. The market shows an
upward tendency, however. For fancy El-
gn and other western extras 24 eceais a
pound are asked. Choice, 22; firsts. 2); sec-
onds, 17. €ho!ce bakers’ stock, 1214 to 14;
New York tubg, 1T to 20; da'ry print, 16 to
18; western, 10 to 14; Maryland and Vir-
glnia creamery, 15 to 1%; da'ry packed, 13
to 16.

The quality of cheese I3 almost as un-
satisfactory as butter and eggs, although
the cool weather will soon remedy that
fanlt. It shows an upward tendency and
it is today a cent higher, being quoted at
12 cents a pound, New York eslate full
eream, large, 10, and flais, 10 1-2,

While the cool weether has slightly {m-
proved the auality of eggs, they are siill
in very poor condition. They have ad-
vanced in price, and strictly fine zoods are
eelling today at from 17 to 18 cents a
dozen, other grades being from one to two
cents lower. Keat or guinea stock, 7 to 9.

Live turkeys have made their appearance
in sufficient quantity to be gquoted, and
are selllng at frem 8 to 12 cents a pound.
Prices for other poultry remain about as
last quoted. For live spring chickens, 10 to
14 cents a pound are asked; old fowls, 5 to
10; ducks, 9 to 11, and geese, 8 to 10,

Game is fairly plentiful and of average
quality, prices belng about as thnse men-
tioned a week ago. Venison, saddle, per
pound, 18 to 2; whole deer, bucks, per
pound, 8 to 10: *bear, saddle, 10; pheasants,
ol to 6); rabbits, per dozen, $1.25 to $1.00L;
quail, $1.75 to $2.00; wild turkeys, per pound,
10; woodceock, each, 33 1o 40,

No material changes are noled in wveg-
etables, as may Le seen from the following
prices: Cucumbers, i) cents to §1.95 a box:
new potatoes, $1 to $1.75 a barrel; sweet
potatces, red, $1 to $1.55 a bharrel; eastern
shore sweet potatces, $1.50 1o §2 a barrel;
