Ninety-Five Persons Killed in the
Recent Riots.

CONSTANTINOPLE, October 8—It Is re-
perted that serious disturbances I::etwean
the Armenians and the Turks have brok:n
out at Sives, Van and Bitlis, three of the
leading citles of Armenia.

The guardahips of the various powers are
moored at Galata In order to e in a posi-
tion to rander ald to the foreign residents
in case it is needed.

A council of ministers has been held at
the palace In order to conzider the terms
of the note submitted (o the porte by the
envoys of the six powers.

There have been no further disturbances
of a rerfous nature here. The Armenian
shops at Stamboul and Galata are closed.

Later In the day, however, the patrol of
this city was strengthened by additional
forces of Infantry and cavalry.

The sultan has twice sent Artin Pasha to
the patriarchate in order to co-operaie
with the patriarch In the latter’s efforts (o
induce the Armenlans who have sougnt
refuge in the churches to return to their
homes. All efforts in this direction, how-
ever, have proved futlle, the Armeniaas
declaring that they have no confideace of
protection made by the Turkish goveen-
ment. -

In all ninety-five bodies have he=n dellv-
ered to officials of the patriarchate by or-
der of the sultan, and it is claimed that
they represent all the Armenfans killed
during the recent rloting.

Fuad Pasha has gone to the Dardanelles
in order to inspect the forts there, and a
number of torpedoes have becn forwarded
to the stralts.

PARIS, October R.—The Eclair this morn-
ing declares that the powers have declded
to summon the porte to submit categorical-
1y to the reforms demanded by the admin-
istration of Armenin.

No Attempt to Secure It Until Congre-s
Shall Assemble.

An Interesting Precedent Found in
Archives of the Siate De-

pariment.

Gonzales de Quesada, secretary of the
Tuban revolutionary party, with head-
quarters in New York, has been in Wash-
ington recently on private husiness. He did
not see Sccretary Olney, nor were any steps
taken toward securing the recognition of
the Cuban Insurgents as belligerents. Mr,
Quesada had come on to altend the trial of
the Cuban filibusters at Willmington, and
extended his trip to Washington to see
friends.

T'he policy of the Cubans in seeking recog-
nition of the United States has been out-
lined substantially as follows: No appli-
cation will be made to the executive branch
of the government until Congress asseni-

bles. It is the feeling that even if the ex-
ecutive authorities were disposed to recog-
nize the Cubans, the action would involve
such grave responsibility that the executive
branch would desire to have the co-opcra-
tion and support of Congress. Care will
be taken, also, Lo see that there is uniform-
ity in the steps proposed to Congress. In
ithis way the mistakes made at the time of
the last Cuban uprsing will be avoided.
At that time there were no less than forty
different Caban resolutions referred to the
House committee on foreign amairs, pro-
posing recognition, arbitration and many
other plans, all intended to favor Cuba.
In the end this diversity of proposals pre-
vented an agreement on any one ¢ourse.
An Intercsting Precedent.

In connection with the probable presenta-
ticn of the subject to Congress and the ex-
ecutlve branch an Interesting precedent
has been found in the archives of the State
Department. It Inveolves the recognition by
President Monroe of the South and Central
Amerlcan republics when they broke away
from Spain. The Spanish minister at Waan-
ington made the most urgeni protest, to
which John Quiney Adams, Sccretary of
State, replied, stating the policy of this
governmant In giving recognition. The
propositions then sdvanced by Spain and
the replies made by the United States are
sald to be exactly parallel in the state-
ments of facts to the status of the Cuban
affair today.

President Monroe sent a message to Con-
gress in March, 1822, In which he proposed
the recogiition of the insurgent govern-
ments in Spanish America, as then desig-
nated, ard including Mexico, Peru, Chilas,
Cclombia, Brazil and ether countries. On
March 9, 185, Senor Anduaga, the Spanisin
minister, addressed a letter to Sscretary
Adams, expressing his astonishment at the
course of the Presldent. After ceciting
many acts of Kindness Bpain had done for
the [ nited States, the minister said:

“But even admitting that morality ought
to yield to policy, what is the present stale
of Spanish America and what are its gov-
ernments to entitle them to recognition?
Burenos Ayres is sunk in the most completse
anarchy, and each day =ees new despots
produced, who disappear the next. Peru,
confgquered by a rebel army, has near the
gates of its capital a Spanish army. In
Chile, an individual suppresses the senti-
mernts of the people. ©On the coast of
Firma, also, the Swvanish banners wave.
The insurgent generals everywhere are oc-
cupled with quarrels among themselves.
In Mexico therz is no government. Where
then are the governments which ought to
he recognized?”

