REPORTS SHOW A FAVORABLE OUTLOOK

An Address by the Oldest Living
Harvard Graduate.

ALL FAVOR CHRISTIAN UNITY

Thers was nnother very large audience
nt Metzerott Hall this morning for the sec-
ond day's seasionz of the mational confer-
ence of Unitarian and other churches. Bev-
eral papers of mcre than passing Interest
were presented and lstencd te with the
clozest nitentton, The merning session was
opened with a brief religious service con-
ducted by Rev. Stephen H. Cump of Brook-
lyn. This was followed by a masterly pa-
per on the subject of the life and character
of Chriat, as Mustrated In the New Testa-
ment, by Rev, Dr. Furnesa of Philadelphia,
Dr. Furness is ninety-three years of age
and the oldest llving graduate of Harvard
Unlversity, having recelved hia degree from
that Institution just seventy-five years ngo.
Notwithstanding his advanced years, Dr.
Furness spoke in o voice that was easily
audible all over tha hall. He remained
seated while delivering his address, but
read his paper without the use of glasses
He expressed the opinlon that all churches,
Catholic and Protestant, regardless of dog-
ma und creed, are advancing the cause of
God on earth. *No one of education,” he
sald, “belleves In miracles, especially when

they are reported from remote and distant
perleds.  Miracles, which are but violations
of natural laws, are out of harmony with
all known or probable truths. Jesus saw
God in man as no one else ever did."”

About Miracles.

Miracles, Dr. Furnesa said, ore the re-
eults of unauthenticated traditlon, sod
most of what was written about Jesus
probably appeared soon after His death.
Before His death there were some thou-
gands who believed in Him os faithfully as
dinl His disciples. But It was thought that
Jesus would appesr again in that some
generation as the Messiah, and conse-
quenily the writings about Him which had
been prepared were not regarided as of any
great Importance, When He did not reap-
pear o greater value was attached to the
writings of the many. So the gospels de-
rived thelr importance, and yet Matthew
wae tha only one of the four who was very
climely connected with Jesus. There was
littla or ro attempt at chronological order
in the and from these it Is practl-
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cally Impoasible to estlmate the length of
time that Jesus' public life continued. Yet
the surprise ond beauty of it all ig that
frem thls undesigned narratlve we gather
#uch o wenderfully clear ldea of the life
and character of Jesus,

The time s coming, said Dr. Furnees,
when mun will be s0 one with God that
there will be no need for formal ohserv-
ances, and we ghall be in harmony with
Him and with all mankind. The apprecia-
tion of the absurdity of relylng upon the
sword a8 a means for securing completa in-
ternational justice I8 rapldly hastening the
day when arbitration will ba the scceptad
means of gettling all International disputes.

At the cancluslon of this addreas, up‘!ll
the lon of the m-
mitiee, fifteen minutes wers a.llotted. 1o
& committes consisting of Mr. E. Has-
kell of Boston, Prof. Evereit of Harvard
and Rev. Mr. Slicer of Buffalo to sat farth
the claims of “The New World,” whicn is
planned as a non-sectarian and liberal re-
view of religlon and lterature, In this, it
was clalmed, Is to be found the last word
in the higher criticlsm. It was recom-
mended that a guarantea fund be raised,

Church Unity.

Before proceeding to the regular order of
business Mr. George W. Bione of Hoston,
treasurer of the assoclation, azked leave to
introduce a resolution. Its reading was
greeted with anthuslasiic applause. It was
referred to the business committee without
debate. The preamble and resolution as re-
ported back to the conference later and
adopted weare as follows:

The first of these speakers was Hev.
Cras. W. Wendte of Oaklund, Cal., super-
intendent for the Pacific coast, whose name
hes been prominently mentioned as a pos-
gible successor to Dr. Shippen as pastor of

All Bouls’ Church of this city. He s u
mest attractive aspeaker, and would un-
doubtedly make a very popular pastor. He

spoke of the progress and possibilitics of
Unitarlaniam In the states of Califoruia,
Oregon and Washington, The intellectunl
character of the people of these states, he
gadd, makes this faith particularly sulted
to thelr needs. There is mot & town of
5,000 inhabitants where a Unitarlan so-
claty could not be successfully Kept up. Of
all the churches which have been started
but one has gone up, and that waa the one
that went np In flames at San Ddego. Mr.
Wendte gpoke At some Iength of the meth-
oda that might be adopted to further the
work In this section, and he laid especial
stresa upon the desirabllity of Ilawug some
of the di Unitarian 8 of the
cost vielt the Pacific coast to show the
people of that section what an intellectual
set of men are in this church.
In the Sounth and Weat.

