1o be changed,’” ete.

He furthermore sald: “You will consider 1t
ag the capital of a great nation, advancing
with unexampled rapidity in art, in com-
merce, in wealth, and in population, and
nossessing within  ftself those resources
which, If not thrown away or lamentably
misdirectad, will secure to it & long course
of progperity and sslf-zovernment.”

The House of Representatives, In thelr
angwer (o the sbove speech, spald: “The
fingl estahlishment of the seat of the na-
tional government, which has now taken
place in the District of Columbia, 18 an
event of no small Importance in the politi-
cul transactions of the country. A consid-
eration of these powers, which have been
vested in Congress over the District of Co-
lumbia, will not escape our attention: mor
shall we forget that in exercising these
powers & regard must be had to those
events which will necessarily attend the
capital of America.”™

I have no doubt but that such an exhibi-
tion would redound to not only our own
ardvantage and advancement. bul to the
