The sesslons of the closing day of the
nztional eorference of Tlnitarian and other
Christinn churches began at U o'clock this
morning at Metzerott Hall in the presence
of another large sudience. The work of
the day began with a devotlonal service,
conducted by Rev. Edward Hall of Orange,
N, J. During the hour there were eloquent
and earnest addresses on the subject of
man's relation to God by Rev. Mr. Calthrop
of Eyracuse, N. Y., and Rev. Mr, Richard
W. Boynton of Massachusetts.

As has been the case at all the day ses-
slong of the confercnce, the audience this
morning was made up largely of women,
who evinced the deepest Intersst In all
the proceedings.

The principal business of the morning con-
sigted of the reading of papers by several
of the leading divines who are In attendance
upon the confersnce.

President Frizzell of Hampton College ex-
tended a cordial lovitation 1o all delegates
10 pay a visit t3 that [nstitutlon during
their stay in this part of the country. At
‘the conclusion of hiz Lrief remarks a reso-
lution was mtroduced by Hev. 8. J. Bar-
rows expressing the sympathy of the con-
ference with the Armenians,

Symputhy for the Armeninns,

The resolution, which was referred to the
business committee, was as follows:

Resolved, That this conference extend Its
deep sympathy to the suffering people of
Armenla, whose loyalty to thelr Christian
faith has brought upon them anew the
terrible rigors of persecutlon from which
they have suffered for centuries. In the

Rev. Mr. Brown's Essay.
The first of the essayists of the morning
was Rev. Howard N, Irown of Boston,
who rpoke on the topie, “The Holy Spirit.”

In the course of his address Mr, Brown gald

that a sufficient definitlon for present pur-
peees bz to say that the Holy Spirit Iz Gol
mi manifest in the mind and soul of
man, The basla of beliel in the Holy Spivit
15 the consclousness and experfence of the
race, They who ideny or question the fit-
iess of this werd “holy™ vacd in this con-
nection have no right to digcredit evidence
gaited frem the life of humanity because
of an alleged lack of evidence in the ont-
ward world, If nature be godless it is all
the more eertaln that what is best in the
I'fe of man is not derived from netore
alene, One great adventage of the doctrine
of the Holy Spirlt at this time [ that it
dceas not profess too much: In effect it
only aska men to Assume that a principle
of actual goodness is planted in the nature
of things, and this supplies what is of first
importance—a working hypothesls that widl
support good endeavor,

Beyond (his It 1s a positive Implication of
the deetrine that we may trust the Im-
prlses of our higher nature, as we trust the
wisdom of the Instinets springing from the
lower nature. Bt means that, though not
ertirely free from error, the voice of con-
sclence is i the main the volee of God. It
= ahw @ basls for hope in the future; for
what the Holy Spirit desires to build that
the future will svrely see.

Mr. Gaanett on “Incarnation,™

“Incarnation’” was the subject allotted 1o
Rev, Mr. William ©. Gannett of Rochesler,
N. Y. His appearoce upon the platform
evoked enthusinstic applavse on the part of
the audience,

“God and man"” said Rev. Mr. Gannett,
“are in eszence one, Man must rely upon
imagery to deplet the unknown in terms
of the known. So we pleture God in the
form of man. To say that God made man
of His own likeness Is but o say the same
thing the othor way sround. If man koow
anything higher than man he would have
figured his gods in its Hkeness, but as he
did not he was compelled to eontent him-
=elf “Ilh depicting  the gods in human
guise."”

Mr. Gannett discussed in a scholarly man-
ner the subject of anthropomorphism, The
crient, he sald, loves the idea of the incar-
natton amd has what It loves. But it i=
the Roman and Greck conceptlons of the
incarnation that we are mare famlliare
with. So he came down to the subject In
modern Christianity, which, he sald, more
than any other form of religion had reabiz-
ed the man-likeness of God, The necegsary
elements to the Christian conception were
furnighed by thesJews and by the Greeks,
and from the mingling came our ke 5
Jew furnished the physical, the G
eplritual. Son of man—Jew. Son of God—
Greek. Figuration—Jew; Lransh tion—

The closing address of this Interesting, if
rather deep series, was dellvered by Ray.
