The Commissioners consider each recom-
mendation important to the best interests

Perhaps of all the récommendations sub-
mitted, the one asking for an appropriation
of £L1miE0 for completing the sewerage
system of the clty and the item of §1(K0,-
000 for constructing trunk sewers outside
of Washington are the most imporiant
ftems. Many people believe that the ty-

The proposition plainly was this: That
Great Britaln would be satisfied If this coun-
try would permit her, without Interference
on our part, to take possession by force of
all the terr'tory she claims from Venezuela,
and would agree to the jolnt construction
and ownership of the Nicaraguan canal,
She would then pledge herself not to sesk
the acqusition of any more territory on this
continent, and would recognize and join us
in enforcing the Monroe doctrine. Tt was
represented that the governmenia of Bouth
and Central America are irresponsible and
do not afford proper protéction to foreigners
and forelgn interests, and that Oreat Britain
and the United States should join in compel-
Hng proper respect to the citizens or subjects
and the Interests of the United States and
Great Hrluain, one country or the other to
maintain a naval force in the viclnity to
protect the Intereats of citizens of either
country.

The Alternative FPresented.

Tt was intimated that unless such an ar-
rangement could be made Great Hritain
would not recognize the Monroe doctrine as
havirg any force, and that she would be
compelled to take such steps as she deemed
necessary fo protect British interests on
thls continent. This suggestlon I8 treated
28 havivg no reference to the letter of
Secretary Olney on the subject of the Mon-
roe doctrine, and s entirely Informul. The
tone of the delayed reply to Mr. Oloey's
letter will, however, be influenced by the
manner in which this informal suggestion
Iz received. Being satiefied that the United
Blates will not consider a proposition for an
alliance, probably none will be formally
made, and the subject will be ignored as it
never broached. The reply.io Mr. Olney 1s
expected 1o be simply the allernative prop-
ceition, that Great Britain cannot recognize
the Monroe doetrine, and will protect her
interests In her own way,

Under new rogu-
latlons issued they are required when they
come In from a trip to remove the cart-
ridges from their Winchesters and revel-
vers amd examine the shooting iroms and
ammunitiong.  Under these regulatlons
the cartridges are not to be replaced until
they start out on thelr next run, when
ng will be loaded, In readiness to

The company also advises Its men to
become proficient in rifle and revolver prac-
tice, and hints that In the near future
prizes will be awarded to the most profi-
tlent marksmen.

The city has grown
s0 large within the past five years that the
Commigsloners deem such an Increase abso-
lutely necesaary to insure proper police
survelllance,

Anacostin, one for Mt, Pleasant, and one in
the vicinity of Fiorida avenue and North
Capitol street, Chief Parris of the fire de-
partment, in discussing this subject, said
it was a matter of the gravest importance
that thess engine houses should he bmilt in
the sectionz where It was desired to locate
them, becanse they were so sadly In need
of protection.

Massacre of the H
in Turkey.

CHICAGO, T, October 25.—A letter re-
ceived today from Constantinople by a
member of the Armenian National Union
of this city from a young lady who was an
eyewitness of the receqt riots and members
of whose famlly were among the victims
says:

“On the Monday of the Holy Cross Im-
mediately after the church service, some
fifty young men from fourteen to twenty
years of age, proceeded to the Babi Al
{sublime porte) to present a petition to the
grand vizler. They had no ewvil intentions
whatever, About half of this number had
their revolvers and the other half had no
weapons at all.  But they were ill-treated
by the police, who beat and siapped the pe-
titioners on thelr faces. One of the young
men fired at the major, who fell dead from
the wound he received on his breast. Some
of the major's men fell dead, too. At this
point the cavalry were summoned Lo the
scene of contlict.

“They patrolied the streeis, and riding up
and down, they trampled many under the
feel of their horses. Those who escaped
death this way were beaten to death with
the Bwords of the soldiers, Hardly from ten
to {ifleen wese left allve from this group.
‘This was the first conflict,

“The Galata bridge was closed to all
Christlans and Armenians, only Mohamme-
cans from Galata were allowed Lo come
over to Stamboul. All armed with swords
{tataghans). The Mohammedan residents
helped the massacre by throwing domestic
utenslls, namely, kettles, lamps, plates,
thengs, fire shovels, upon the Armenian
yeurg men in front of Turkish Kruaks. In
Fulf un hour all the Hoftas Moohagirs (im-
migrants) and Lazes were let loose, with
thelr  wives, from the Mohammedan
mosques. Bome had their bludgeons, others
their knives, others stones. After making
the strecta clear of Armenian men and wo-
men they attacked those Khans In which
Armeniars were living,

“They forced the doors open and killed
every one they found, Few escaped death.
Many Armenfans that were found In the
Eirecis were butchercd. The corpses of the
dead were carried off in the night In dirt
wagona and dumped into the sen. Out of
00 residents of Tchatal Khan, 130 were
found klll.ed= and the remaining Afty were
wovnded. No one is to be found from the
Anielieh class (those who are dependent
upon daily labor work).

“The houses ncross the Choreh of Kara-
Bomeroog were atlacked, and Misak, the
brother of Rev. Khoren of Kadlg Pasha,
his (messk) mother-in-law and his  wife
were cruelly butchered. The body of M-
rak's pregnant wife was muotilated, and the
body of her chlld lay by her slde.

A Califernia Officinl Paosses Away
Afier n Loog Ilinces.

LOS ANGELES, Cal., October 25.—Lieut.
Gov, Spencer Millard died last night, after
a1 liness which has extended over & period
of nine, months, Since his return to Los
Angeles Mr. Millard has gradually grown
weaker, and last night his physician an-
nounced that he was beyond human aid.
At 9 o'clock the atterding physiclan made
his last call, srd annodnced to the mem-
bers of the family that the end was near.
From that hour Mr. Millard was consclous
orly at intervals, and five minutes before
midnight he breathed his last. Mr. Millard
will be huried in Los Angeles.

Bpencer Gorden Millard was born In Ionia
county, Michl, in 155, He graduated from
Hilladule College In 1877 and became prin-
cipal of the Carson City, Mich., graded
school. In ke meantime he studled law,
and In 1882 became a partner of Wm. O.
Webater, an attorney in Ionia Clty. In 1857
he came to California, settling in Los
Angeles, and practicing law. He took very
littls part In politics op Lo the time of his
nomination for Heutenant governor In 15,
but was noted as s brilliant orator and was
extremely popular in the southern part of
the state.

After his nomination on the republican
ticket he made a vigorous canvass of the
state, He spoke sixiy consecutlve nlghts
and covered the entire state, When his
election was announced Mr. Millard wasin
gind health, but just before thé assembling
of the legixlature in January he was at-
tacked by the grip, which developed into
pneumonia.
