Now that the cold has
brought suffering and distress the people
of the District who possess means in ex-
eem of their necessities should responmt
jiberally to the call for help that has
already gone forth.. Food and fuel form the
two staple needs. and- to supply these the
charitable agencies must have money. The
pollee have already felt the first effects of
the cold in the sudden Increase in the num-
ber of appli:ants for relief, and at police
beadquarters it is stated that there are

practically no funds on hand for such a

purpose. The mnagers of. the Central
rUon I2dme haMs daeded to abstain this
Fear trout couicting organized charity
work and to- lend their aid to the regular
pgemeies for charitable reief in other di-
s'ections than by giving direct anstance.
The burden of the situation fals directly
wpon the Associated Charities, formed for
the specifi: purpose of conducting such
work, and At is, gratifying to note that the
officers and directors of this organization
have responded pmemptly to the needs of
the situation.. A committee of excellent
workers has been appointed to aeet this
afterPoon to take the preliminary steps
toward raising a fund thbt shall be use-l
to give relief to the destitute who canot
be cared for by. any of the spemial agencies
through which the Associated Charities
has been operating. The plan of the Asso-
elated Charities is to divide the cases of
destitution into classes for refierete to
spectal means cf relief, but It is expected,
and it is probable, that by far the greater
tnumber will fall within the siscellaneens
class to be provided for dectly by the
funds raised by the citizens' committee.-
It is proper that this committee to ask the
contributools of citizens should- work In
close conneetion with the Associated Char-
ities, which is thus given charge of the
entire local fiel. The people of the Dis-
trict have always in the past responded
liberally to appeals for aid, and it is to be
espected that they will do as much in the
present emergepcy. Fortunately the sevpre

wil6 probahly to much shorter this
year than usual, btiL this fact should not
operate to cut off the supplies contributed
to the conWCitte.- TPle should be no less of
a spirit of geoerof exhibited by the peo-
pie In I= than in former years. Indeed, It
is well that more should be raised than the

Sherman deprecates the Idea that thec
treasury can safely revive the old state
l'ank notes, and he shows the danger of
1. ete silver. His speech is optmistic, as
characterized by the statement that the
present financial system, when cured of "a
few defects developed by thmo," is capal
of producing a fo... of money- bette th-

any other current In the world. He Ore-
sents two remedies for the-present is of
the treasury: First, to prohibit -tpie use of
the redemption fund for olheri- pu'podes,
and, second, to require that a note once rt-
deemed for coin shall not be reissued ex-
cept for coin. In short, Mr. Sherman pro-
poses to keep the gold reserve inviolate
and to prevent the use for current expenses
of funds derived from the sale of bonds
issued to supply the reserve, as Well as to
check the "endless chain" of redemption
and reissue by Tn g It imperative that
the stock of coin shall never be impaked
by the fluctuations of the redeemable notes.
There was a good deal of.Jrritation ob-

servable in the debate yesterday after-
noon, and the party lines went to smash
once more. Mr. Elkins' resolution, aimed
directly at the agreement between the
treasury and the bcndasyndicate. appeared
to have a large majority, though it did not
ecme to a firal vote. The administration
had few champions to defend it, and it is
strange that ims most able and earnest ad-I
vocate on the floor was Mr. hill, the hered-
itary political enemy of the President. The
onslaught on tie proposed bond -issue was
Bere, and Ita nature appears in the words
of Mr. Teller, who declared that i'the
American people facing this question must
see that either one of two things exists,-
an incapaoIa administration of public af-
fairs or .a dishonest one."
