Hondling of Fircarms,

Judge Cole today overruied the motion
for a new trial in the cuse of James Green,
and scntenced him to two years in the Al-
bany penftentiary. Green, a young coiored
man, shot Rhody Rice in Blagden's alley,
the 30th of last September. Mr. Saml- D.
Truitt, his counsel, claimed that the shoot-
ing, but a slight wound resuliing, was ac-
cldental.

“What we need here in this District™
sald Juige Cole, 1n imposing sentence, “‘is
a law like that in most of the states, under
which one who carclessly handles firearms
can Le severely punished. In New York
state, for instance, the punishment Is from
one 1o five yvears’ imprisonment in stale’s
prison. That is a good law. I very much
regret that we have not one like It. If wa
had, T am sure we would have very little
of this shooting and killing, of which we
sec 80 much here. The lowest term 1 can
give Green under this charge of assault
with intent to kill Is two years’ imprison-
ment in the penitentiary, and although his
offense may have been unintentional, the
punishment is, I think, little enough.”
