Judge Cox'. Deeisto.
Judge Cox to-day derared the highway

act unconstitutional in a thoroughly con-
sidered decision. which is printed elsewhere
in The Star.
Te necessity of a judicious and harmon-

ious eXtension of Washington's magnifacent
plan of street., whkia should correct or
prevent as far as praeticabie the mdsfit
band of suburban settlements with narrow,
crooked and discordant thoroughfares
which threaened to encirice nd hem In
the city, has long been recognized by prac-
tically every broad-minded, public-spirited
Washingtonian. The highway act, which
was intended to solve the problem, was (i-
totted and disilgured by Congress. anti it
was accepted by its friends In its Imper-
feet state (against the advice of The Star)
as a last resort to secure its passage. with
the knowledge that it needed amendment
and with the full intentioa at that time i
its supporters of subsequently applying for
suh aSentsInents. These absoiutely es-
sentfal changes in the law have not been
made. There has been a threatening pros-
pect of Its going Into practical operation in
a shape which is unjust to suburban prop-
erty owners and disastrous '.o vital inter-
ests of the District; and on a scale which
raise, the doubt whether the District can
afford so comprehensive a plan. The eam-
munity's task is to satisfy itself appruti-
mately what the extension pan now pro-
posed will cost, to determine whether or not
it is more than the District can expend in
this way. and. If the amount is found to be
too large, to bring about street extenton
on a scale whlh will be proportionate to
the community's resources and fair in view
of the pubtle needs in other directions. in
the same' connection the highway act must
be radically amended to pros ie with other
change.s that the national obligations in re-
spect to the uphtuilding of New Washing-
ton as a part of the Federal District shal
not be repudiated. If this alteration can-
not be secured, the highway act, admira-
ble as were its purposes and benetliil to
the public as it was in intent, inust be
killed. Judge Cox's decision deciLring the
act mnconstitutional points out clearly sev-

eral provisions of the law which must be
alt-red before it can go into operatien un-
obsttucted by the Constitution and the
courts,. Radical revision of the act should
be, at once att-mpted, and if the nt.ssary
changes prove to be hopeless of accon-
plishmeni. assent to Judge Cox's decision
as the law's death blow must reluctantly be
given.

The Loing Bridge Must Go.
Had It r.ot been for the close association

letween the grade-crossings problem and
the 14ng Bridge. It Is highly probable that
this d,.ngerots relie would long ago have
been ek-stroyed and replaced by a safe,
han4ome and convenient structure capable
of a.-commodating both the ordinary and
the railway traffic. But the railroad com-

pany, which, through the grace of the
I'nitel States, has controlled this govern-
nient property, has hitherto succeeded In
using the old causeway as a buffer between
itself and a just solution of the problem of
disnsing of the terminal trackage in the
city. The pending grade-crossings bill, in-
troduced the other day by Senator McMillan,
requires that the railroad company shall
tear half of the expense of a new bridge,
an. sliall then bear an equal share of the
cust of removing the old affair. The dam
across the river that was originally Intended
and butit as a bridge has been a menace to
the city for many years. Its piers are poor
and weak, and have only been prevented
from.destruction by accumulations of stones
piled around them on the river bed, thus
choking the channel an'd adding to the
dangers of inundation. So the repair of
the Long Bridge Is out of the question. It
must be replaced by a modern structure. It
iutst be built primarily for the safety, com-
fort and convenience of the people, and the
foot-walks and carriage road must be wide
an.I ample, and should not be placed on the
same level as the railroad tracks. The fre-
quent passage of trains so near to the
wvagon way, sep~arated only by a board fence,
as is now the case, and as is contemplated
by the pending bill, tends to frighten the
horses. anei should be avoided in the new
bridge. The structure should be lofty
enough to carry the tracks over on an up-
per story, so that the two kinds of traffic
may be absolutely separated. Such a brige,
If constructed on the latest principles of
ar. hitecture and engineering, would be sat-
isfactory to the people of the District, who.
It is contemplated by the bill, are to be taxed
one-fourth of the cost of building the new
bridge and the removal of the old one.

Street Railway Aeeidents.
The ElectrIc Railway Gazette says that

a prolific source of accidents Is the careless
practiee by pedestrians of walking from be-
hind one street railvay car in front of
another car moving in the opposite direc-
tion. This has been found to be as true In
this city as elsewhere, and there have been
several accidents, more or less serious,
traceable directly to this cause. The Ga-
zette says that'no mechanical precauion Is
possible, btut suggests that a rule requiring
motormen-'to come to a dead stop before
passing a car standing still on the other
track would be eglcacious if rigidly en-
forced. This rule has been in vogue for
a year or more on the line. of the Buffalo
street railway companIes and has proved
entirely pract~icbe. Of course much de-
peude upon the good sense and caution of
the pedestrian, ad a great deal can be
gatned by the people constantly beartog in
mxind the fact that a rapid-transit' street
ear is a thing of danger to be surrmanded
by every possible precaution, The ruea re-
quiring a ear to stup as described above
might be remise by many street railway
authorities as lavelving leo great a burden

AccSmtsfrom
this cause have happened on many occa-
skoas in Brooklyn, due mainly to the Ig-
norance of the people as to this posslbility.
A cable car, of course, cannot be run back-
ward and this distinction should be con-
stantly kept -In aind by pedestrians and
passengers and It may some day save a
?ife.

Jr. Tharston's Explanation.
Mr. Thurston's explanatia of the causes

and circumstances leading up to his recall
fromt Washington as minister from Hawaii,
published in Saturday's Star, should satisfy
all who read it closely that he was inno-
cent of the charge, iterated in the Presi-
dent's annual message, that he had fur-
rished this government with "abundant
reason for asking that he be recalled." It
is evident from Mr. Thurston's statements,
which bear the most unmistakable signs of
thorough honesty and frankness, that he
was deliberately Ignored by the administra-
tion, and, by a series of actions unworthy
of so great a government, plaeed In a post-
thon where it was necessary for his own
defense that he should resort to the press
for means of communicating with the Amer-
lean people. The ordin.ry official avenues
of information were closed to him and the
facts that he made known through the
newspapers were perfectly within the range
of diplomatic etiquette. The crowning
offense that gave the administration the
excuse for asking for his recall that it had
awaited only too evidently and eagerly now
turno out to have been a very small matter
indeed, that was only made known to the
government through the breach of confl-
dence of one whom Mr. Thurston supposed
to be a friend, and to whom as an individ-
ual he told for his private Information cer-
tain things that were forthwhit reported
at the State Department. In all he cidi Mr.
Thurston acted in an honorable manner, as
a man and as a minister, and the lazt
chapter of the story, now written, casts
credit upon him.

Wise dec!sion by the community on the
subjcct of street extension will not be assist-
ed by an interchange of abusive epithets
tetween representatives of different lInes of
thought. The fa-t that a few individuals
will derive more benefit than the rest of us
from the proposed public Improvement is
an unavoidable Incident of every great pub-
lic enterprise and furnishes no justification
whatscever for denouncing street extension
as a steal and speculators' job. Ontt the
other hand those who honestly oppose street
extension should not be stigmatized as
-lackguards and blackmailers merely be-
cause one or two persons may have rendered
themselves justly liable to these offensive
epithets.
