HAVANA, February 1.—-Coasiderable
anxiety is felt here regarding the result of
the military operations now being con-
dudied agalnst Generals Maximo Gomez
and Antonio Maceo, under the personal di-
rection of Gen. Marin, the acting cepiain
general of Cuba. It is believed that Marin
has the ambition to strike a death blow to
the Insurrection hefore the arrival from
Bpain of Gen. Weyler, the successor of
Marshal Martinez de Campos as captain
general of Cuba, and it is undersiood he
ha= taken every step possible under the
eircumstances to accomplish this end.

But ambition is not the only spure to Gen.
Marin's activity. It is coming to be ad-
mitted even in Cuban circles that the in-
surrection has reached a point where col-
laps=e is possible, if not probable, from sev-
eral causes, notably lack of ammunition
and arms and the want of fresh horses and
supplies,

The steps taken by the Spanish authori-
ties in gathering in all the horses and cat-
tle possible have had the effect of weaken-
inz the insurgents considerably. Their
horses as a rule are almost worn out. and
being kept almost continually on the march
for months pas?!, they are not allowed to
recuperate. -

The tacties of the Spaniards seem to be
to keep the insurgents constantly moving
from place to place, night and day, and so
gra:dually wear them out. There is little
doubt that the insurgents are feeling the
effect of these tacties, for their trails are
marked by numbers of lame, emaciated
horses, and their number {s increasing as
time wears on.

Hitherto the great drawkack under
which the Spaniards have labored has been
Jack of cavalry with which to pursue the

quickly moving mounted infantry of the
jrsurgents. Thi=z defect is being gradually
remedied. and Gen. Marin has now with

Yim in the province of Pinar del Rio a foree
of cavalrv almost equal in numbers, it is
said, 1o the cavairvmen of Maceo, who is

still understood to be in the vicinity of
Finar del Rio, awaiting Gomez, who, ac-
co r to all reports, has been for some

time past deing everything possible to ef-
feet a junetion of his forees with those of
ceo. DBut there is no denving that the
nish commanders have up to the =pres-
ent suceesded in Keeping the two Insurgent
armies apart.
A New Military Line.

With this object Iin view a new military
line has just been drawn, north and south,
from Muariel, on the northern coast of
Pinar del Rio, through Guanajay and Arte-
m:iga, to the southern coast, near Mangas,
and upon the maintenance of this new line
& great deal is said to depend.

Fight With Gomez's Forces.

A dispafeh from the front this morning
ennounced that Brigadier General Canello,
who is command of the new military line
across Pinar del Rio, was engaged yester-
tiay with a portion of the forces command-
ed by Gomez. The fight took place between
IMirosa and San Augustin, and is reperted
to have resulted in a repulse of the in-
Eurgents,

Later, yesterday, Brig. Gen. Cazanello

pi ssed through Artemisa, strengthening the
garrison there, sent a detachment of troops
to Msngas and then pushed en for Guan-
ajay, leaving Cel. Segura at Artemisa in
cemmand of the southern hali of the mil-
itary line. Between Artemisa and Guana-
jay Canello left detachments of truops with
supplies, ete., and every precaution has
been lagken to Keep the litie of detachments
in communication with each other by
means of cavalrymen and scouts. As the
Island is only about twenty miles wide be-
tween Mariel, on the north, and Mangas, on
the south, it would seem that there should
not be much difficulty in maintaining the
m:ilitary iine intact.
_While Canello maintains the military line,
Gen. Marin, it Is reported, will push on
westward In an attempt to engagze Maceo.
The latter, vesterday, was in the vicinity
of Vinales, about twelve miles north 2f the
city of Pinar del Rio. The Insurgent eom-
mander had just then reached that place
from the exireme weslern coast of the
Island. where, according to rumer, he went
In order to protect the landing of exmpected
filibustering parties with much-needed sup-
plies of arms and ammunition. The Span-
ish authorities, however, were aware of this
movement and its object, and that portion
of the coast has conzequently been closely
patrolled by ecruisers and gunboats, with
the result, it is claimed, that there is litile
fikelihood .that the asupplies will reach
Maceo before he Is confronted by the forces
of Gen. Marin.

DISTRICT IN CONGRESS

District Commissioners’ Bills to Aholish
Grade Crossings in 1900.

Explanation in Regnrid to the Reguln-
ticn to Walk Horses at Seventh

and Penunsylvania Avenue.

