Appreve of Franchise for Hnmo Telephone
Company.

Railroad Out 17th Strect, Sewers and
Sireet Extension All Come
Up for Conslderation.

Very little business of importance was
transacted at the regular monthly meeting
of the Mount Pleasant Citiens’ Association
last evening, most of the evening bging
taken up in a discussion of the subject of
street extension. A representative of the
Home Telephone Company, which coneernt
is endeavoring to secure the passage of a
bill empowering them to construct a sys-
them here, explained to the meeting the
purpose of the company, and the associa-
tion directed that a cominittee of three be
appointed to urge before the proper con-
gressional commiitees the granting to the
company of a franchise.

After Mr. Zellers had substituted a report
in the matter, the association directeill the
committee appointed at the previous meet-
ing to take charge of the house and effecis
of the village volunt2er fire department to
dispose of the same. Mr. Zellers stated
that the chief of the District fire depart-
ment had informed the committee that if
the old village fire alarm bell was turned
over to him he would have it placed in the
engine house, No. 11, and then have the
hours struck from it. The proposition was
approved by the association, and such a
aisposition will probably be made of the
berl"iesident Somerville and Mr. H. D. Wai-
bridge explained to the meeting that from
what they had gatharel in conlerences with
the officials of the roads and with the Dis-
trict Commissioners, it appeared that with-
in a year the villaze would b2 conneczted
with the ecity by another street railway
ccmpany. Whe roal would be huilt by
either the Eckinzton and Soldiers’ Home
or the DMetropalitan Company, they
thought, and thke routs wculd be up 17th
street.

Home Telephone Company.

Mr. P. H. Adams, representing the Home
Telephone Company, was iniroduced by
Preszident Somerville, and he proceeded to
briefly outline the purposes and advantages

of his company.

He frankly confessed that the company
was orzanized to maks money and not fo_r
charitable purposes, but remarked that if
the company should be allowed to do busi-
ness here telephone rates would be reduced
just two-thirds lower than they are now.
The ccmpany has alrealy secured 3,044
subseribers, 500 of them being subscribers
of the old company, but the District Com-
missloners, said Mr. Adams, had endeaveTed
to jump on the compaay with both feet.
They had not only reportad to Congress
that a telephone company was a nalural
monopoly, but had alss advised Congress
that the present rates should not be re-
duced. Mr. Adams Fidiculed the idea that
the present telephone rates could not be
redueed, saying that his company would
not only chey ihe law relative to putting
underground, bLut would also bind them-
selves to furnish a® goad a service as the
one now in use here for about one-third
less money, Richmoand, Va., with only T0,-
M) peopie, had as many if not more tele-

phones than Washington, with nearly 2u40,-

W) population, and simply because there
wis no monopoly of telephone lines there.
On the motion of Mr. Sleman, a commit-
tee of three was authorized to be appointed
to urge before Congress the granting of a
franchise to the Home Company.
Other Matters.

The committee on sewers was instructed
to secure, if possible, the retention of the
items in the District appropriation bill for
the extension of the syztem of rewers, and
then followed an informal discussion of
the subject of stre2t extension. It was de-
veloped thatl there is not so much of oppo-
sition to the extension of strests as there
is to the propesal of Congress to impose
upon land ownoers about the whols of the
expense of the scheme. It was also said
that if Lhe strects were to be extended, the
sovner it is done the better it will be for
the owners of landl. No action was taken
by the association, however,

Cheaper Tlluminanis.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

A prominent attorn:y of Washington, in
commenting on the uarticle in The Star on
the very successful result of the municipal
ownership of the gas sppply in Hamilten,
Ohio, where a large sinkiag fund has been
created befcre it is needad, with gas at ouly
eighty cents, remarkad that a twin cvil of
the illumination situation in Washington is
the electrie light supply. He said his gas
bilis had become so larse that he formed
the habit of visiting the meter every mcrn-
ing and recording, on a larze piece of blank
cardboard which huag alongside, the con-
sumption for the Ilday hefore. He 1iken
turned the supply off for the fay. The re-
sult was, he said, that his bills shrank un-
til they hardly ever ex:eed %3, less than
half what they were. Then he put in four
electrie light incand=scent lamps, &nd his
bill for last month was within a few cents
of 38, or $2 per light per month. As the
electrie iight company has a meter no one
not an expert can read, ne says ke lLas no
check on the size of .the bills.

The solution of this electric light probiem
lies along the line of the solution of the
gas problem—municinal ownership. As
showing how the quoesiion hes Leen very
successfully attascked clsewhere, I gsk you
to allow me to call attenilon to an extract
from a very interes:ing article in Electri-
cal Engineefing for Seprember last:

