WHOLESALE PRODUCE MA R_KE‘I'.

Butter and Eggs Lower—Liitle Chnnge
in Other Producis.

Not only are eggs lower today, but the
same is true of butter, although the fall in
price of either product s but small. Today
eggs are selling at from 14 to 15 cents a
dozen for nearby fresh goods, and fancy IEl-
gln and other western extra butter has drop-
ped from 23 cents a pound last week to 22
cents today. Despite the fall in the price of
eggs, there is some complaint from retall
purchasers that retail prices are not and
have not been for some time consistent with
wholesale prices, many retail dealers selling,
it is claimed, at 25 cents a dozen. Cheese
shows practically no change, either in price
or condition, and none is expected for some
time. Poultry is somewhat advanced, but
slightly, due mo~e, perhaps, to the bad roads
resulting from the continued rains. The
game market Is as last reported, and the
same can be sald of fruits and vegetahles,
and of heef and other meats as well. The
market throughout is a firm one, gplendidly
supplied, and reasonabiy active,

Early In the week butter was somewhat
demoralized, but only for a short time, how-
ever, and {t is now not only recovering
rapidly, but the indleations are that prices
will shortly advance. The weak feeling here
was due more to sympathy than to anything
else, the market in the west being rather
firm. Indeed, the market here is already
quite firm, and stiffer prices may be ex-
pected. June creamery Is holding its own,
antl lower grades are in sympathy with top
ones. The prices prevailing today are:
Fancy Elgin and other western extras, 22
cents a pound; cholee, 20; firsts, 18; seconds,
16. Choice bakers’ stock, 13 to 15; New
York tubs, 16 to 19; dairy print, 10; western,
19 to 15; Maryland and Virginia creamery,
18 to 20; dabry packad, 18 to 15

There is little o be sald of cheese, the
condition of the markel and prices remain-
ing as last reported, as may be secn from
today’s prices: New York state cream, large,
H1i cents a pound; flats, 12'4, and ponys, 14.

As waas stated last week, the open weather
i3 responsible for a further decline in the
price of egus, they belng from one to two
cents a dozen lower todsy than a week ago.
The market ig, however, well szustained,
and while the weather is exceedingly favor-
able for production, tha detnand is quita
large. From 14 to 15 ¢onts a dozen are asked
today for nearby fresh goods, 13 to 14 for
western, 12 to 13 for southern, and 5 to 7
for keat or gninea goods,

In poultry the market Is firm and active,
while prices are a shade higher, as may he
geen from the following quotations: Drawn
turkeys, from 13 to 14 cents a pound: lve,
9 to 11; live chickens, 8 to 10; dressed, 10 to
12; old stock, dressed, 8 to 12; live, § to T:
capons, 16 to 18; ducks, 10 to 12, and geese,
G to ik

RARE PHOENICIAN | GLASS

Tear Bottles and P_ia;r.e;a and Basins
Mads Three Thousand Years Ago.

Splendid Coliection of Ancient Glass-
ware Dug Up at Sidon and Brought

to This Country.

Among the winter resldents of Washing-
ton this season Is Dr. A. J. Arbeely, editor
of the Arabian paper, “Kawkab America,”
published in New York city. Dr. Arbeely
is a native of Syria, his father, Prof. Ar-
beely, being prominent in the work which
was done by Vandyke, Thompson and other
American missionaries, who, in the first
half of this century, made thelr homes in
the east, and there laid the foundations of
the great work in educating and evangeliz-
ing, which has now assumed proportions
large enough to become the subject of in-
ternational complications. When he and
his father cam= to America, In 1876, they
were the first Syrians to make their -home
here, Now there are thousands of them lo-

cated in nlmost every state in tie Union.

The paper which Dr. Arbeely edits is
printed in the Arable, whose quaint char-
acters little suzgest any Intelligible rela-
tion to our own alphabet. Its circulation
includes readers of the Arab tongue in all
parts of the world. By a mandate of the
sultan, this paper is the only one aliowed
to circulate in his empire; It is conserva-
tive in its editorial tone, and allies ltself
upon the side of Christian progress, with-
out taking an attitude of hostility to the
Turkish government, LB

Dr. Arbeely’s mission in Washington at
present is to submlit to the ezamination of
the authorities of the Smithsonian Insti-
tution what is probably (he largest collee-
tion of ancient Phoenician glass ware
which has ever been brought from the east.
By a mhost singular condition of things
this cellection is likely o rémain In the
United States. When, a few Years ago, the
excavatibns were undartaken at Sidon,
which brought to light gome of the most
beautiful specimens of anclgnt glass, it
aroused a good deal of contention and
caused some bLioodshed, . until finally the
sultan, two years ago, by an edict, abso-
lutely prohibited the removal of any of this
glass. This was not done, however, until
the collection which has bLeen intrusted to
Dr. Arbeely was brought to this country.
Thus it is that it is likely to remain here.
If it were taken back It would be confis-
cated by the sultan.

