Large Attendance at the Mt. Vernon Place
Church of the Distriot Union,

Interesting Addresses in Regard to
Central Union Mission and
Salvation Armny Work.

There was only standing room last night
in Mount Vernoa Place M. E. Church on
the occasion of the regular monthly mass
meeting of the District of Columbin Chris-
tian Endeavor Union. The meeting was
something out of the ordinary and the an-
nouncement that representatives of the
Central Union Mission and the Saivation
Army would speak breught out a number
of persons interested in city missions,
though not directly connected with Chris-
tian Endeavor societies. The subject of
the meeting was “Evangelism.”

A service of song was held for a quarter
of an nour preceding tne exercises of the
pregram, under the direction of Percy 8.
Foster, AMrs. Frank Byram acting as organ-
ist. .
Deavaotlonal exercises were condiutted by
Miles M. Shand, president of the Disirlct
U'nien, after which he read the joint reso-
lution authorizing the use of the White
Lot amd Monument grounds for the pur-
peses of the convention in July, which ra-
cently passed Conegress without a dissent-
ing voice, and was signed by the President
Thursday. There was a demonstration of
approval as My, Shand announced tha fact
of tha President's signature. ’

Central Union Mission Work.

Rev, D, Isaas W. Canter, pastor of Mt.
Vernon Church, delivered a brief address
of welcomne, followed by Rev. E. D. Bailey
of the Central Union Mission, who has had
a large experience in evangellstic work and
was weil gualified to speak on the subject
of the evening. He said the Central Union
Mission was the represcutnitive of all the
chirches of the city, in which all had a
part, and he reeognized in his audience
many wino belonged to the ranks of its
workers,

“This is an age of religious activity and
aggression,’” he sald. “The Christian
churches are more zealous now than ever
before in their afforts to propagute the
principles of Christianity. This is empha-
sized by the establishment of evangelical
misslons in the larger cities of the country
with a view of reaching, by personal con-
tact, people who, from indifference and
other ecauses, do not attend the churches,”

He briefly sketehed the history of the mis-
£ion in this city during the eleven years of
its existence, and spoke of 1ts steady growth,
until it has now come t® be considered as the
model institution of its kind in the country,
It siarted out with the idea not to restrict
fts work to any one class of persons, but,
whether rich or poor, white or black, from
the warst criminal to the educated, it ex-
tended its sympathy and influence to all who
came, Nor has it avoided work in what are
alled in other eities the slums, he sald.
Work In the alleys and dark places of the
city has been faithfully carried on, but with-
out the flourish of trumpets or in the glarve
of publicity, and many of the denizens of
the worst sections of the city have been re-
claimed and led into pure, honorable, hope-
ful lives. He closed with an earnest appeal
for more workers to carry the gospel to the
benightled and ignorant in the joyfulness of
soug or the brightness of testimony.

Your corrcspondent, who writes over his
owil proper name—and a very honorabla
namsa it Is, ten—bas swrittet you a com-
munication on the subject of “The republi-
can birthday eslebration” by the Union
Hepublicen Club of this city on the-224
day of February, 1806, His purpose scems
to be to throw disc®dit upon the date of
the birth of the national republican party,
an event that the Unlon Republican Club
Proposss to celebrate forty years thereaf-
ter, and makes the declaration that in do-
Ing so we are “two years behind time.”

Now, yowdr corresponnent has given Yery
littls attention to what the Union Repuibl-

can Ciub of this cily proposges to do, or he
nttempts to impeach the cotrre 3 of our
action by a comparison of ide 1l incl-
dents, What the Union Republican Clul is
at is Lo enlebrate the fortieth anniversary
of the birthday of the naticnal republican
party, which ocevrred at Pittshurg, Feb-
ruary 22, I8GS—not any local organization
of a republican club in Michigan or Massi-
chusetts, It is not our Present purpose to
controvert what Henry Wilson may have
writlen as Eistory, so lomg as It does not
hear any relation to the celebration we
have on hard, and the quotaticn cited by
your ccrrespondent Is no more analogous
to the celebration proposed by eur club
than it is to the formation of a local elub
in any other Lown, counii ¥ or state in the
Union.

Ihe first national republican convention
ever held in the United States=was held in
the city of Pittsburg on the 224 and 28d
days of February, 1556. The call for this
convention was slened by the whig gover-
nors of some half a dozen states, and Mas-
sachusetts, New York, Ghio, Pennsyivania,
Michigan, Illinols, New Jersey, Indiana,
Maryland and Wisconsin were represented
by whigs. free soil democrats, ahoiltionists,
Amerlcans and the peonle's party, io the
number of more than ene hundred, who
came togethar for the purpose of arganiz-
ing a npational republican party,

The state of New York was represented
by Horace Greegy, Gov. Jehn A, King, Sine-
on Draper, Preston King, Philip Dorshelm-
er, E. D. Morzan, the writer of this letter
and others, not one of whom save myself
Is now living. Maryland was represented by
‘rancis P. Blair, sr., the first public digres-
sien he nad ntade from the democratic line
during a long lifetime. The Hon. Lewis
Clzphane represenied the Distriet of Colum-
bia by very active and eflicient sorvice in
the work of organization, and is pow living.

Sufiice it to say that at that convention
the national republican party had its birth,
and when scarcely nine months old it fought
itz first batile under the gallant Gen. John
C. Fremont, who carvied the empire state
by something over 86,000 majority. He car-
rled the free states by 114,558 plurality, but
was overwhelmed in the slave states by a
plurality of 525,820,

I have sald this much, which is verified
history, to convince your historical reform-
cr that the Union Republican Club is not
two vears late in its proposed celebration,
