FIVE RARE COINS

Received aitl the Treasury in Payment
of Bonds,

Five rare coins were received at the
Treasury Department today in payvment of
a small allotment of the recently issued 4
per cent bonds. They are five-dollar golid
picees, dated from 1812 to 154% and are
stamped with a “D.,” the mark of the old
Dahlonega mint in Georgla., This mint was
seized by the confederates at the outbreak
of the war. In '6l, and gold coin to the
amount of $23,000 was confiscated.

The five pieces receivel today were
bright and new and of fuil standard weight,
showing no sign of wenar or abrasion. They
have evidently heen carefully stored away
ever sinece thelr lssue, and pr-)bubly_nc'.'er
have been in general circulation. It is pos-
sikle they formed part of the gold coniis-
cated by the confederates in 1861, i

Aliirough the Dahloneza mint was in op-
eration from IK3S to 1861, and had a total
sutput of 36,000,064 in geld, - very few of 1tg
coins are in circulaticn, and the present
instailment is the first that has reached the
Treasury Depariment for many years.

Authorities Have Prepared Second
Section of Street Extension.

URDISHAYED BY LEGAL DECISION

The Chan.ges in the Streets as
Laid Out.

The decision of Judge Cox which declared
the highway act unconstitutional has not
acted as a stay to the Commissioners in
the matter of preparing the plans of the
other sections of the stt:ec-t extension map.

Today Major Powell announced the com-
pletion of the second section. This com-
priseseall the suburbs and rural parks of
the northeast, betweeen North Capltol
street extended and the KEastern branch;
covering an area of aboul 6,5M avres, or
a iittle more than the entire area of Lhe
city proper.

Few subdivisions were met with in the
prolongation of the strects, and so litlle
obstruction was offered. The subdivisions
under the law of 1855 nomber about fifieen,
and the plan of their extensions, together
with the extensions of the cliy streets and
m‘enués. form a system that will reguire
but few details of study when compared
with the sectlon just completed. The
configuration of the ground is well adapted
to straight-line extensions, the onlyvereal
rough parts being in the vicinity of IPort
Toltten, northeast of Soldiers' Home, and
the parts between Bladensburg road and
the Koastern branch. )

The serond section is well dotted with
cemeteries, seven in number, which, if al-
lowed to retain their presenl boundaries,
will seriously interfere with any complete
or well-planned system of highways., 'The
cemeteries as well as parks and 1'mb]_xc
institutions should be bounded by lines in
harmony with the plan of extensions.

The locations of north and south sireels,
are guided, with few exceptions, by the
extensions of such streets from the city.
The east and west strects are controiled
in location by the ecity strees from Hoto
W Above W the existing subdivisions
znd the plan of secltion No. 1 ure inado
to determine the relative positions of all
east amnd west highways.

The subdivisions of Trinidad and Frook-
land, although not conforming 1o the city
svstem, have bheen improved to 2ucly an ex-
tent and are so situated that ft wa® deemed
best io make no radical changes in them.
Trinidad bellhg next to the grounds of the
Deaf and Dumb Institute, it was considered
rnwise to exiend the city streets into this
subdivision, and have them blocked by the
irstitute's grounds. This takes for granted,
of course, that the srounds of the institute
Leing owned by the United Slates, are per-
manent either for an institution or for a
park. In the case of Brookland its system
is continued north to the unker Hill road, 4
south to Rhode [Island avenue, east io
Quaen's Chapel road, and west to the Metro-
politan branch of the Baltimore and Ghio
railroai. The Brookland sysiem is rec-
tangular,differs very littie in direciion from
the city plan, and joins well with the city
svstem at the boundaries named ahovere oo

The avenues that will have their lines ex-
tended into this se m are Rhode Island
avenu2, New York avenue, Delaware ave-
nue, Maryland avenue and North Carolina
avenue, Rhode Island avenue is extended
direet from the city to the Metropo¥tan
branch of the Baltimore and Ohio rallroad.
It hers takes a slizht hend to the south to
agree with the South Brookland subdiviston,
running straight from the Himore and
Ohilo railroad to 1Hth street, bending

While the Commissioners do not consider
the construection of a bridge across the
Eastern branch in line with Mnassa huselts
avenue necessery, they neverthele think
steh a bridge would be desirable, This is
substantially the report of the Commls-
sioners upon House bill 40536, which con-
templates the building of *such a bridge.
They also recommend a survey of (he pp-
proaches on the Washington side, and
recommend further that the bill be refarred
to the Secretary of War.

He in-
cleses a copy of a letter from Prinainal
Lane of the High School upon the subjact,
who says “neither teachef nor pupil has
ever cngaged in vivisection as a part of
school work since the establishment of (his
department (zoology).”

