The home of the Secretary of State is full

of most interesting things. Mrs. BellamyStorer, who owns the house, is fond ofgathering together rare and curious piecesof furniture and ornaments. Each roomhas its own collection, but the apartmentwhich has challenged the greatest admirLtion the past winter from its hundreds ofvisitors is the dining room. The room isspacious, and Its light comes from a win-dow which nearly covers the entire southend. The glass in it is a bright yellow, andit falls first on a great bronze Buddhistgod, who takes up more room than a verylarge man would, seated in the same post-tion. The light diffusing from this sourceis very soft, but not strong enough tomake the room seem at its best untillighted up at night. The wood work, ofwhich there is a great deal, the walls beingwainscoted high and the ceiling paneled;Is very dark and rich in effect. On eitherside of the high mantel are balconies, fromwhich gay-colored stuffs fall, like a Vene-tian house on a fete day. Everythingaround the room is unusual. There is anodd-shaped water pitcher on a side tableof beaten brass, nearly three feet high.The chandelier hangs just over the centerof the table. It is of bronze and silverand cheerful-looking little bronze Imps areposed in the act of the wildest acrobaticfeats up and down dangling ornaments atthe side. The dining table has a history.It once belonged to a Duke of Westmin-ster, and was purchased at a sale of hiseffects. Its polished surface is nearly asblack as ebony. The table has a border ofmost unlque-carving. The design embodiesall the creatures of the sea and air, withfowls and animals and some other livelylooking objects for which it would be hardto assign a location in the animal king-dom. When Mrs. Olney gives a luncheononly fimy lace doylles conceal the beautiesof the carving and the polish of the center.Mrs. Washington McLean, whose splendidhome, corner of Connecticut avenue andK street, shows her excellent taste in everydetail of its furnishing, has made of theold ball room one of the daintiest of salons,although by removing the furniture and
rugs it can be quickly transformed into aball room again. It has low wainscotingwith an ivory finish, and the upper edgehas a wide molding. On this are arrangedclear round the room photographs of per-sons and scenes, none very large, but milframed somewhat similarly in narrow giltborders. Follow the band around and itreflects the pictured world of today, itscelebrities, their autographs and the placesof particular interest in the realm orbeauty and fashion. Photography has add-ed a new charm to housefurnishings, butit takes considerable taste and skill to dis-play its results to good advantage.Mr. John R. McLean is one of the fewmen of affairs who spend much of their timeat home, and spacious as his big mansion ishe found after all there was no cornerwhich was absolutely his own. The nlewroom which he added last year is his ownexclusive den. It adjoins the great stair-
case, fronts on I stre-et, and Is one of thehandsomest workshops in town. The wood-
work Is in dark, rich tones, the carpets ardhangings scarlet, and a beautiful stained
glass window on the west side is directly
over the mantelpiece. The latter is cov-ered with small bronze statuettes,of horses,dogs. etc., and the wails are filled withsimilar reminiscences of pleasures and
sports.
In the ball room of the McLean mansion,which for every-day use is furnished with

most elaborately carved furniture, the walls
are lined with book shelves. On the tops1.elf there is a photograph display. Every
cne is in a different frame of silver or other
metal, carved wood or fancy gilt. Most of
the Washington beauties of the last ten
years are there, with many more of national
celebrities. Some of the famous newspapercaricatures are there also. It is all so Inter-
esting that it takes a good long time to
make the circuit of the entire list.
Mrs. Hearst has among her most cherished

possessions in her Washington home a Chi-
huahua dog. These dogs are the tiniest petsof the canine Iace in Mexico. They are
scarcely bigger than an ordinary-sized rat,but their fur is silky and white. They are
daintily cared ,for and fondled and caressed
and may almost be said to live on petting
and kisses. They are rare and high-priced
end but~few of them have ever been seen in
this city. Mrs. Hearst calls her pet Pre-closa, and such of her ..risitors who speak

to them very snugly, with an almost human
expression in its eyes, when It hears the
w ords of endearment to which it listened in
its first home said again in the familiar
tongue.
