Life-saving oeI~~ ruted on Ow.-

The Reseue mt. Be in the Vieinity_
. of a Life-94wia Station-Pro-

posed Change of Law.

Congress has been called upon to correct
an apparent anomly the laws in regard
to the bestowal Oht-nedla for heroic efforts
in rescuing the shijpirecked and saving
persons from drorning. The powers of
the Secretary of the'Treasury are seriously
circumscribed at present by a recent con-
struction of the statutes on the subject
by the Attorney General. That official
has given an opinion that the statutes
authorizigg the award of life-saving medals
apply to the rescue of those persons only
who, in the vicinity of a life-saving sta-
tion, life-boat station or house of refuge,
are in danger of drowning in any of the
waters over which the United States, by
reason of their right to regulate foreign
and interstate commeroe, have jurisdiction,
and that the purpose of such statutes ip to
cause such medals to be bestowed upon
the members, whether regular or volunteer,
and whethe" permanent or temporary, of
the life-saving crews, and that the terms
"succoring the shipwrecked" and "saving
persons from drowning," employed in sec-
tion 12, act approved June 18, 1878, au-
thorizing the bestowal of life-saving metlals
of the second class, were intended to em-
brace only those persons who were suffer-
ing from the perils of the sea, either byactual shipwreck or from being upon or
connected with any vessel.in distress. *

kestricted to Om1ietal Life Savers.
This construction of the laws restricts

the award of life-saving medals to members
of life-saving crews and to persons who
may save life "in the vicinity of a life-
saving station," a limitation, which the
treasury officials, including the general
superintendent of the life-saving service,
feel was not contemplated in the statutes
bearing on the subject.- Life-saving crews
are paid by the government for the per-formance of services for which the medals
are awarded, and heretofore they Jiave
only been so recognized in specially 'Iheri-
torious cases. Up to the receipt of theopinion in question the department has
acted on the theory that medals might be
awarded for any act of heroism looking tothe saving of life in the jurisdictional
waters of the United States, regardless of
person or place, and many brave gitizenshave been so honored.

Could Not Have a Medal.
A gentleman named Lynd recently en-

dangered his life in a fruitless attempt to
rescue a shipwrecked party during a storm
on Lake Huron. It was admitted that his
conduct merited official recognition, but
it was found that a medal could not be
awarded him for the reason that he was
not a member of a life-saving crew and
because the act he performed was not in
the vicinity of a life-saving station. In
fact, this was the case that drew forth
the opinitn of the Attorney General above
referred to.
Senator McMillan of Michigan became in-

terested in the case' and introduced a bill
in the Senate to andud the laws so as to
extend their benefits. to citizens generally.
This bill was referred to the committee on
commerce and by that committee was re-
ferred to Secretary Carlisle for an expres-
sion of his views oWtle subject.

PAsposed New BOAl.
Secretary Carlisle wrote to the commit-

tee today advfcating the passage of the
bill in an amended form, so that it shall
provide as follows "That so much of the
acts relating to life-saving stations and the
life-saving service, approved June 20, 1874;
June 18, 1879, and May 4, 1882, as provide
for the award of life-saving medals shall
be coLstrued so as to empower the Sec-
retary of the Treasury to bestow such
medals upon persons hereafter making sig-
nal exertions in reseuing and succoring the
shipwrecked and saving persons from
drownirg in the waters over which the
United States has jurisdiction, whethersaid persons making such exertions were
or uere not members of a life-saving crew
or whether or not such exertions were
made in the vicinity of a life-saving sta-
tion."

James Henderson in the Police Toils
Once More.

Jamis H. Henderson, alias Basil Jackson.

The man who was thus fa-
vcered had promised to return to his wife
and new-born child, but when he reached
here he changed his mind, and stopped to
get a new start in life.

ar-d, not satisfied with this, It is alleged,he again resorted to forgery, and although
he succeeded in getting the money, Detec-
tive Lacy was equally successful in get-
ting him.
It is charged that he forged the name of

Alexander W. Windley to a note for $90,
and had it discount~d by Boyd McKnight
for $75. Broker McKnight gave him a
check for the money, and this he got cash-
ed at Robinson, Chery & Co.'s clothing
store, where he Impersonated Windley, who
is janitor of~the Sumner school building.
When arrested last night Detective Lacy

found $42 on him. He was locked up, and
will be given a hearing in the Pollce Court
tomorrow.

A. Robbins were re-
elected elders and; e s. C. E. Foster, J.
R. Imbrie and Philip . . Larner, deacons.
Noble D. Larner, clsairman of the board of
trustees, read the- report of that body,
which Included, a attqent comparing the
financial and phy l.~atus of the church
at the end of the;y witb that at the
close of the year ~d February 28, 1805,
showing an improvement in both respects.
The trustees whcse terms had expired
were re-elected.
The most Interesting feature of the meet-

ing was the consideration of the question
of changing the form of the musical part
of the worship. At present, the congrega-
tion Is led by a precentor; a desire had been
expressed that a choir and leader should
be substituted, and upon that the mbm-
hers of the session were equally divided,
and there was .considerable opposition .to
the change In the congregation. The mat-
ter was referred to the coigregation, and
Mr. Justice Harlan proposed an amendment
to the by-laws, the effect of which, if
adepted, would be to instruct the session
to make the change.

The Maritime Canal Bill.
A bill to incorporate the maritime canalI

of North America to connect the Hudson
river and the great lakes was introduced
yesterday in the Senate by Senator Hans-
brough of North Dakota, and in the House 4

by Representative Cooper of Wisconsin.,
The canal system for which the bill pro-
vides includes canals from the head of 4
tidewater navigation,.on the Hudson to I
Lake Champlain; from the head of Lake I
St. Francis to the St. Lawrence river, above
the long Sault rapids; from Lewiston on<
the Niagara river to a point, on the rivera
above the falls, and authority to deepen
and widen the Champlain and Hudson I
canal is asked.4
The channels are to be twenty feet deep,

to permit two of the largest. vessels draw-
tng twenty feet to pass, and the locks are 1
to admit-vessels 550 feet long and sixty-five1
wide. The plans are to be .approved by a
board of five engineers appointed by the
Secretary of War; the canal is to be under
the control of the interstate' commerce
commissIon, and the government is by the
bill authorized to take possession of the1
property on one week's notice by paying
the value of the property.

A Good Roads Hearing.
The House committee on agriculture yes-

terday gave a hearing on good roads, based
on the bill introduced by Representative
Charles W. Stone of Pennsylvania, creating
a special commission on highways, whose1
duty it should be to inquire generally how4
the government may further promote the
improvement of highways. Representative
Stone explained the bilL. E. G. Harrison of
New Jersey, representing the national
league of good roads, set forth the Im-
portance of good material in road construe-
tion. Mr. Saima of Maryland spoke of the
wheelman's interest in good roads, Prof.
Holmea of N-orth Carolina showed how the
educational interests would be benefited by
good roads. H. W. Anderson, the secretary
of the Virginia State Road Associatloht, and
Sterling Elliott of Bostoni, representing the
League of American Wheelmen, also spoke.
Gen. Stone of the Agricultural Department

-said his bureau had sent out from the

office of road inquiry 10,000 letters to the
most intelligent and experienced farmers
in the United States, and applied the data
so obtained- to the census returns. The re-
suIt was to confirm the estimates of expd'tts
that the total bed roads tax, direct and in-
direct, exceeds P100,000,000 yearly. Such a
tax, he said,approxiimated one-fourth of the
home value of all farm products in the
United States; but It went without saying
