AT INDIAN
Great Guns to Be Fired at
Ship Turret.

Asrrangements are heing. made by the
Navy Department for a test of great guns
at Indian Head, which is expected by the
bureau of ordnance to attract the attention
of the world, but from witnessing, which
all foreigmers will be carefully excluded.
A leading efficial of the Navy Department
vesterday told a Star reporter that the de-
partment is well satisfied with the knowl-
edge that has been secured from firing
guns of all sorts of caliber against plates,
but that next to nothing has been learned
as to what would be the effect of firing a
twelve-inch gun against a turret structure
similar o that which one of our men-of-
war would have to encounter in ease of an
actual naval battle.

In order to get reliable information on
this point the depariment is having built
at Indian Head, as stated, at a cost of
20000, a turret structure which, when
completed, will represent one of those to he
found on the strongest men-of-war atioat.
Some time Juring the coming spring there
will be miven a thorcugh test of its resist-
ing qualities to some of the largest guns
that have been produced for use in the
Tavy.

Nolwithstanding the cost of the experi-
ment, it is belleved to be necessary,in view
rot only of the want of knowledge there is
in reference to the puims referred to, but
becaus=e it is belleved Congress is about to
appropriate a large sum of money for coast
defenses and the upbuilding of the navy.

The guns of the Massachusetts, the sister
ship of the Indiana, will also he tested
shortly, and the department expects the
trial 1o result as saiisfaetorily as in the
case of the Indiana. Capt. Robley DD,
Evans of the Indiana has reported that the
guns of his vessel have fultilled every re-
quirement.

Few pecple understand the seriousness of
o gan trial. There are on the 3assachu-
setts four great gona, each forty feet long.
Each weaighs sixty-seven tons, and fires a
soli:dl shot thirteen inches In diameter and
about four feet long. The weight of this
shot is 1,104 ]m'!‘.‘ld‘-‘l. and a charge of 55
poutsls of powder is required jto make the
gun do s Tull work.

“nglish government ex-
perimented with a thirteen-inch gun on a
skip of the Royal Sovereign class. At the
first firing of the gun the entire upper deck
was lifted from its position and sprung
slong its entire center, so terrible was the
shock. The Massachusetis has been spe-
c'nlly equipped to provide against any such
disaster, and her decks have been con-
stricted in such a mannmer that naval ex-
perts agree that no such damage can be-
rlun] her when the thirteen-ineh guns are
fired.

CHEAPER BICYCLES

What is Expected When the Japan-
ese Wheels Arrive,

EFFECT ON THE AMERICAN MARKET

The Land of the Mikado as a Man-
ufacturing Rival.

SKILL. OF THE WORKMEN

Will Japan be nble to make bicycles and
sell th¥m in this country for $25 apiece?

TLis is the question which I8 exciting
conslderable comment among people inter-
ested In bicycles. It is answered negalively
and with most pronounced emphasls by the
bicycle manufacturers in America, who
claim it to be impcssible for even the cheap
Japanese labor to turn out high-grade
wheels fcr anything like tkis price. On the
other hand, the gquestion has excited a
reasonable doabt In the minds of many peo-
ple who are famillar with the condition of
affalrs brought about by the inroads Japan-
ese manufacturers arc making Into Amer-
ican markets.

8o sericus has become this comgetition of
cheap Japanese labor, combined with the
skill of Japanese craftsmen, to manufac-
turers and merchants on the Paclfic coast
that Congress has been asked to come to
the protection of American goods and put
a high tariff on the Japanese product go
a8 tou equalize the difference In the labor
cost. In the house a few days ago Mr.
Newlands of Nevada presented a resolu-
tion of the chamber of ccinmerce of San
Franclsco, calling the attention of the coun-
try and of Congress to the invasion of man-
vfactured products from oriental countries,
particularly Japan.

“In reference to the bicycle,” sald Mr.
Newlands, it is stated by the newspapers
to be one of the products of that country
which is now belng sold in San Francisco;
and if the newspapers are to be credued
Lthe bicycle 18 manufactured In Japan for
$12 In silver. It is sold in San Francisco
for $12 in gold. The seller takes that $12
in gold, turns it into $24 in silver, pays the
cost of production, $12 in silver, pays the
freight and duty and has a profit of $4 or
¥ upon each bicycle. There is the same

conipetlition with reference to matches,
lamps, hats, brushes, rugs and other
products, -

A Threatened Invasion.

