FAMOUS PEN WIZARD
Death of Dennis . Murphy, the

Senate's Stenographer.

DII l I'OF 11 R KAELE LIFE

Feats of Shorthand WritingWhich
He Performed.

[LONG, BUSY L I F E

Mr. Dennis F. Murphy, who for forty-eight
Fears has been associated with the work of
reporting the debates in the Senate, died
last evening at his apartments at the Coch-
ran. For several years Mr. Murphy has
been in bad health, having been severely in-
lured in 1892 by being struck by a team.
During this period he has not been actively
it work and Uis health has gradually failed.
Wednesday night he was seized with a
stroke of apoplexy and death resulted about
twenty-four hours later.
Mr. Murphy was regarded as probably the

foremost stenographer in the world. His
long service, as well as his reputation for
iecuracy and speed, have made his name a
taourehold word among all shorthand

re-porters, and his work in reporting the de-
bates of the Senate, and other feats of
stenography which he has accomplished,have become monuments of the craft. He

entered the service of the Senate 3s a re-
porter in 1848 at the age of fourteen years,
tnd for twenty-five years he was employed
in various capacities, becoming at length
the stenographer in charge, and, in 1873.
Wnen the publication of the congressional
lebates was transferred to the government
printing office, Mn Murphy was placed in
rharge of the work, being given a contract
for reporting the proceedings of the Senate
for $25,000 annually, leaving him free to
employ his own assistants. Up to withinabout four years Mr. Murphy was actively
nrgaged in stenographic work, but sincethen he had relegated the active charge tohis brother, Mr. Edward V. Murphy.

His History.
Dennis Murphy was born in Cork. Ire-

land, February 7, 1834. His parents re-
moved to this country the next year, first
iettling in New Ycrk, but removing in 1837
to Philadelphia, where they permanently
resided. Dennis was given a public school
education, and through a fortunate coin-
eldence reached the Philadelphia High
School just in season to obtai ninstruction
In stenography from Oliver Dyer, who in
1848 began to deliver lectures at this school
)n the comparatively new art of phonog-
raphy. The first class contained :330 boys,
but this number gradually dwindled to
'ity, and then Mr. Dyer selected the twen-
ty who had made the most progress, to
T'hom select lessons were given in report-ing. Dennis Murphy was the head of this
class, which has furnished other congres-,icnal reporters as well as prominent short-band writers in other fields.
In June, 1848, the whig convention which

nominated Gen. Taylor for the presidency
net in Philadelphia, and Mr. Dyer was en-
raged by the North American. a leading
Whig organ, to report the proceedings. He
ras assisted by a dozen of his liigh school

sass, divided into detachments of three.
Dennis Murphy was placed in charge of
me of these detachments. The perform-
ances of these boys attracted the attention
of Mr. Sutton, who was at the convention
re porting for the National Intelligencer,
the great whig organ published in this city.
It so happened that the Senate chanced

then to have under consideration the ques-
tion of obtaining full reports of its debates,and that year toward the close of the ses-
don arrangements were made for steno-graphic reports to be published at the pub-
lic expense in each of the leading party
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ber, 1849, Mr. Murphy was employed on the
corps of the Union. but In a few weeks he
was seized with an attack of inflammation
of the lungs and removed to his home in
Phladelphia. On his -recovery in April,
1850, he returned to Washington and se-

cured a pcsition on the Intelligencer corps
under Mr. Sutton. The Intelligencer re-
linquished Its contract in March, 151, and
It was transferred to the Dafly Globe. Not
long afternard the 'Union suspended -pub-
lication, so that the Globe was the only

journal publishing the debates of Congress.
In March, 1869, Mr. Srutton retired from the

charge of the work of reporting the Senate

proceedings for the Globe and Mr. Murphy

was gllaced In ccmmand. In 1878 the pub-
lication was transferred to the gotvernment
printing office and the Senate, as stated,
made a contract with Mr. Murphy to-do the

work, this obligation being renewed from

year to year up to the prEsent timie.

