Birney's Views ogthe Measure.

The opponents of the Bartlett racing bill
are carrying on an activep:ampaign against-it. They claim that it will open the way
for a resumption of gbacestrack betting in
the District.
Senator McMillan was yesterday after-

noon waited upon by a committee of the
Methodist Ministers' Association of this
city. including lev. Wilbur F. Crafts of
the bureau of reforms; Rev. W. H. Chap-
man and Rev. C. W. Baldwin, who request-
ed that a hearing should be given to them
and to other opponerits.of the bill. Senator
McMillan said that the committee had al-
ready reported the bill favorably, and It
had been placed on the calendar, so that
he could not well arrange for a hearing.Mr. Crafts asserted that the bill had been
reported too early, and that the committee
did not fully understand its effect. Mr.McMillan questioned him on this point, andMr. Crafts asserted that Senators Gallingerand Proctor had told him that they did not
understand the effect of it.
Mr. McMillan said that he would not

have approved the bill if he were not sure
that it prevented bookmakirg, pool selling,and gambling in every form. Mr. Craftsassured the Senator that the experience of
the New York people, where a similar lawhas t'een in effect for a year, is that gam-bling does go on under it. , Mr. McMillan3alled attention to the fact that the districtattorney, Mr. Birney, had approved of thelaw, but Mr. Crafts declared that Mr. Bir-
iey had modified his first view, and nowholds that the bill 'would permit bettingwithin the mile limit.

Dimtrict Attorney Birney's Views.
District Attorney Dirney, who as prose-

5. T. Thomas, attorney for the District,
Ior h!s views on the measure known as:he Bartlett Ill. Mr. Birney wrote a let-
er to Mr. Thomas, which has been referred
c, in The Star. In this letter he stated -that
here are in force in the. District. t pres-
nt two principal laws, intended to sup-3ress the vice of gambling. One, the act>f January 31, 183, provides for the pun-
shment of any person who shall be a
ceeper of a place for gambling, or who
hall set up or keep any kind of gambling
able or gambling deVice. The second
itatute is that of .1891, which makes it un-
awful to bet. gamble or make bets or
tools in the cities of Washington and
leorgetown, and within one mile of the
)oundary of either. Mr. Birney states that
utstle of the limit of one mile the statutes1o not prohibit in terms bookmakinig or
,ool selling, but cites that the Court of
kppeals has held in the case of the Unite-ditates against Miller that a person who
,stablishes a place outside of the mile
imit, at which pools are sold or books are
nade, infringes the act of 18f, and may>e held accordingly.. Mr.' lrney says:
'Section 9 -of the proposed Uartlett. act
vill not, in my opinion, change existing
aw upon this subject."the proviso to that section prohibits-theaccupation of any room. shed, booth 4r
>lace for the purpose of betting, bookmen:-
ng or wagering, and providesrthat certain
icts in such places not rfow In termhs pusfi-
shable shall be deemea to be bookmaking,
)r the use of gambling devices. This sec-Lion will permit betting by persons who are
iot in occupation of any room, shed, booth
>r place for that purpose. But I am in-:lined to the opinion that such persons couldriot now be successfully prosecuted, andthat their action would not support an in-
lictment.-
"In this opinion I am influenced in part by

recent decisions of the English courts, to
the effect that, under statutes providing
against the keeping of a 'place' for betting
r gambling, no offense Is committed by per-sons who, having no partIcular place, such
is a booth, or stand, or shed, make bets
wIth other persons, thereby affirming the
well-known rule in criminal law thatstatutes imposing penalties are not to be
mxtended beyond theIr terms."
He suggests that sectIon 8 of the bill

should be amended by a provision for a spe-dfic penalty by way of imprisonment orTne, as follows: "And upon conviction there-
3f shall pay a fine of not less than 6100 nor
s-nore than $1,000, and be imprisoned not less

than five days, nor more than ninety days,at the discretion of the court."
Mr.Birney says he is Informed that the bill

is substantially the same as a statute now
in force in New York, and under which
racing has been conducte'd for nearly or
cruite a year. He is also informed that it
has been foundi operate well; that it has
greatly lessened the iVice of gambling at
race tracks, and that the betting, which
mnay yet be done under its provisions, has
not become a nuisance, If this is the case.
and since uniformity of statutes upon this,
as upon other subjects, is extremely to be
[lesired, it seems to -him that it is a strong

argument in favor of-the passage of this

bill without amendment, save in the par-
tictdlar he- has mentioned. He thinks well

