Barna Harries, Hazen Cornis, Sha"d
and Wilson, and Mrs. TerrelL Mr. Barn-
ard succeeded Mr. Darngten as trustee
from the first district, and tbW was his
first appearance at a board meeting.
On the recommendation at Mr. Whelpler

the board granted permission to PrincipalStes of the Easten High School for the
holding of an entertainment In that school,
to be provided chiefly by the pupils, to
raise funds to meet the necessary demands
of library extension. In his appplication
Mr. Sites says: "As you know, we have beo
denied any of the public funds in the pro-
vision for the library this year. and shall
therefore have to ovide books by the
efforts of the sco"
A communication to the District Comn-

missicrqrs in reference to closing the col-
ored public schools on the 16th Instant-
Emancipation day-was referred to the
board for consideration and action. It was
read by the secretary. Mr. Falck. It was
explained by Trustee Cornish that last
year all pupils who brought notes from
their parents, requesting It. were excused
from attendance on Emancipation daywith-
out prejudice to their class standing. At
his suggestion, it was decided to follow the
same course this year, and the secretary
was instructed to advise the supervising
principals of the colored schools accord-
ingly.
A commur ication was read from the com-

mittee having charge of the inter-highwchool athletic meet, June 3 next, asking
that the pupils of the high schools be ex-
cused at 12 o'clock on the day of the meet.
It was explained tlat the proposition had
been approved by the supervising principal
of the high schools, for the reason that it
had been found impossible to secure the
grounds for the meet on Saturday. The
application was granted.
Mrs. A. L. Barber addressed a letter to

the board strongly in favor of the proposi-
tion made by Mrs. Terrell of having a day
set apart in the public schools in the inter-
est of the humane treatment of animals.
Mrs. Barber said that the Inculcation of
the lessons of humanity to the brute erea-
tion would tend to elevate the human race
and minirrise crime.
Trustee Masen of the special committee

having thin question under consideration
said that the committee would be prepared
to report at the next meeting of the board.

The Bowen SeheisL
Trustee Harries called. attention to the

deplorable condition of the Anthony Bowen
building for colored children at the corner
of 9th and E streets southwest, and madean earnest plea for the board to
se

. Its utmost endeavors to induce
Congress to provide for rebuilding it. Hemaid that the members of the committee on
buildings had made a personal examinationof the building and were unanimous in theopinion that it was unfit for the purpose ofa school house. It was totally devoid of
rentilation, its walls had a suspicious bulge.
Lad contained many cracks and it was a
frequent occurrence for the plastering to
fail from the ceilings during school hours.
It was a shame that children were com-
pelled to occupy such a dilapidated buil-
ing. No children. he said, were in are
need of better school scomilmodations thanare those of the colored race. They needed
upliftirg and something better than thehome life of many of them, and go far as
the Bowen building is concerned, they weremot getting it. Leaving aside the questionof the safety of the building, it was ednt
for the abode -of children.
It had no water and no air, and was ut-

terly beyond rep. At his suggestion, the
building inspecor had examined the build-
Ing and had reported that it was in no
Immediate danger of falling down. Not-withstandln this view of its probable.
safety, Mr. Harries said Its settling walls,
falling plastering and its total lack ofsanitary conditions made it absolutely un-
lestrable as a school l'ouse. He, therefore,
moved that the committee on waye and
Means be urged to press upon the District
Commissioners and the proper committeerof Congress the great necessity for an ap-;roprlation of $2,000, as estimated by the
board, for the rebuilding of the Bowen
building and the purchase of a small tractof ground adjoining for its extension to
meet the school rneeds.
Trustee Cornish indorsed all that Trus-
HeeHarries had said in regard to the con-litionofthe build It was built nearlyforty years ago, ar d was entirely lacking

In all the conveniences regarded as emen-
tial in modern school houses.
He thought If the general governmentknew the actual condition of the buildingit woul not refuse the noney needed to

A the chl The foors were too weak,he said, to permit the usual health ezer-

sand the stairs weore so steep andbdyarranged that they would prove to be
a veritable death trap in the event of apanic.
Mrs. Terrell also gave personal testimony

to the bad condition of the building, and
expressed her conviction that there wasnot a trustee who would allow a child ofhis to reemain in it.
