In recent issues of your paper I have had

the pleasure of reading certain sugges-
tlons In regard to laborers In the employ of
the government. As one of that peculiar
rumber.peculiar on account of the recent
order extending the civil service, placing a
large number of employes under that ser¬
vice that have heretofore been the prey of
the spoilsman, which seems to leave the
laborer "In the cold".I am on the roll as a
laborer, but have been doing "messenger
duty" since the date of my appointment,
receiving only the pay of laborer. Under
present conditions, I would suggest that
to make things equal, let those who are
employed as laborers and are detailed to do
"messenger," "fireman," or other duties
above the grade of the ordinary laborer, be
known as skilled or professional laborers,and be subjected to such an examination
as would be suitable to the position, which
many would pass with credit.

I know laborers doing "messenger duty"
as capable as those messengers \-ho re¬
ceive is**) to $1,200. In a government where
all things should be governed by merit,this does seem to be an unjust classifi¬
cation.

AFFAIRS IN GEORGETOWN

Kome for Working Boys Dedicated This
Afternoon.

Crowded Street* Complained of.Real

l'Xutc Transfer* and Other

I'Oeal .Vote*.

Another charitable institution was dedi¬

cated this afternoon at 3 o'clock with all
of the ceremony of the Episcopal faith.
Bishop Satterlee officiating. The institu¬
tion Is located at 34}ti M street, in the old
Taylor mansion, one of the finest tinished
in town, and will be a home for working
boys. Invitations were extended to all
of the Episcopal clergy in the city to
bo present at the dedicatory ceremonies,
and many responded.
The new home will be run by the Broth¬

ers of Nazareth, this being the first appear¬
ance of the order in this city. The order
was founded about ten years ago In New
York city by Father Huntington, O. H. C..
a son of Bishop Huntington, and Brother
Gilbert, who is now superior of the order.
The brothers of the new home came direct
to as.iume charge of the new home. The
building selected for the home is one of
the old landmarks of town, though it has
not been occupied for nearly twenty years.
It is a thre^-story house, with basement in
front, while in the rear it Is live stories
high.
The outside is finished in great style with

brownstone balconies and heavy stairway
of the same material, with white marble
coping. The cornice of the house is a
large frieze, which extends all around the
building. The interior of the place is
ioomy and elaborately fitted up. In most
all of the rooms there are beautifully
carved white marble mantels, which look as
good as when first placed in position; the
ceilings are high, and around the walls of
the parlor are elaborate border designs in
relief. 1 Irts style of border was in every
front room of the house, but in the upper
floors tlie designs had crumbled away and
could not be replaced.
The house was erected before the war by

\lncent Taylor of one of the leading fam¬
ilies. He ran a large flouring mill on the
south side of the canal, and contemplated
connecting his residence with this bv a
large ornamental bridge, when his death
occurred. He left a widow and five chil¬
dren, three of whom were boys. The boys
ran away at the outbreak of the war anil
jolnfd the southern army, though the
youngest was brought back home on ac¬
count of his age. During the war the
widow went to Philadelphia, though later
she returned to her family home.
The prrjerty was bought in about thr^e

years ago by B. H. Warder, and through
his benevolence the place has been paper¬
ed throughout atid painted.
The Institution is designed to furnish a

r.cme for working* boys, and accommoda-
tions will be provided for forty or fifty
youths. The home will be in charge of
Brother Gilbert, the superior of the order,
and Brother James. I'ositions will be se¬
emed for homeless boys, whose spiritual
and physical needs will be looked aft.-r
The upper floors will be turned into dormi¬
tories, and already a dozen little iron cots,
with spotless white spreads, are in posi¬
tion. In the tear room of the top floor
commanding a fine view of the river, the
chapel is located, and when entirelv com¬
pleted will present an attractive appear¬
ance. 1 he kitchen, on the basement floor,
1s an immense place, with a large range in
position. The house throughout has been
fitted up for the use expected.

ALL DELAY REFUSED
Ford's Trial for Elsie Kreglo's Mur¬

der to Go on Monday.

PRISONER'S APPLICATION REFUSED

His Counsel Appeal to the Court
in Vain.