General Principles Laid Down.

Secretary Adams’ answer is dated April
6, 1822, He says ne at once laid the Span-
ish minister's letier before the President.
The latter desires the friendliest relations
with Spain. But in recognizing the south-
ern countries, the President had been gov-
erned by facts, which, Mr. Adains points
out, are guite different from the facts set
forth by the minister, Mr. Adams lays
down the general principles governing the
recognition of the new countries. One is
the principle of right, the other the prin-
ciple of fact. The Secretary says that the
United States has carefully refrained from
taking any part in the outbreak, and has
maintained a most impartial neutrality.
But the contesis have proceeded until the
insurgent countries have set up their own
governments and have successfuily resisted
Spain. These are conditions of fact, and
they are such as to entitle the insurgent
countries to recognition. BJr. Adams adds:

“The government of the United Stales,
far from consulting dictation of a policy
questionable in its morality, has yielded to
an obligation of duly of the highest or-
der, by recognizing as Independent states
nations, which, afier deliberately asserting
their right to that character, have main-
tained and established it against all the
resistance brought to oppose it. This is
the mere acknowledgment of existing facts
with a view to the regular establishment
with the natlons newly formed of those re-
lations, political and ceremonial, which 1t is
the moral obligation of civilized and Chris-
tian nations to entertain reciprocally with
each other.”

CUBAN RECOGNITION

Rev. T. De Witt Talmage Comes to
Washington and Accepts the Call,

WASHINGTON PRESBYTERY APPROVES

Brief But Interesting Proceadinzs

Held at Kensington.

OTHERBUSINESS TRANSACTED

Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage., the well-known
divine, {8 now a member of the presbytery
of Washington cily and has formally ac-
cepted a call as co-pastor of the First Pres-
byterian Church. All this was done at a
meeting of the presbytery, which was heid
this morning, in the Warner Memorial
Church at Kensington, Md.

Dr. Talmage and his two daughters ar-
rived In the city this morning and were
met at the train by Mr. James l.. Norris,
Rev. Adolos Allen, co-pestor of the First
Presbyterian Church, Dr. G. F. Johnston
and Erskine M. Sunderland. The party
went Lo the Arlington, and after breakfast
Dr. Talmage and Mr. Allen took the train
for Kensingion. Upon thelr arrival at the

Rev. Dr. Luccock
wanted to know about these deaconesses
and Rev. Mr. Rathbun responded that there
was nothing about them that he knew of
except that they were ordained just as Lhe
elders were. He said that the general as-
sembly had taken no action in the matter
and he knew of no law of the church which
forbade deaconesses, and #o they had been
ordained, It was suggested that some in-
gulry be made as to the laws of the church
on thia subject, and Dr. Hamiin expressed
the opinion that If such an inquiry was go-

He thinks that perhaps it
would be wise to wait unt:l he has lived here
scme time befure making permanent ar-
rangements.

HUNTING

KILLED WHILE

Edwarl Yeatman of Washington Acci-
dentally 8hot in West Virginia.

He Wax on the Way Home and in

Pulling His Gun Over n.l'lul.'k
DMnscharged Tt

The news reached Washington this morn-
ing that Edward Clemenis Yeatman, the
well-known wheelman, wag shot yesterday
and instantly killed while ?ul.huming near
Charlestown, Jefferson county, W. Va.

The meager Information. réceived here
about the sad tragedy Is to the effect that
the unfortvnate young man had been on a
gunning expeditlon all day and was on his
way liome late in the afternoon when-the
accidental discharge of hia gun kiiled him.
Acvcording to the account from this source
Yeatman was climbing over the rocks on
the side of the mountain, and in attempting
to pull his mun ever tine Tock the weapon
was accldentally discharged.

The deceased was beyond doubt the most
popular wheelman in this ¢lty, although he
was only about twenty-two years old. He
kad made for himself a record on the bi-
eyecle track of which any “cyelist might
Justly be proud. He was the holder of the
American twenty-four hour record, which
he had keid for more than 4 year. This
record he made on the Conduit road, when
he w®ecled over 311 miles. Besldes this, he
had participated in and won honors at races
helia both here and in the neighboring
sLates.