Rev. George L. Chaney of Atlania, Ga,,
department superintendent of the southern
states, gpoke of the outlook for Unitarianism
in that part of the country. The times were
never more propltioug, he sald, and with the
wonderful advance in the south mlong all
lines the Unitarian Church is presented with
an epportunity such as it has naver had hbe-
fore. Fifteen years ago there were but two
Unitarien churches in all the south land;
now there {a a line extending from Baltimore
on the north to San Antonio on the south-
west, The harvesi is ripe for the slckle, und
should be garnered without delay.

“The Opportunities of the Uniltarian
Chureh In the Great Middle West” was the
subject of an addressz by Rev. Trowbrldge
B. Forbush of Chicago. He gave a s.milarly
hopeful view of the situation In his reld of
work. There should be twenty inlsalonaries
in that section, he said, instead of two, @8
at present. They would find all the work
they could do ready to their hands, not only
on Sundays, but on week days as well. An
occasional service would soon develop a
need for & regular church; the misslonary
would soon become an itinerant, to be suc-
ceaded in turn by the permanent pasior.
What is wanted in the west, loweyer, Is
not a mere theory of negation, but an active
relglon. The people want a church, nut
merely a lecture hall. If this be furnished.
the future of Unltarianism in the west is
sure,

Hev. A. W. Gould of Chicago also spoke of
the work in the west He sald that, In his
cpinion, the money which had been poured
fromthe east into that section had done more
Farm than good, by tending to pauperize
the churches and making them dependent
vpon outside ald. Whenever this ald had
been withdrawn the churches had quickly
shown that they could take care of them-
zelves. “The west,” said Mr. Gould, “‘has
to pay for everything else; it can afford to
pay for any religlon it wants. What we
need 18 not more money, hut more religion.”™
In eoncluston, Mr. Gould discussed the
problem of how best to educate the chil-
dren Into the Unitarian Church.

Hev. ). M. Wilson of Hoston spoke briefly
of the situatlon in New England, the
stronghold of Unitarlaniam.

Unitarinn Mlsslon Work.

Fev, 10, W. Morehouse, superintendent of
church extenzion work in the department
of the middle states and Canada, spoke on
“0ur Misslonary Methods.” After describ-
ing the faulty methods that have been pur-
eued In the past, he procesded to advocate
the adoptlion of & more business-like policy
for the future, Instead of dividing their
energles and regolurces Among & Ereat many
feeble migsionary undertakings, each be-
gun and prosecuted by a single misslonary,
he would have all the missionary resources
and efforta of the denomination concen-
trated each year upon & few Important
gtrategle polnts. By this means, he con-
tended, allthough fower new and struggling
movements would be reported ench year,
very many more self-suppor &, vigoroos
and useful churches would. In the course of
a few years, be successfully established.
Mr. Morehouse closed his address as fol-
lows:

*Such, az I have tried to describe them,
are the missionary methods which 1 heliove
are demanded by the conditions which con-
front us todav. No Intelligent cbzerver of

the signs of the times will deny that in the
present state of knowledge and religlous
thought

a great reconstructive movement
on has become a mecessity. Who
ad it? An attitude of wider hos-
pitality to the truth than ours no one can
occupy. ‘To more inclusive principles of in-
tellectual freedom no one can hold, To a
freer spirit and & higher ethical alm In re-
liglon and life no one appears to have vet
attained. And since by nathing short of
truth untrammeled, of intellectual freedom
of the most Ilnclusive range, of a spirit the
broadest and most catholle, and of ethical
aims the most righteous, will the true con-
structive movement in religlon be inspired
and directed, why may we not hope to hear
an honorahble part In the van of this great
movement that Is destined—If we are faith-
ful to our ftrust—to establish religion on
broader and firmer foundations than ever,
gnd make It o mightier force for good In
shaping the destinies of mankind? If we
aru but trus to the great opportunity that

the present conjunctlon of circumstances
opena to ug, we can make the faith and
the principles which we hold an unspeak-
able blessing to the world. If we fall In our
duty at this juncture, we must expect ta
B€e  the present movement in religious
thought deflected from.ils rightful course
by the unethical, tr -ukn- rificing compro-
mise methods and deals of so-called liberal
orthodoxy. If that takes pluce, the fri-
wmph of our principles and our ideala will
be postponed perkaps for' two or three cen-
turles. The present, then, is the nuspicious
time for us to put forth our efforts in a
measure commensurale to the groatness of
our um:urtunlu aml of the end 1o Le at-
tained.”