Mr. McMillan introduced in the Senate to-
day a hill prepared by the District Com-
missioners to abolish grade crossings in the
District of Columbia. The bill provides:

“That on and after the 1st day of Janu-
ary, 199, it shall be unlawful for any
steam railroad to crcss at grade any street,
road or avenue in the District of Columbia
under a penalty of $100 for each and every
train or loecomotive that shall thereafter
cross any street, road or avenue in zald
District at grede, to b2 recovered in the
Police Court of sa’dl District as other fines
and penalties are recoverad.

**That all steam railroad companies op-
erating in the District of Columbla are
hereby requirsd to commence the work of
elevating or depressing their tracks at all
grade crossings of streets, roads and ave-
nues in said District within eighteen
months from and after the passage of this
act, in accordance with plans to Le ap-
proved by Congress or the Commissioners
of the District of Columbia, under a pen-
alty of $100 for each and every uay that
any such company shall nezlect to comply
with the reauirements of this section, to
be recovered in the Police Court of the
Distriet of Columbia as other fines and
penalties are recovarad.”

In a letter to Mr, McMillan Commissioner
Ross states that this bill fs not intended as
a substitute for any legislation that may
be In preparation in the committ=e for the
purpose of abolishing grade crossings.

A simiiar bill was introduced in the House
by Mr. Babecock.

Against o1 New Gas Company.

The Commissioners, in a letter to Mr. Me-
Millan. rhairman of the Senate committee
on the District of Columbia, recommend ad-
verse action on Senate bill 1408, “To incor-
perate the National Capital Gas, Light, Heat
and Power Company of the Distriet of Co-
lumbia.”” The Commissioners think it un-
wige to tear up the street pavements for the
purpase of laying a sacond set of gas mains,
in view of the congressional control of ex-
isting companies with reference to Hlumi-
rating power, quality and price of gas, and
every other matter concerning present gas
company charters, and also in view of ex-
pet?.c-t.l_ legislation which contemplates the
municipal lighting of public spaces and
buildings by electricity generated by the
power of Great Falls. The Commissioners’
letter concludes:

“The Commissioners have recommended
in reports on various hills that the price of
gas in the Disirict be reduced, and that the
quality be Improved. The Commissioners
believe that the subways in public spaces
should helonz to the publie, and that there
does not appear to be sufficient reason in
this case to warrant a departure from that
policy.”

Azainst a2 Young Woman's Home.,

The Commissioners have reported ad-
versely on Senate bill 1419, “To provide a
home and employment for reputahle girls
and young women in the District of Co-
lumbla who are without means of sup-
port and are unable to oltain work.” The
Commissioners submit a report on this hill
by Mr. Tracey, superintendent of charities
for the District of Columbia, in which va-
rious institutions doing work sought to be
done through the above bill are eited, and
he says the new proposed home is not
urgently needed.

Brightwood Rallroad Extenxion.

The Commissioners have reported to the
Scnate committee on the Distriet of Co-
lumbia their views on Senate bill 408, “To
amend the charter of the Brightwood Rail-
way Company.”” They recommend amend-
ing the hill providing that the rallway cem-
pany shall upon completion of its proposcd
extension remove all its present (racks,
ete., on Umatilla street, east of 6th street,
and on 5th and Vermlllion streets, anid re-
store the streets now so occupied to good
condition, and provided:

**That the right of sald company to use
an overhead single trolley on a street or
part of street shall cease six months afier
the date of the approval of angiet of Con-
gress appropriating money fo.] or oither-
wise authorizing, the paving of the road-
way of such street or part of street, except
in connection with continuous track ralls;
and, provided further. that the right to use
overhead single trolley in any public space
in*"the District of Columbia, except in cou-
nection with continuous track ralls, shall
in any event cease on July 1, 18K,

The Seventh Street Crossing.

A few days ago Mr. McMillan, chalrman
of the S@nate committee on the District of
Columbia, wr-te to the Comm!issioners, ask-
ing why they were enforcing a regulation
which reauired teams to be walksd over
the 9th and Tth strest railway crossings
on Pennsylvania avenue. The Commission-
era. in their reply, state:

“This regulation was adopted for the pro-
tection of thke thousands of passengers
who sre taken up and discharged daily by
the street cars at the points named, and
after numerous complairts had been made
and verified of the great danger to which
tkey were subjected on account of the
reckless driving. Many of the persons who
transfer at the points referred to are old
and infirm, aird &s the aveaue is broad
they are lilable to be knocked down and
seriously injured by passing vehicles. One
man was killed at New York avenue and
15th street, and a number of persons have
beaen more or less seriously injured on the
avenue at the Tth and 9th street (rossings
by carriages.