“Improved engineering skill makes it pos-
sible to so econstruct an electric lighting
plant that cost of operation and mainten-
ance shall be far less than in the past.
Hence it is only reasonasle Lo look for a re-
duction in the rates imany cities are paying
for the illumination of the streecis. This
was shown in a marked degree some
months ago at Springficld, 1'l., where for
ten years past a local lighting company
held the contraet for strast illimination at
$117 a year for arc ligh‘ing on the moon-
light schedule, 2,200 hours yvesrly, or more
than 6 cents an hour per 17 Watt are lamp
of nominal 2,00 ecandle power. When the
contract expired, the city offerad a new
contract a2t a lower rate, This being re-
fused, the advisability of the city owning
a lizhting plant was agitazed, but- investi-
gation showed that the city had ineurred
ahout the full amount of debt permitied by
law. Negotiationg ware azain opcned with
the old company, and an approriation of
$113 per light authorizad by the cily. But
before a contract was enlerad Into, a num-
ber of public-spirited ecitizens banded to-
zether and advanczd the funds necessary
to erect a complete electric lighting plunt,
including station, macnlnery, pole line, cte.,
and on its completioa this band of citizeus
leased this plant to two of their number,
who will operate it for five years, recelving
payment on a basis of $60) per lamp per
year. But the citizens’ company will re-
ceive from the city ihe full amount appro-
priated, namely, $113 per lamp persyear on
a five-year contract. Now Lhe diiference
between $113 and $60 is $53, an: this amount
per lamp will constitute a sinking fund that
in about five years will equal the cost of
the plant, including interest on the invest-
ment. From the sinking fund the cltizens’
company will reimonrse themselves for
principal and Interest, and then present to
the city, free of debt and without price, a
cempletely equipped lighting plant with
which the cily may not only light its
streets at cost, but also supply current to
private consumers."”

Washington, with her cheap water pow-
er, is in a peculiarly favorable position to
repeat this successful experiment and give
the whole country an object lesson in clieap
and good illumination,

STAFF CAPTAIN COX.

She Will Hold Her First Meeting in

: ‘Masonic Temple Sunday.

Staff Captain Blanche B. Cox of the Sal-
vation Army, who has just taken command
of the division comprising the District of
Columbia, Delaware, Maryland and Vir-
ginia, and has changed the headguarters
from Baltimore to Washingtqn, will hold
her first specit]l meetings at Masonic Temple,
corner of 9th and F streets, next Sunday
afternoon at 3 and evening at 8. She will
be assisted by Captain Dunlap and by the
new officers of the local corps, Captain Can-

She began the slum
work of the Salvation Army in l.ondon,
under the direction of Mrs. General
Booth, the mother of the Salvation Army,
who was her spiritual mother, since it was
at one of her mcetings that Staff Captain
Cox was converted and went into the Sal-
vation Army. Staff Captain Cox was of a
prominent family in L.ondon, and was pre-
paring for Girton College, and contemplat-
ing a finishing course at a German univer-
sity, when Mrs. Booth thus changed the
current of her life. Brilliant and cultivated,
and attractive personally, she has had re-
markable success In the army. ‘She has
peen particularly successful during the past
iwo or three years, when she has heen in
the uUnited States, and especially in the
west, whenee sha eame to Washington.

She was the first woman to speak in the
Ereat Moimon tabernacle in Salt Lake City,
where she had an audience of 10,000 people,
In Colorado, of which she had charge im-
mediately before coming to Washington, she
added to her reputation by having herself
arrested in order to test the right of the
army to have open alr meetings in Colorado
Springs, over which there had been con-
troversy for years, one young officer of the
army dving from=the effects of his treat-
mert by tho police. When Staff Captaln
Cox was locked up in jail the leading citi-
zens rose in protest, and a declsion was scon
given which yielded the army all it had
fougnt for. Staff Captain Cox had a bicycle
brigade out in Colorado, and may have one
here, for she has a number of original plans
for the development of the work in this
division. The great value of her work ap-
pears in its spiritual results, which are al-
ways large.

DR. TALMAGE WILL PREACH

Sunday Mornings:ps Well u'Bveningi He
WilliBe Heard.

The Request for His Full Services in
the Pulpit Was Unanimous From
Elders, Trastges and Co-Pastor. =

Dr. Talmage hds reconsidered his an-
nouncement some weeks-ngo from the pul-
pit of the First i Presbyterian Thurch that
he would undep;no circumstances preaca
Sunday mornings,:as well as evenings. In
making thls statement he desired to take
Limself, if possihle, out . of the disturbing
situation, in which the church had been
placed by the conflict of the wishes of a
large and influential number of church
members and attendants with the contract
obligations of the church to Rev. Adolos
Allen, the co-pastor. In the interval an
amicable arrangément was made between
Mr. Allen and the officers of the church,
and this agreement was ratified Monday by
the presbytery of Washinglon. The diffi-
culties, which Dr. Talmage recognized and
respected In a dignified and manly way
have been entirely removed. He now
closes the incident by acceoting an invita-
tion to prea:h Sunday mornings. This in-
vitation came unanimously from the eld-
ers of his church and tore the following
indorsement from Dr. Sunderland: “For
many wecks past it has been my strong
conviction that the best interests of the
church, temporal and spiritual, would be
promotad if br, Talmage would cousent to
preach, as a general rule, both at the
morning and evening services, and I most
cordially join in the request that he would
do so. It will relieve me of a burden which
I find mora serious from year to year, and
afford me a satisfaction 1 have long been
looking for."

The trustees of the church reinforced this
reauest by a letter, in which they unani-
mously urged Dr, Talmige to change his
mind and consent. Iin his renly Dr. Tal-
mige said: "I have reconsideved, and as cir-
curustances have changed, and I desire to
serve you in all things possible, 1 accept
your Invitation, and will, Providence per-