There are about sixty specimens In the
collection, and the ordinary observer, when
he sees it for the first time, wonders if
there is anything rew under the sun. This
glass is not less than 3,000 years old, in all
probability, yet in form, c¢olor and delicacy
of manufacture it rivals much that js done
in these days. The Phdenicians, who were
the early navigators of the east, and like-
wise the first great manufactyring nation
on the earth, evidenfly pdssessed a knowl-
edge of the art of glass-blowing, molding
and shaping, and also the finer art of dec-

A Lost Art.

When Wendell Philips, in his eloquence,
paid e tribute to the Phoenicians and their
lost arts, he had not seen such a collec-
tion of wonderful glassware, but If he had
it would surely have justified all his eplen-
did superlatives and tempted him to the
use of even more magnificent pralse.

The greater number of pieces were made

without effort at coloring, and appear in
the natural condition which the glass took
vnder the manipulation of the human bhe-
qu whose body many centuries ag0 crum-
bied to dust. Aost of them are iridescent,
no iwo allke, however, some being pre-
vailingly blue, some purple, some Ereen.
As they are turned in the light thelr beau-
ty Is indescribable. Some of the pieces are
stained solidly purple. On some there are
decorative green bands. Others are opa-
lescent and at the same time transparent.
There are several most heautiful plates
and basirs of glass, the largest being a foot
in diameter and weighing hardly more than
an ounce. The extreme lightness of all
these pieces of glassware is simply phe-
nomenal.  All are intact, and it is to be
presumed that they possess some quality
of ductility and toughness unknown to the
modern glassilower,

The vses fcr which these various pleces
of glass were made can only be confec-
tured. There are many which are known
to be tear bottles, the custom being for the
reiatives of the dyving person to shed tears
in these bottles, which were then Interred
with the remazins of the departed. Somie of
the vases are eight inches long, most grace-
ful 'and beautiful in form and decorated in
a manner which Is not excelled even in
these times. Some of the picces seem to bhe
flat flasks, very much resembling in shape
the little spirit flasks used nowadays. Oth-
ers are vases, with long and slender necks,
and sometimes with reserveirs six to elght
inches in dian.eter. The greater part of the
collection, however, consists of small pieces
from three to four Inches in height and
from an inch to an inch and a half in di-
ameter.

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Aganinst the Belt Line Cross-Town
Extension.

To the Editor of The Evening Star:

The Star ycsterday informed ite readers
of a star chamber sessfon in Commissioner
Powell's private office in the interest of the
schemers for the use of L slreet north-
west for & belt line extension, or rather
for the extension of the proposed trolley
line from Baltimore into the heart of the
northwest section. There is no pulilic de-
mand for the occupation of additional
“cross-town’’ streets for street railroads.
The purpose is to alandon unprofitable ter-
ritory south of the avenue and pre-empt
fresh and better reutes,

The attitude of the Commissioners is
teyvonid cur comprehension. They deliber-
ately propose to give up one of the narrow-
est streets in the city, along which is laid
one of the largest water malns, at a great
depth in some sections and near the sur-
face in others, It goes without saying that
repairs on a water main, with street car
tracks nearly over it, will be much more
ccetly than would otherwise be the case.
And the g 1. street main has a way of
nceding frequent repairs,

Besides, there is another main on the
sireet, westward from 11th, directly in the
middle of the roadway, which would have
to he taken up and relaid near the curh.
And also, if the street is given up to a
double wrack reoad, as proposed, room will
have to be subsequently made for the house-
holders and general public by widening the
roadway, as has just been done with G
streel, «t the public expense. SBuch widen-
Ing on L street will necessitate the cut-
ting down of the trees on hoth sides, the
terraces and parking, the relaying of side-
walks and, in many cases of individual
house owners, the tearing away of flights
of stone steps and changing the entrances
to the Enzlish basement siyle. And the
Commissioners singularly fall to recom-
mend that the public and private owners
should be relieved from the burden of ex-
pense to be incurred, be it remembered, not
in obedience to an overwhelming puble
demand and for the greatest good to the
greatest number, but simply because
Messra, Schoepf & Co. know a good thing
when they see It, and are in the habit
of asking for and getting it.