Concluding  his  letter, Suparintendent
FPowell says: “Dissection of eyes, hearis,
lur gs, jolrts and brains is common, hecause
this is our plan of teaching, but these ob- |
jects are hought or hegged at the marketls,
where the flesh of these same animals is
sold and eaten by the sama children anid

tkeir parents, No vivisection whatever is
pricticed.”

HELD FOR MURDER.
Young Mamn’ Klileg With a Base Bnll
3 Bat.
John Johnson, colored, was assaulted

with a base ball bat yesterday morning by

Grant Smith, colpred, in the Virginia Blua
Base Ball Clubj hotise, on the Columbis
road, near Arlingttn Heights, and fatally
hurt. It appears that Thursday nigit
Smith, who 18 a tgugh charactar, went to
the eclub house ahd began cursing and
abusing Johnson, at the same time catch-
ing him by the throat. Johnson struck
him several times, and Smith ran, saying
that he would get even before nforning.
Johnson and several ouJer “olored men
were asleep in the club house when Smith
came back, about 5 in the morning. They
therefore did not see him when he pickoed
up a base ball bat and struck Johnson over
the lhead with it, completely crushing the
shkull. 1

The nolse made by the striking of the
blow ewoke the other men, and they saw
Smith as he ran out of the door. A man
named Samuel Minor immediately secured
a wagen and carried Jolhinson to the Emer-
gency - Hospital, where he died yesterdsay

evening at 5:30 o'clock. Phe deceased
was twenty-three years of age. Smith is
a well-known tough character, having

served a term in the Virginia penitentiary
for a murderous assault on a woman sev-
eral years ago. Isaac Green, constable,
arrested him at his home vesterday morn-
ing and took him before Justice Lane, who
committed him to jail te await the result
of Johnson's injury.

FOR COAST DEFENSE

Practical Use for Great Magnets in
Modern Warfare,

EXPERIMENTS AT WILLETS POINT

Effect of a Battleship Entering a
Harbor.

VIEWS OF A SCIENTIST

So many people have been talking and
thinking within the past few weeks, and
€ven nervous about the ways and means of
defending the coasts of the United States
against attacks by a foreign power, that
the progress of electrical experiments in
this matter may be of interest.

Out of what was at first mere idle cu-
riosity, I took the trouble to find out how
far eleetricity can be relied upon as an aid,
or a single factor, in defending our coasts
and harbors, and the result is here given.

In November, 1894, Col. W. R. King, then
commanding engineer at the Unlited States
engineerimg school at Willet’'s Point, on
Long Island, tried to see how powerful a
magnet he eonld make, and of what use it
would be. He took the largest steel cannon
he had (of which it is unnecessary to give
the dimensions here), plugged up the muz-
zle with soft metal, then wrapped the bar-
rel with copper wire, thereby making an in-
strument that could be greatly magnetized
by a cverrent of eleetricily, When the cur-
rent was turned on, all small pleces of irun
Iying near the cannon began to leave thelr
places and cling to the great magnet, A
man took a dinner tray loadced with pieces
of serap fron weighing from an ounce to a
pound, and when he was within one hun-
dred feet of the magnet the pieces began to
leave the tray and cling to the eannon,and a
litile nearer the platter was as cican as
that of Jack Spral and his wile after they
were through eating. Next a crowbar
weighing tweaty-five pounds was taken
near the cannon. It flew out of the mai’s

hand and stuck with such foree that two.

strong meiw were required to pull it away,
and this covld be dene then only by a sud-
den jerk.

.It was noticed also that the magnetic
compasses in the immediate neighborhood
were appreciably depleted by this, Lhe
greatest magnet in the world., Some news-
paper reports at the time quoted Col. King
as saying that a ship's compass could be
deflected six miles at sea, but this was an
injustice to the eolonel, and herewlth {is
given an extract from a private letter writ-
ten by him at the time, to show what was
really done, After deprecating the wrong
statements by certain newspapers, Col
King wrote: .

“It may be of interest to you to know ex-
actly what the effect is on the needle, and
this I had carefully tested just before your
letter came, viz.,, at a distance of I, 100,
150 and 200 feet, In a line nearly east and
west through the magnet, the deflections
of the compass were 8 decrees, 16 dezrees,
8 desrees and 24 dezrees, which shows the
rate at which the force tapers off, so 1o
sneaR. -

After the certificate was given the health
office offi‘ial made an investigation, and the
analysis of the culture taken from the sick
mwember of the famiiy, it is charged, showed
thal the sickness was the result of an at-
tack of the contagious disease mentioned.

mediately at a signal from the ship.

“As to the detlection of the compass of
the sh#p, when one of these magnets should
strike the keel, the compass could be made
to whirl like a school boy's top, far it would
be an almost direct contact with the mag-
net.”’