“That coast now finds Itself threatened
with a new form of oriental invasion, not
the invasion of the laborer from China or
Japan, but an invasion of the products of
the cheap labor of the latter country. Re-

Francisco and is engaged in selling all the

various products of Japanese manufacture. !

There
factured in America that
in the catalogue of Japanese products—
vatches, bicyeles, rugs, carpets, cotton,
woclen and silk goods, and almost every
other form of product. They have been
put upon the market at such low prices as
to alisolutely defy competition from the
production of American manufacturers."”

A Japanese manufacturer who is now in
this country selecting models to take back
to Japan for his men to work upon, and
who visited the bicycle show in New York,
was interviewed upon this subject, as fol-
lows: .

“I have only to send the best bicvele 1
find in this show to Japan in order to be
sure that I shall get something equally
good turned out there within six months.
It will take our workmen longer to make 2
bicycle than It does yours, hut as we pay
skilled metal workers an average of thiry
cents a day we can afford to be a litlle
slower. Some of your manufacturers have
told me that they had scld goods and ma-
chines to Japan, but that after one or two
orders had been filled no more came. The
reason is that the Japanese are making
these things themselves. As yvet there is no
trealy between the United States and
Japan under which your patents are pro-
tected, so that we have no royalties to pay
inventors. At every one of vour industrial
exhibitions you will find Japanese visitors,
who, like myself, are on the loockout for
the newest and best of everything. I have
picked out four bhlcyeles from this show
which will go to Japan by the next steamer
from San Franciseq Our bicycles will be
one year behind yours in style, but they
will cost half the price and be just as good.

Why They Are Able to Imitnte,

“You have probably heard that we Jap-
anese are wonderful at imitating anything
we see. The explanation is simple enough.
Every child, boy or girl, in the Japanesze
schools—and education is far more com-
pulsory with us than with you—learns to
draw accurately and to estimate the shape
and relation of things he sees. QOur sys-
tem of writing, done with a brush, and in
which every stroke must have a certain
value of its own, helps this eye-training.
A wrltten page, or even a line, with us is
a sort of picture, good writers ranking as
artists, and the child is taught to copy
such work with an accuracy of which you
have no conception.”

A member of the House who returned not
long zgo from a visit to Japan said to-
day:

*“I have no doubt that the Japanese will
soon hegin to invade the American mar-
ket in earnest with their bicycles. The
wheels T saw in Japan were not the Iatest
modcls and prabably were not as highly
finisted as the Amerlcan wheels, as the
Japanese manufacturers have not yvet sup-
plied themselves with the machinery to
bring thte work up to perfection, hut the
bicycles were every way as durable and
satisfactory as the American products. The
Japanese have started out to make every-
thing that we make and they are in earn-
ezt abcut it. The cheapness of the la-
bor, combined with the skill and adapt-
abllity of the workmen, as well as thely
indefatigable Industry,will make them very
formidahle rivals to the American manu-
facturers.”

A recent issue of a San Francisco news-
paper stated that a manufacturer of Japan
had established an ageney In San Francis-
co for the sale of Japanese manufactured
goods for the purpese of underselling
American products. Similar agencies are
being established east and west now hy
represer-tatives of Japanese houses. The
agency is selllng the hest parlor matehes
in tin-lined boxes, delivered to the mer-
chant, freight and duty pa'd, al 20 cents
a gross. He also sells doors, sashes, hlinds
and all articles of wooden ware, cooper-
age stock, ete, of Japanese manufacture,
at from 30 to 50 per cent less than they
can be manufactured for in th!s country,

with all freight and duty paid by Japa-
nese Importers. Also  clocks, watches,
boots, shees, clothing, hats, gloves, fancy

goods and notions on similar terms.

Their a2gents are buying cotton mill ma-
chirery and shipping to Jupan, and will
take our cotton from here to .Japan and
send it back manufactured cheaper than
can be manufactured in this countryv. They
also take cargoes of Pacilic coast iumber,
manufacture the same in Japan into
vooden ware and return it here manufac-
tured at & per cont less than cur manu-
facturers' wholesale prices.