In those days the typewriter was yn-

known and, of course, the phonograph, now
such an important .ps~rt of the stenogra-

her's outfit, was unheard of. This eaused

The Kind of Weather Predicted for
Tonight and Tcunorrosw.

inches) was reported during the pasttwenty-four hours: Sydney, 1.60; Halifax,1.64; Idaho Fails, Idaho, 1.0f6.
It is decidedly colder in New England, the

middle states and the Ohio valley, and
w~armer generally in the upper Mississippiand the Missouri valleys, and on the Rockymountain slope.

of the members of hig regular corps. re-ported the general conventions ofthe Epis-copal Church, and in x472-3 -e was thecfficial reporter of the Pc nnsvlvania' con-stitutional convcntion. He has frequentlybaen called to report trials of great im-
pcrtance before the Supreme Court, andhas served many commerciai conventionsin the same capacity.
During congressional vacations in hisearly career Mr. Murphy studied law, andin 1857 he was admitted to the bar ofPhiladelphia, and subsequently to that ofthe Supreme Court of the Unitei States.In 1859 Mr. Murphy was married to MissAnnie E. Chandler of Philadelphia. Theyhad two children, both of whom survivewith their mother. The son is Richard S.

Murphy, and the daughter ia the wife ofCaptain M. C. Foote of the army. Mr.Murphy has two brothers, who are wellknown in this city, Dominick I. Murphy,now first deputy commissioner of pensions,and Edward- V. Murphy, assistant stenog-rapher of the Senate. An e)der brother,James J. Murphy, was associated with thework of reporting the debates of the Sen-ate in 1854 until his death, in 1874.
Mr. Morphy's Style.

Mr. Mturphy's style, or system, of writing
was thus described in 1878 by Browne's
Phonographie Monthly, published in New
York: "Mr. Murphy still adheres in -the
train to the system of shorthtand which he
learned as phonography in 1848, according
to Andrew and Boyle's class book and read-
er, which followed and was almost analo-gous with the eighth edition of Isaac Pit-rnan's Manual. He has never adopted eventhe signs for h, w and y, though regrettingthe absence from his alphabet of convenientstrokes to represent these sounds. He hashowever, adopted the f and -v hooks. Heuses comparative few word signs and not
many phraseograms, contending that whatIs thereby gained in speed is lost in legi-bility. He has adhered to the system as it
was in 1848 because he considered that when
a person has acquired sificient proficiencyto report with accuracy the most rapidspeakers it would be dangerous for him toattempt radical changes to any great ex-tent. Probably not many reporters concurwith him In this view; but his personal ex-perience seems to be a justification of his
theory, in his own case at least."

COmplication in Securing Rapid
Transit on Eokington Road.

SURFACE IOThR ASIED FOR

Possibility That Congress Wilt
Have to Act.

OTHER LOCAL NOTES

The Eckington and Sold!ers' Home Rail-
way Company will not be permitted to equip
its road with a surface motor without spe-
cial legislation from Congress. Indeed, it
is doubtful if the Commissioners have the
power to authorize-the company, in the ab-
sence of special legislation, to employ any
system of rapid transit for the propulsion
of its cars.
The act of August 6, 1890, provided: "That

any stret railroad in the District of Co-
luml2ia author zed to run cars drawn by
horses, which has changed or may change
its motive power on any of- its lines now
constructed, to cable or electricity, or

change its rails in accordance with the pro-
visions of law, shall have the right to issue
and sell, at the market price thereof, stock
of said company to an amount necessary to
cover the cost cf making said changes, the
cost of said changes and the amount of said
stock sold, together with the price per share
to be fully set forth, under the oath of the
president of said company, and filed wifh
the Commissioners of the District. And any
company availing itself of the privileges
herein granted shall, within two years,
wholly dispense with horses as motive
power on all portions of its line and substi-
tute therefor the power provided for in the
act making appropriations for the expensesof the government of the District of Colum-
bia, approved March 2, 1889, or pneumatic
or other modern motive power, which shall
be approved by the Commissioners of the
District of Columbia, but nothing in this
act contained shall in anywise authorizethe use of overhead appliances. * * "