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SUPPRESSION OF VICE

Anti-Division Society Adopts Its New
Constitution.,

Business .Trananeted at the Meeting
Lnst Night-Board of Directors

Elected-Kind, of Members.

The adoption of a constitution and by-
laws and the election of a board of di-
rectors was the principal business transact-
ed at a rather lengthy meeting of the
Anti-Division Association for the Suppres-
sion of Vice in the District of Columbia.
held last evening in thi rooms of the Wo-
man's Christian Temperance Union. After
offering prayer, the chairman, Mr. W. L.
Bruen, read letters favoring the objects of
the organization from Mr. Clarence F.
Norment, president of the Central National
Bank; Rev. W. H. Gotwald, pastor of St.
Mark's Lutheran Church; Mr. A. J. Bruen
of New York city, and Mr. George C.
Henning, president of the TraJers' Natlon-
al Bank. Mr. Henning wrote: "I beg
leave to refer you to the Rev. Sidney
Smith on 'The Society for the Prevention
of Vice.' This was published in Black-
wood, I think, about seventy-five years
ago, ind can be found in any edition of his
works. A republication would give some
valuable points to the zealous reformers
of the present day."
A suggestion that a vote of thanks he

extended to Judge Thomas F. Miller of the
Police Court for his conduct in the case
of "Willie" Gilmore was not adopted, on
the ground that a public official should
not be commended for doing his duty.
However, thanks were formally extended
for the use of the Metropolitan and the
First Congregational churches, where muass
meetings were recently held.
Next in order was the election of a board

of directors, which resulted in the choice
of the following: W. L. Bruen, Dr. WrayBeattie, G. P. Hopkins, Rev. Dr. Skellenger,
Rev. Dr. Luccock, Mrs. L. C. Pratt, Mr.
C. B. Shafer, Mr. J. S. Blackford and Rev.
Dr. Easton.

The Constitution.
The constitrtion, which was adopted af-

ter several readings, states that the objects
of the association shall be to Dromote in
all proper ways the enforcement of the
criminal law, to stimulate public sentiment
in favor of its execution by educating both
men and women to a single standard of
purity, to promote the eradication of the
sources and causes of crime and vice, to
disseminate information respecting them,
to advise and assist the weak and helpless,and especially those under age, in obtainingthe protection of the courts and of the
law,, to create r demand for the making of
wholesome laws against vice, and to or-
ganize public meetings for discussion uponsuch topics.
The methods of operation, it is provided,shall be to arouse a correct public opinion

respecting vice, to assist in the vrosecu-tiop of law-breakcrs, to disseminate in-
formation by means of the press, by pam,-pV ts and leaflets; by public addresses
and public meetings, and by all other feas-
le means to further methods recommend-
ed by the society.
The directors are to be elected yearly.

The annual meeting occurs the first Wed-
nesday in April, while special meetingswill be called at the written request of five
incorporators or three directors.

The Member.
The by-laws set forth that the association

shall consist of annual members, life mem-
bers and honorary members. Annual mem-
bers shall be such as shall have been ap-
proved by the board of directors, have sub-
scribed to the constitution of the society,
and shall have paid the annual subscription
fee of one dollar. Twenty-five cents, dues
payable quarterly thereafter in advance,
will also be pledged by .them.
Life members shall be the charter mem-

bers, such as shall have been approved by
the board of directors, have subscribed to
the constitution of the society, and have
paid the sum of ten dollars.
Honorary members shall be such persons

as shall have merited the high approval of
the board of directors and of the annual and
life members of this society, and shall be
elected at any annual meeting by a two-
thirds vote of the membaers present, such