THE MURDERER'S FATHER

The expected motion for a postpone¬
ment of the trial of Irving Ford, the mur¬
derer of Elsie Kreglo, was made this morn¬
ing by Messrs. Arthur Peter and K. New¬
ton Donaldson, the young attorneys as¬
signed by Judge Cole to defend him. The
motion, however, was opposed by District
Attorney Birney, and Judge Cole refused to
grant It, holding that no good reason wad
giveif for the desired delay.that of two
weeks.and directing that the trial proceed
before him next Monday morning.
In anticipation of the motion being made

this morning, quite a large crowd gathered
in the court room, many being under the
impression that Ford would be present.
The prisoner, however, was not brought
up from jail, much to the disappointment
of the crowd. The motion was submitted
in writing to the court by Mr. Peter, and
requested Judge Cole to postpone the trial
for two weeks from Monday next, for the
following reason: That owing to the short¬
ness of the time between the assignment of
counsel and day assigned for the trial, in¬
sufficient opportunity would tie given the
prisoner or his counsel to prepare his de¬
fense. In the motion was an atiidavit of
the defendant's counsel to the effect that
it was not made for the purpose of mere

delay.
. , .Mr. Peter said that not until Tuesday af¬

ternoon were they assigned to the delense,
and since then their other engagements
had been such as to prevent them from
even seeing the prisoner. The motion was
not made for mere delay, but sojely because
they felt that in the short intervening time
they could not titly prepare to defend a
man whose life is at issue. In the Schneider
case, where the defendant had both friends
and money, three weeks intervened between
his arraignment and trial, while in the case
of Ford but a week was given the man.
His counsel know absolutely nothing more
about the case than what they have learn¬
ed in the newspapers. The man has no
funds, and it appears few, if any, friends,
but it is to be at least supposed he has
some sort of a defense. Vet, his counsel
honestly l*?lieve that they cannot prepare
it in the time remaining, three days, and
they had, therefore, aski-d for two weeks
more. There will be much technical evi¬
dence in the case, and that is another rea¬
son, tlioight Mr. Peter, why the snort time
asked for should be granted.

Mr. llirne} ()|i|iu«'n.
In opposing the motion. District Attorney

P.irney remarked that, while it is of the ut¬
most importance that Ford shooll have a
lair and early trial, it is equally important
to the community that there shall be no

unnecessary delay in the trial. The court
could not ignore the horrible details of the
alleged crime any more than could the
community, or the necessity of making a
speedy trial and conviction an example.
And the court could not shut its eyes to
the fact that Ford, without any inducement
whatever, had voluntarily confessed his
guilt in open court when arraigned on the
indictment last Monday. That plea the
court had mercifully set aside, that the
man might be given a fair trial. Had any
good reason for the postponement been
given he would not oppose it. but none had
been given. Therefore, he protested against
any delay whatever. In the Schneider case
the trial was postponed a few days only
because of other engagements of theenati's
counsel. While he opposed any delay, Mr.
Birney said that he will afford the pris¬
oner's counsel every opportunity for his
defense in Ills power, and will place before
them all the facts known to the govern¬
ment which may in any way avail them.
Mr. Donaldson thought that the mere

fact that Ford pleaded guilty should have
no effect upon the court in disposing of the
motion. He spoke of the inexperience and
youth of himself and associate, of the
many technical points in the case, which,
he believes, will"arise during the trial, and
earnestly pleaded for the delay asked for.

Delay Hefimed.
Judge Cole remarked that had he held

ary doubt as to the ability of either Mr.
Peter or Mr. Donaldson, he certainly would
not have assigned them to the case.
"Hut, your honor," replied Mr. Donald¬

son, "we do not as yet know a thing about
the case, and it certainly seems to us that
if we are to make any defense at all two
weeks' time is littH enough in which to
prepare it. especially when we have had no
time to consult with either the prisoner or
with his friends."
"The place where the man lived and

where his friends live is easily accessible,
is it not?" inquired Judge Cole.
Mr. Peter said that it is eight miles out in