For some time he was in the bicyvele busi-
ness here, his store being on G street north-
west between 4th and 5th stréets. Later he
went In the service of the Rambler Com-
pany, ard about three months ago he went
to Charlustown, where he eptered the bi-
cyele esiablishment of Barp & Co., who
handle Rambler bieyeles, \

Young Yeatman had been at Charlestown
only a shurt time when he participated in
a Zi-mile mateh road race, and won the
race, his competitor being the champlon
rider of the state of West Virginla.

Iis Record as & Wheelman.,

Young Yeatman, as stated, was one of
the best-kncwn wheelmen in Washington
and one of the most popular. He was &
son of Mr. 8. M. Yeatman of the Interior
Department, and although quite young he
had been for a number of years past a
prominent rider, He was a charter mem-
ber of the Columbia Cycle Club and of the
Washirgton Road Club, to which he still
belonged. Young Yeatman had distin-
guished himself on the traek, and twice
held the twenty-four-hpur champlionship
of America. It was wrested from him
once by Fister, the local crack. but last
year he won it back again, breaking the
record with a run of a bit over 330 miles.
Te lost It afterwards. Yeatman was for-
merly in the employ of the Rambler Com-
pany, but last spring he went to Charles-
town, where he went into the bleyele busi-
ness on his own account as sn agent. At
the time of his death he held the twenty-
five-mile record of West Virginia.

lands.
What Japnn Intends to Do.

It iz a aiplomatic secret that it is the in-
tention of Japan to do this at the earliest
opportunity. It Is a part of the Japanese
pollicy of acquisition, luoking to the expan-
sion of their power and the development of
commercial importance among the nations,
to get pessession of these islands, occupying
the position they do on the highway of
commerce. They regard Hawall as a valu-
able strategic position for the gratitication
of their ambitlon to become a naval and
commercial power.

What the attitude of the Unlted Stutes
will be urder this administration is a2 n
ter of doubt, but it is cxpected that Alr.
Cleveland will be contronted with the ques-
tion hefore long. Congress has declared
that no foreign power should be permitted
to take pussession of these islands, and the
admimstration will probably feel bound by
this declaration to take & position diffvrent
from that which it has heretofore held in
relation to Hawaii.

A WONDER STONE.
Mr. Fogleman's Appenl to the Secre-
tary of the Interior.

In his mail this morning Secretary Smith
had a letter from William Fogleman of
Homestead, Pa. Mr. Fogleman is doubtless

The advertisement,
a copy of which Mr. Fogleman inclosed to
Mr. 8mith, which magnetized Mr. Fogle-
man's quarter of a doliar, pictures the dis-
tress of shaving with a razor, dwelling on
the cuts, pulls, skips and scrapes, as well
as the excess and taste of the lather that
gets into the mouth, nostrils and ears.
‘Lhen the pleture turns to the comfort, the
delight, the painless ecstasy of the “wonder
stone,”” which causes the beard to melt
from off the face df the most stubborn and
Esau-like cuticule. Belleving what he read
i this family paper, Mr. Foglcman indicted
a letter, forwarded the 23 cents necessary
to pay for the wonder stone and waited for
its coming. Weeks have passed and the
magic implement of rellef has not yet been
sent to him.

Now Mr. Fogleman invokes the strong
right arm of the government to right the
wrong, and visit a just and exemplary pun-
ishment upon the authors of his discom-
fiture and loss.

Public Rosms No Lonzer Closad to Minors
by Law,

Judges Kimball Regretfolly Invali-

dates n Praisewoerthy Regalation

of the Conmmmissioners.

Judge sKimball in the Police Court this
afterncon vendered an Important decision
in a case invoelving a charge of violating
the police regulations relating to minors In
pcol rooms. The judge held that the Com-
missioners bhad no power to make such a
regulation, and hereafter minors may play
pool, billiards and other games in public
reums.

In the case before the court Dennis Con-
neil was the defendant. Lawyer Osecar
Nauck represented him, and made a fight
o1 the law.

It was charged that the defendant vio-
lated the law, which says:

“It shall not be lawful for the proprictors
of billiard tables, pool tables, hagatelle
tables, jenny-lind tables or other like ta-
hles, shufile-boards and bowling alleys sKept
for public hire and gain in the Distriet of
Cclumbla to allow any person under the
age of twenty-one years to play at any
krame of billiards, pool, shuffle-board cr
any game that may be plaved on sucn ta-
hles or hoards, or play at bowls on said
alleys, or permit such person to come Into
or remaln In their pool rooms, salyons or
lowling alleys; and all such places siall
he closed during the entire twenty-four
beurs of each and every Sunday, and nlso
during the hours that bar rooms are re-
quired to be clozed.”