“The press and many citizens demanded
that something should be done to protect
human life at these dangerous points, and
after careful investigation and mature de-
LLeration the Commissioners made the reg-
ulaticns referred to, which they fell fa duty
bound to da, under the tenth clause of sec-
tion 1 of the act “To authorize the Commis-
sioners of the District of Columbia to make
rolice regulations for the government of
sa!d District.” Since the regulation has
Leen in {force not a single accldent has oe-
curred at any of the points covered by it.”

For Rapid Transit.

Mr. Wright of Massachusetts yesterday
irtroduced 2 bill prepared by th2 comymit-
tee on railroads of the North Capitol =nd
Eckington Citizens' Association to amend
the charter of the Eckington and Soldiers’
Home Razilway Company of the District of
Columbia so as to require rapiid transit on
the lines of said tompany in place of the
present horse-car service.

Permits for Wires.

The Senate committee on the District of
Columbia late ye¢sterday afternoon author-
ized Mr. Gallinger to report favorably to
the Senate a resolution calling on the Dis-
trict Commissioners to réport to the Sen-
ate what permits have been granted for
the erection of overhead wires since the

Fifty-first Congress. and their authority
for so doing.

Eckington and Soldiers' Home Rail-
: road Office Robbed.

AT THE MUZZLE OF A REVOLVER

Superintendent Bubb Has an Un-

pleasant Experience.

HOW

Detlective Boyd and Policemen FBrown
and O'Dea of the ninth precinet are in-
vestlgating what is reported as a bold
“hold-up,” a crime even more daring than
some of the similar crimés commitlted in
New York during the past few months.
This robbery, involving only about $260, is
reported to have occurred about 1:30
o'clock this morning in the office of the
Eckington and Soldiers’ Home railroad,
corner of 13th and D streets northeast.
The aight superintendent, Mr. C. W. Bubb,
was the only man on duty at the time, al-
though three of the change boys were
asieep on the floor in frent of the office in
a room through which the bold eriminal
had to pass in order to reach the office.

An hour After the occurvence Superin-
tendent Bubb ealled up police headquarters
ard informed Sergt. Perry of what had
happenad, -and about 6 o'clock the officers
weidt out to make an investigation. Luater
they were jolned by Detective Boyd, and
a consultation with Bubb and some of the
tailroad offielals was held. »

DuhbY told his story of th= “holdl-up™” and
robbery to a Star reporter. The oflice is in
the corner room on the ground floor, and
the conductors hand over thsir little bags
of money and tickets as they turn in their
cars for the night. Kach conductor has
alout $i0 in money and ticksts, nis own
property, for this he is required to have
by the company, in order to make changa
and keep a supply of tickets on hand.
These bags are turned into the office for
safe keeping, and the company s responsi-
ble to the drivers for their safe return,

Twenty-nine conductors had turned n
and the horses attached to the last car had
been put away. The curtains at the several
windews had not been drawn, and it was
the easiest thing in the world for the sup-
erintendent to e watched from the ou lc
while he put the money in the cash drawer.

The three change boys, or the hoys who
drive out the horses to be changed, Charles
Gantz, Harry Best and a hoy named Golds-
borough, were asleep on the floor in the
front oflice. They had finished the'r Jabors
late at night and were due at 5 n'clock, 8o
they concluded it was not worth while to
return to their respervtive homes, and were
gatislied to sleep on the bare tloor.

The Robbery,

“T was seated at the desk,” sald Saperin-
tendent Bubb to a Star reporter, “when the
man came in the front door. The door
leading to the office from the front room
was open, and the stranger came in. When
he entered the front door 1 got up to walk
th the counter, but he did not stop outside.
Entering the office he asked if he might
vse the telephone, and I told him he could,

“At that time,” continued Mr. Bubb, *1
was between the desk and one of the safes
and the man, drawing a big revolver and
peinting it at me, =aid: ‘Sit down and foll
your arms. I'll attend to the rest. And he
did attend to it. I sat down and crossed
my arms, and when one arm slipped he
£ald: ‘See here, young man, Kkeep your
arms folded or I'll blow out vour brains.’
Then the man went to the drawer and put
twenty-six of the bags in his pocket and
left. When I could collect myself, I went
out and aroused the sleeping hoys. They
were so sound asleep that I had to kick
cne of them to arouse him. I sent over for
Mr. Baird and aiso notified the police."