It is held that under the provisions ofthis section the right of the Commissioners
to approve any power for the propulsion of
c rs is limited to two years, for it specifi-cally provides as a condition that the road
nust avail itself of the privileges grantedby the act within that period.
The Eckington and Soldiers' Home rail-

road, through its representatives, has had
several conferences with the Commission-
cr lately upon the subject of surface mo-
tors. President Newbold declared sometime ego that he would equip his road with
surface motors, and the idea was favorablyreceived by the Commissioners. Maj. Pow-ell has given the subject considerable at-tcntikn, and is a firm believer in the effi-
cacy of surface mrotors.
The matter recently came up for discus-

sicn, and the railroad people appeared for
rermission to oper. te. the road with a sur-
face motor. A question arose in the minds
of the Commissioners as to their power in
the premises, and the case was submitted
to the attorney for the District, with the
request that he inform the' Commissioners
as to their power in the matter. It is nn-
derstood that he has made an unfavorable
report upon the proposition, holding that
the Commissioners have no right, under the
act abr ve quoted, to approve a surface
motor.
The decision was received with regret bythe Commissioners, who believed the timehad arrived when the Eckington road

would change its motive power. Just what
course the railroad people will adopt in
view of the present status of th-ir case is
rot known, although it is understood theyRill ap ply to Congress for the desired re-lief immediately. Should this be donethere is every reason to -believe that Con-
guess will lose no time in granting the de-
sired permission to change the motive pow-
er of the road.

Adverse Report.
Adverse report has been made by the

Commissioners upon Senate bill 949, to in-
corporate the East Washington Heights
Traction Railway Company. In their report
upon the bill the Commissioners say:
"The Commissioners doubt the advisability

for the public interests of chartering at the
present time, ,an additional street railway
crossing the Eastern branch below lien-
r.inig bridge. The Anacostia railroad runs
into the city from the most populated sub-
urb south of the Eastern branch, but is
not able to pay expenses, and consequently
furnishes unsatisfactory service; this rail-
road has a chartered right to extend to theBowen road at or near one of the terminiof the railroad proposed by Senate bill 949.The Capital Railway Company, alrendychartered, have rights of the same cxten-sions; in fact, the latter named road would
serve the same territory in the country as
proposed to be served by the East Wash-ington Heights Traction Company. Theproposition contemplated for that company,of occupying the Pennsylvania avenuebridge over the Eastern branch by railroadtracks is deemed inadvisable."

Eastern Biranch Bridge.-
The Commissioners have made a favora-

ble report upon House bill 725i2, to author-
ize the construction of a bridge across the
Eastern 1:ranch. The Commissioners say
the location named in the bill for a bridge
over the Eastern branch is judged to be
the best of, the locations heretofore sug-gested for tne accommodation of traffic tobe served by a bridge below the presentNavy Yard bridge. The proposed bridgewhich spans the Eastern branch at 1ststreet is deemed advisable, but the Com-missioners believe the bill should be sub-
mitted to the War Department for report,
as the prollosed bridge spans a navigablestream.

District Appointments.

the temporary roll, transferred to the posi-
tion of clerk in the engineer department
at $1,200 per annum.
0. W. Connet is appointed draftsman on

the temporary roll, highway extension plan,
at $4 per diem.
An Appointment Excite. Critici.
An appointment was made by the Com-

missioners today that has provoked a large
amount of discussion among the clerks ini
the engineer debartment of the District
government, and brought about a degree
of uncertainty regarding their tenure of
cffice. From the clerks' point of view, the
Commissioners have violated their own
order of June 17, 1895, which placed the
District government under rules of the
civil service, since a man has been ap-
pointed to a clerkship in the engineer de-
yartment of the District government with-
out having been required to pass any ex-
amInation as to his fitness.
In February, 1896, Mr. HI. C. Gould of

Sioux City, -Iowa, was appointed drafts-
man on the temporary roll, at $4 per day,
to be paid cut of the appropriation for the
extension of highways. No examination
was required for the position. Today he
was made a clerk on the permanent roll,
with a salary of $1,200 per annum. As
there was no vacazncy, one was made by
transferring -Mr. Richard Doerfling, who
held a clerkship, to the position of drafts-
-man on the temrorary roll, at a sajary of $5
per day.