Maryland, and not easily accessible, while
Mr. Hirney thought differently.
"I think you' will have no difficulty in

getting at the prisoner's relatives and
friends," remarked Judge Cole, "and they
will render you all the assistance possible.
Three questions, I apprehend, will rise in
the ca.se.the identity of the man. his al¬
leged confession, and, I 'imagine, his men¬
tal responsibility. We will. I think, expe¬
rt nee some difficulty in getting a jury, and
may not get one before Tuesday afternoon.
Then, by the time the government con¬
cludes its evidence, a day or two later,
pessibly, you will have had sufficient time
during which to sufficiently prepare to
n.eet the government's case, if at all. I
cn-tain!y see no reason in the motion for
granting any postponement, nor has any
sufficient showing been made in the re¬
marks of counsel. If I thought differently
I would grant a postponement of perhaps
a week, but I see nothing now to justify
the slightest delay, and the trial must,
therefore, proceed next Monday morning."
The prisoner's counsel then asked for a*

week's delay, and when Judge Cole shook
his head for a postponement from Monday
to Wednesday of next week, but the judge
again stated that he saw no reason for
evtn the delay of a day. He told Ford's
counsel, however, that he would place the
prccess of the court at their disposal in
summoning witnesses for the defense, and
would bring them here, no matter where
they might be found. They thanked the
court for that assistance, and then left to
cct.sult their self-accused client at the
jail.

The Kntlier'* Disappearance.
The reported disappearance of Richard

Ford, father of the murderer, aas given the
police no uneasiness, nor are any of them
losing any time in an effort to locate him.
It was thought yesterday that the old
man had probably wandered off In the
wocds somewhere, and had lost his rea¬
soning powers, but today the police are
satisfied that nothing of the kind has hap¬
pened to him. It now appears that before
leaving home he put on his good clothes,
and it may be that'he had a small sum of
money with him. This circumstance bads
the police to believe that Ford has either
returned to North Carolina or Virginia,
where he had friends ani relatives.
Whether he went to get assistance for the
coming trial or whether he las simply
become tired of trouble and deserted the
family is not known. Some of the officers
have an idea that he lias gone away to
solicit funds to assist in the def -nse of his
son, while others believe tie has gone
away never to return and learn of the fate
of his son, Irving, who is to be tried next
week.

, ^During the investigation of the case in
the country Ford always maintained that
he was ignorant of his son's whereabouts,
and that he would render what assistance
he could to the officers in their search for
him. but today the officers said they
learned that he had given his son a dollar
to help him along before he took to the
woods. In this connection Ford's wife has
admitted that he (the murderer) told her
he had done wrong before he left home,
and the officers are satisfied that the fa¬
ther knew this before he gave his son the
dollar.
Lizzie Ford, the prisoner s wife, who

called upon her husband in jail yesterday,
seems very little troubled over the disap¬
pearance of her father-in-law. for it is sai'J
the old man believed that she willingly as¬
sisted the police to capture her hustian i.
After the arrest they were not on particu-
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larly good terms, and his absence does
not annoy her in the least.
So much interest was taken in the hor-

lible murder that some of the authorities
of near-by towns have asked for the pris¬oner's picture. Today Inspector Hollin-
berger received a request from Lieut.Smith
of Alexandria for one of the pictures, and
one will be sent to him as soon as they ar«
received from the photographer.

Among these is the bar¬racks occupied by Burgoyne's soldiers of thesurrender; Pen Park, from IT'.C* to lsoii thehome of William Wirt, author and jurist;the birthplace of Gen. George RogersClarke, "the Hannibal of the west," and ofMeriwethei Lewis, the companion of Will¬iam Clarke in the great exploring expedi¬tions of isn:;. To the southward may beseen the Ragged mountains, the scene ofsome of the early romances of Kdgar AllenPoe, who was familiar with them when astud« nt at tiie University of Virginia. Be-,vonJ these is the "South Garden," where jthe opening scene was laid of "HorsesltoeRodunson," Kennedy's famous novel ofrevolutionary days.
From this i>oint also Col. Spottswoodmade the pioneer journey across the BlueHidgi toward the unknown west.These local views will be enhaji ed byshort addresses from prominent authori¬ties, but it is not intended that the formalexercises shall take more than an hour inall, leaving nearly the whole time for sight¬seeing.
Since printing the program an informalreception has been arranged at the gym¬nasium of the University of Virginia,where it is expected that in addition to theUniversity Glee Club, the musical featureswill include Mrs. Thomas C. Noyes ofWashington.