Th2 cecond section cf the act reads:

Any peraon violating the provisions of
this section shall, en conviction, he punish-
ed by a fine not lues than $5 nor more than
$10, aad shall, in addition, forfeit his or
her license, ir the discretion of the Com-
m ssloners.

When counsel for the defendant had con-
cludaed his argument Mr. Pugh £aid he had
always been afrald that this point would
be raised, and virtually admitted that the
point was weil taken.

Thic particular regulation It appeared
was made under the congreszsional wct gi
ing the Commissioners power to make ce
tain laws respecling the safe.y of persor
at theaters and pullic places.

Judge Kimball's Regrets.

This act, Judge Kimball held, did not
give the Commissioners the specific power
lo regulate pool rocms in this way.

S0 far as he was concerred, he was ex-
tremely sorry that the point had been
raised, for next to boys in bar rooms he
thought this evil was the worst

The regulation was a wi€e one, and he
certainly hoped Congress would make a
law at the coming session for the protec-
tion of the boys.

ilis holding completely invalidates the
law, and the judee could do nothing other
than dismiss the case.

Feen prosecuted and fined, but not until

Although the law is not an old one, 1here
were some Koepers of the more regpectable
ponll reoms who never permitted bove in
their places, but others had boys as thenr
only customers,

In some of them the boys loafed about
the rooms, smoked clgarettes and indulged
In and heard nothing but profanity, while
at some of these places, it is statel, tney
were permitted to send out for buckets of
beer.

This practice, the police say, accounted
for some drunkenness among hoys, =nd
they are extremely sorry that the law hLas
been invalidated.

GOVERNMENT PRIXTING OFFICE.

Col. Wilson's Report of the Work of
Repair and Enlargement.

Col. J. M. Wllton has made a report to
the chief of engineers in regard to the oper-
atlons for the repair and enlargement of
the government printing oflice during the
month of September. He says that opera-
tions have been In steady progress, hoth by
coniract and hired labor. Material is pur-
chased by contract, except in cases of
emergency. The brick wall on the west
erd of the H street gection has been pierced
to admit brackets of steel work of six-
stery  fire-proof structure on site of old
stahles. The fire escape on the west side of
the prinling office, which was partially re-
moved while the new steel frame was being
crected, has been restored 1o its originad
condition s=o far as possible,

Removal of the Braces.

“As several of. the steel wind braces,
ilaced In the new building bLetween the
southwest and south canter building, in or-
der to give it all possible strength, have
been removed since the structure passed
from the charge of this office,” says Col.
Wilson, “the matter was reported to the
chlef of engineers, with request that the
engineer cfficer In charge of the construc-
ticn might be relleved from respons!bility
for. any accident or damage that might
eventually result from the cutting away of
these wind braces. At the new building
upon the site of the government printing
office stables, the erection of the steel
frame has been In progress, and the base-
ment, first and second story, and part of
the third story columns, girders and beams
are In position. Progress has been some-
what slow and unsatisfactory, and the con-
tractors have been delayed by a suit in the
Police Court of this city, under the eight-
hour law. The case was dismissed, as the
corstruciion was deemed to come under the
emergency class. Owing to the delay on the
part of the steel contractors, the United
States has been unable to receive brick un-
der the various contracts, having no room
for storage. The ornamental terra colta,
the stone steps, sllls, etc.,, have been re-
celved and stored in and around the build-
ing. Proposals have been Invited for ma-
terials for roof covering, ete. Mortar boxes
have been prepared, and arrangements
made for commenclng brick work eariy in
October. The probable operations for Oe-
tober are to complete steel frame; to com-
mence and push forward brick and stone
work; to invite proposals for iron stalr-
ways, and to continue the preparation of
plans and details for interior work,"”

The Ex-Senator Passed Away at
1 0'Clock Today.

THE FINAL SCENE AT CHAMBERLINS

Members of His Family Assemble
_at the Death Bed.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR BURTAL

Gen. William Mahone of Virginia dled
this afternoson at 1 o'clock in his rooms at
Chamberlin's Hotel, after lying In an un-
coenscious condition for fortyv-eight hours,

When Drs. Baker and Wales called altsr
breakfast todayv and held their usual morn-
ing consultation they announced 1o the
family that Gen. Mahene's death would he
a question of but a few hours. Af that
time he was in an unconscious condition
and showed cnly feecble signs of life. His
eyes were clised, his body motionless and
the only irdication that life was not ex-
tinet was a feeble and barely perceptible
pulse, telling to the sorrowing watchers hy
his bedside that the heart was still doing
its function. The doctors pronounced cim
beyond human aid, and sald there was no
oceasion for them to stay, bhut that they
would call at intervals during the day.