Mr. Bubb says ghat the robber was not a
tramp by any means. He wore good clothes
and was apprarently a young man who was
wearing false gray whiskers. The pistol
the rohber had, he said, was a very large
onie, while he (Bubh) was not armed. There
was an old pistel in one of the two iron
safes, but he could not get it in time to be
of any service.

The money was mostly in small change
and three bags were left in the drawer.
In the next drawer there was a roll of bills,
ahout 3200, but the stranger did not look in
ikere, nor did he make any effort to open
one of the safes,’

Charles Gantz, one of the change hLovs,
who was sleeping in the room, was first
questioned by the police. He said he saw
the man when he entered the room and
saw him go *hrough the Jdo>r to the office
where Mr. Pubb was on Jduty. Then he
said he heard voices and thousht e heard
the stranger say, “keep quiet.” ‘This loy
gave the police a description of the robber
similar to that given by Mr. Bubb. Later
in the morning the hoy echanced his mind
about the story ne had told.

“I didn't sce any man,” he sabl, “and 1
didn't hear any volces. 1 believe I did
bear somebody walking, but | didn't know
anything of the rob%ery until Mr. Bubb
called me and sent over for Mr. Baird,
who has charge of tie place in the day
time. That was about a hall hour after thLe
man robbed the place."”

The other boys were questioned, and they
sald they knew nothing of the affair until
Mr. Bubb called them.

The rallroad stables and office, at the cor-
ner of D and 13Lh streets, are the only build-
ings on the square. On the opposite corner
there is a small grocery store, while vacant
lots surround the other parts of the square.
There are no street improvements about the
stable building worth mentioning, except
what have been made by the company, and,
wilth one man in charge of the place, and
not even armead, it is an easy matter for
thieves to rob the place. Policemen {n that
section are few and far between, and the
railroad men say they sometimes do not see
an cofficer during the entire night.

. Saperintendent Arrested.

Later in the day the officers held a con-
sultaticn with Secretary Gray of the rail-
read company, and Mr. Bubb was taken in
custody to awalt developments. ile was
taken to the police station, and later this
afterncon he will be taken to police head-
quarters, where Inspector Hollinberger will
interview him. ~

The railroad ofliclals have every corfi-
dence In him, for he has been in the em-
ploy of the company for several years. For
a number of years he was In the employ of
the Belt Line road.

The police attach some importance to the
fact that the superintendent made no re-
sistance, and walted so long before he
made complaint.

Policeman Browne said this afternoon that
he had no proof against Bubb, hut arrest-
ed him because of the alleged suspicious
‘eircumstances, He says he is certain that
the robbery was committed by some one
acqualinted with the workings of the office.

HIS MOTION - OVERRULED

Judge Cole Imposes Bentenca on Elverton
R. Chapman,

Fined $100 and Imprisonment for
Thirty Dayy — Rullng of the

Court=—Appeal Noted.

Judge Cole today overruled the motion of
Mr. Elverton IR. Chapman, convicted sev-
eral days ago of refusing to answer cer-
tain questions asked him by the Senate
sLgar trust investigating committee, for a
new trial and in arrest of judgment. Mr.
Chapman was thereupon*sentenced to thir-
ty days in jail and te pay a fine of $L),
the lowest penalty allowed by law. Notice
of an appeal to the Court of Appeals was
immediately given by Mr. Chapman, and
he was admitted to ball in the sum of $1,000
to await the disposition of his appeal Ly
the appellate court,

The motions were very briefly argued by
Mesers. Shellabarger and Wilsan, on be-
half of Mr. Chapman, Ass'stant Distriet
Attorney Taggart as briefly replying on
behalf of the government. But two of the
many grounds urged I behalf of the mo-
tions were argued, the others having al-
ready been passed upon by Judge Cole ad-
verscly during the wrial. First, Mr. Chap-
man's counsel contended that the ecourt
had erred in telling the Jury that it was
sufficient for them to belleve, in order to
convict, that the cuestions mentioned in
the indictment were substantially those Mr,
Chapman declined to answer. In the sec-
ond place, they conterded that Mr., Chap-
man should have been zllowed to show to
the jury that he did not willfully refuse to
apswer the questions,