During the day there were present at
Gen, Mahone's bedslde his wife, his daugh-

ter. Mrs. MoGill: his two sons, Butler and
William Muahone, jr.;: his nephew, Mr. Will-
ilum Marnery, and his rn;'m'er private sec-
retary, Col. Rogers. The patient received
all the ministrations that an affectionats
family can give a beloved father and hus-
band, and all during the morning, as his
life was ehbing away, the family walched
hopefully for some spark of returning con-
sclousness lefore the end should come.
{3en. Mahone did not regaln consciousness,
nowever, anid at 1 o'clork passed peacefully
away, the traunsition frem life 10 death
coming quietly without an effort. Only
the members of the family were present
at that time.

General Mahone was stricken with paral-
veEis some time between midnight Sunday,
September 29, and Monday morning, Sep-
tember 3. He was found in his room
Monday morning by his son, Butler Ma-
here, who called, according to his c¢ustom,
to see his father. At the moment it was
thought nothing serious had occurrad, but
a little later it was found that General
Mahone was paralyvz:d on his right stde
and could not talk.” Dr. Wales and Dr.
R. W. HIaker were summcned ami pro-
notnced it paralysis. His wife and family
were summoned to his side, and the best
possible care was taken of the patient,

He did not svifer any pein, and made his
wants known by nodding his head in an-
swer to the anxious questions put to him.
The next morning Gen. Mahene's condl-
tion showed slight improvement. He par-
tially regainad the use of his tongue and
managed to articulate a few wornlds. He
could alsns use hig right arm and shook
hands with his son Willlam, who arrived
The doctors did not hold out
any encouragement of his complete recov-
ery, however, for the paralysis was too
extensive. They thought he might partial-
Iy rally, but that he would ncver be well
Thelr prophecy received early fultillment.
Gen. Mahone began to sink rapidly within
twenty-four hours and continued te grow
vorse. Last Sunday morning he lapsed
into unconsclousness and It was no longer
pogsible to administer nourishment. He
continued to fail without pause until death
came,

To Be Buried at Petershurg.

Gen. Mahone's r1emains will be removed
to his old heme at Petersburg for inter-
ment. The family will leave Washingtoa
at 4:30 o'vclock tomorrow morning with the
bedy, arriving at Petersburg at 10 o'clock.
The funeral will be held at 4 in the after-
ncen at St. Paul’'s Episcopal Churcn, and
interment will be made in the family lot.
The surviving members of his old army
brigade will carry the remains to the grave
and the officers of that brigade =till alive
will set as honorary pallbearers.

Gen. Mahone's Carcer.

Gen. Mahone's life and pubiic services
have be=n sketched at length in The Star
recently. A gencral outline of his life
shows that he first came Ito public prom-
irence during the attack on Petershurg,
after the explosion of the crater, when his
cfforts and valiant lighting in commatd of
a confederate divizion enabled the confed-
erates to foll the plons of the Unlon forces
in capluring the city. He entered politics
after the war and immediately ook a
‘ominent Yart in the struggles of the day.
irginla was at that time laden with an
enornous debt, that soon becaine the issus
of vital importance between the political
parties. Bo great was the burden that there
was forined a faction of the democrats,
who called themselves readjusters, favor-
ing aljudication of the state debt on a
basis that meant partial repudiation. Will-
fam Mahone was the leader of this wing

of the par ind a tuslon was formced with
the republican wvote of the state, which
alone could not carry an election. His rec-

ord during the war had endeared him to
the people of the state, and his views to-
wird the freed negroes muude him a power
anfong those newer citizens of the com-
monwenlth, He had in the beginning of
the rew era favored falr and egual treat-
ment for the hlack man, and be had insist-
ed upcn an honest count of their baliots
in his own county, where excellent schools
had been provided for them.

Under these circumstances the readjuster-
republican comhbination was extraordinarily
effective.  In INTY this was accomplished.
The state was carried and Willlam Mahone
the fusion ticket the

was clected on 10
United States Senate,
Goen, Mahone served as Senator until

March, 1857, having been defeated for re-
election. Since that time he has made his
home malinly In this city, and has pluyved
an important part in the political course of
Virginia.