A Single Offeutse,

Judge Cole said, in disposing of the mo-
tions, that the questions asked Mr. Chap-
man were not required to be more than sub-
stantially set forih in the indietments. They
were, of course, not written Instruments,
but mere words of mouth. Of course, If the
Indictment failed to set forth the questions
asked Mr. Chapman, with soch substantial
vrecision as to negiect to show clearly the
offense with which he stood charged, and
thereby allow him to make a complete de-
fense in the event of future prosecution, it
would he fatally dofective, and his convic-
tion could not, therefors, be susta‘ned. But
it seemed to him, said Judges Cole, that Mr.
Chapman was called to iestify as Lo a cer-
tain thing. He refused, and the refusal
amounted to but a single offense, and, in
view of his present convietion, no otPer
future indictment cowld be maintained
against him.

He had, said the court, told the jury, in
response to thelr inquiry, that if they he-
Heved Mr. Chapmarn when he stated that the
auestions he refused to answer were sib-
stantially these mentloned In the indiet-
iment, they would Le warranted in retur: 4
a verdict of guilty., Beleving that no in-
Junstiee had therein heen dene Mr, Chapman,
and that the statute alleged to have been
violated does not require the questions to he
exactlly stated in the indictment, but only
Lke tener of them, Judge Cole sajd he was
convirced thut he had committed no error.
And he also believed that he had correctly
refused to allew Mr. Chapman to show that
Le had rot willfully rafiised to answer the
questions. Therelore, he would eoverrule
Loth motions, 3 .

The judge thereupon gentenced Mr, Chap-
man ta thirty days’ lmorisoniment’ in the
District Jall and to pay a fine of $10%), ex-
plaininz that while the law required hind to
impose beth fine apd {mprisonment, he haid
Imiposed the lowest peralty, hecause he he-
ileved that he had acted in perfect good
faith in the matter.

THE ARMENIAN -RESOLUTION

Belief That the President Will Not Send It
to European Powers.

There iz good ground for the bellef pre-
vailing in ofiicial eireles that Lthe President,
acting upen the advice of the Secretary of
State, has concludad that it would be inex-
pedient and impolitic for him, under exist-
irg conditions, to forward to the signatory
powers of the Berlin treaty the concurrent
résgolution of Congress calling upon them
for a better enforcement of their treaty
obligatione for the proiection of the Arme-
nians. The resolution requests the Pres-
ident to Liring the matter to the attention
of the s!x governments who are parties to
the treaty. It is said that the cabinet is
divided on the question of the President's
obligations In the matter, the majority, it
is understood, opposing the execution of the
terms of the resolution en the broad ground
that it would be in direct conflict with the
general policy of the government from
time* immemorial, azainst interfercnee in
affairs of the European ‘continent. Although
the matter is still in abeyvance, it is not re-
garded as likely that the administration
will commuricate with the foreign coun-
tries held to be responsible for the situation
in Turkey for some time to come, even if
it is eventually coneluded that the resolu-
tions mAy be forwarderd without a vieolation
of international proprieties.

1t is argusd that by making the repre-
sentations desired in the interests of Ar-
menian subjects in Turkev, the State De-
partment would materially weaken its
position in the Venezuela matter, and would
deprive the applicatlon of the Monroe doc-
trine to that affair of its force. The ad-
mission of the right of Buropean powers to
regulate the affairs of Europe, free from in-
terference on the part of the United States,
has always been used as a basls for the doc-
trine under which the countries of the
western hemisphere assert their right to he
allowed to conduct thalr affairs without in-
terference on the part of any Furopean
country. The United States has observed a
strict reutrality in the Turkish affair, so
far, and has studiously avoided the possi-
bility of an entangling alilance with any of
the great nations of Europe cngaged in the
settlement of the sificulty. It is under-
stood that the executive feels that he is not
bound by the action of Congress on this
question, as he might have been had it been
in the form of a joint reselution instead of
a concurrent resolution; mot requiring the
approval of the executlve.

INDIANA'S APPORTIONMENT

Uncertain Effect of the Recent State Su-
prame Court Decision.

Mr. Voorhees’ Seat In the Senate In-
volved—Ie and the Democrats
Much Encournged.

Under ordinary circumstances the deci-
sion of the supreme court of Imdiana.de-
claring the present apportionm-at ,rla.w- of
that stale unconstitutional wonld Be of
Ereal consequence there ang glsewhere, It
would be likely to have a marked jufluence
on the result in the state mext full, &The
vole of Indiana was for yvearg alniost even-
ly divided between the two old parties.
Whatever was gained Ly either side had to
be fought for with all energy - and with
€Very weapon that legitimate campaigning
could command. Hence the practice that
BreW up of the dominant party running
apportionment lines to suit its own pur-
PCses and to serve its own advantages. The
state was sometimes carried by that means
alone. The law just rejected was the work
of the republicans. The law that again
becomes operative is the work of demo-
crats. This year’s elections will be heid
under It, too, unless action is taken mean-
while to repeal it. Such action would ap-
pcar to be impossible, A democratic Eov-
erncr will hardly be likely to call a repul-
lican legislature together to pass upon
such a question.

Will the Democrats Gain?

But Indiana has feit, with ker sister
states, the political changes of the past
few years., The republicans have gained
ground amazingly there. They swept ev-
erything before them at the Congress elec-
tions of 1884, and while the democrats
sinca_ then have carried a few municipal
elections, the winnings have not fndicated
any material change in the Eeneral situa-
ton. Assuming, therefore, that the drift is
suil yith the republicans on general lines,
the ouestion comes up as to whether the
democrats, can obtain anything of real

PRICE CF GAS AND ELECTRIC LIGHT

Provision for Flags on All the
School

OTHER SUBJECTS DISCUSSED

Houses.

At 12:55 o'clock the House resolved itse'f
into a commitice of the whole for the con-
slleration of the District appropriation bill.

Mr., Grout referred to remarks that hal
been madg yesterday afternoon when a mo-
uon was made to strike out the words
“that the entire service of electric lighting
authorized under this appropriation shall
be let, after due advertisement, to the low-
est responsible bidder therefor.” He said
that that provision had been characterized
as a “smoke,” as it would be called In the
Pennsylvania legislature, and he wished
Lo say that the real effect of that provision
would be to give the Dsistrict its electric
lighting service for one-half of the amount
it now pays. A vote being taken on a mo-
tion to sirike out the above provision, the
motion was lost,

Gas for 75 Cents Per Thousand,

Mr. Dockery offered an amendment, 'rO-
viding that the Washington Gaslight Come
pany and all other gaslight companies o=
ing business in the District of Columiia
shall not charge over 5 cents per 1,000 feet
for gas furnished the government or other
consumers, and that in case gas bills are not
peid within ten days after the first of each
month the charge to the privite consumers
shall not be more than $1 per L0 cubic
feet. The zmendment was agreed to.

Mr. Grout offered a motion providing “that
Lo contract shall be made for gaslighting at
a price to exceed the rate hereinbefore specl-
fied.” Mr. Grout thought the provision that
r.ot more than $16 per street lamp should e
charged was sufficient, but offered the above
amendment to satisfy members who thought
the provisicn should be more specific. The
amendment waz agreed to.

An Amendment Raled Out.

Mr. Baker moved that the following pro=
vision be ruled out as opposed to exi=ting
law:

“That in case such lowest responsilia
bidder be no: provided with an under-
ground svstem of wires and conduits in
sireets and other places covered
service the Commissioncrs of the
of Columbia may, under such reasonall
conditions as they may prescribe, author-
ize such bidder to lay down an approved
eystem of underground conduits and wires
for clectirie ilghting in and along
streets and other public places as may
necescary for sald sarvice, such privilepe
as may be granted hereunder to be revora-
ble at the will of Congress, without .com=-
rensation.”

Mr. Piiney made a long argument in
tavor of retaining the above provision in
the bill, but it was ruled out.

Rednced Price for Electrie Light.

An amendment was offered by Mr. Grout
providing that no electric company in the
District of Columbla should charge more
than 75 per cent of its prices on January
1, 189G, for arc or incandescent
lighting in the District.
was agreed to.

Flags on School Houses.

Mr. Chas. W. SBtore of Pennsylvania of=
fered the following amendment:

“For the purpose of purchasing a sutficlent
number of United States flags to place one
on every public school houvse In the District
of Columbia, to he exlibited on ail school
days during school Fours, the sum of §1 i
is appropriated, to be expended by ithe
school trustees of the District of Columbia,
to be immedi: tely available.”

Mr. Cannon spoke at some length on the
question of purchasing flags, and said that
if such action would inspire the rising gon-
eration with patriotism he would favor the
appropriation.
