LA PLATA, Md., June 29.-There has
;een a great awaker-ing in Charles county;
Lnd folks seem to be proud of themselves

The cause is the lynching early Saturday
norning of Joseph Cocking, the English-
nan awaiting trial for the alleged mur-
ler of his wife and her sister, Miss Miller.
ast April.
The population seems to think tha~t the
yrching was an act to be proud of. and
hat the lynchers are deserving of the high-
tst commendation; and general approval, if
iot openly expressed, is certainly intimated.
The story of the lynching in detail was
orrectly told in Saturday's Star, and since
hat time the condition of things at Port
[obacco has been as unruffled as the water
n the nearby creek. Twelve citizens
riewed the temains, at the direction of
he coroner, heard what several witnesses
iad to say, and promptly returned the
,erdict that Joseph Cocking came to his
ieath at the hands of parties unknown.
That marked the end of the "incident."
The citizens of Charles county never
loubted that Joseph Cocking brutally end-
d the lives of his wife and sister-in-law,
nd the fact that he would have been
ynched the day of the discovery of the

ure jail at La PIita within a few days.

The Meeting.

The illustrations in the Balti-
acore papters of the scene of the lynching,
sketched by eye witnesses," were a~l faith-
ul reproductions of the big bridge, not
Suspension bridge:" the alleged eye wit-
esses were a little mixed regarding the
cene of the tragedy.

No. Alarna Given.
It is a mystery why the body remained
indiscovered from shortly after 1 o'clock
minili7o'clock. Jailer Burch, it is true, was
aken to the jail, but he was not locked In.
Why, then," several persons have asked,

'was the alarm rnot given?" I have been

assured that had a cry been raised, sery
ew men would have been found at their

tomes, and these that were would not have
nade any move to interfere with the pro-

eedings.
PrIor to the inquest Saturday morning
tnd during it, many persons assembled in

roups about the "plaza." Several of the

nen. and they may be classed among the
test people of the county, yawned at inter-

als and looked sleepy. At least one was
uffering from a cold in the head, and he

nadvertently remarked that he got his feet

yet "last night." It did not require a

*hrewd person~to guess who might have
eenn concerned in the lynching.

FAIR WEATHER.

That Is Promised for Tonight and
Also for Tomorrow.

Forecast till 8 p.m. Tuesday-For the Dis-
trict of Columbia, Delaware and Maryland,
fair tonight and Tuesday; slight changes in
temperature; westerly winds.

An area of low pressure covers the Saint
Lawrence valley, New England and the
loacr 4ake region; the pressure is also rela-
tively low on the Atlantic coast and in Mon-
tana. An area of high pressure covers the
central valleys and the Rocky mountains
generally, highest in the lower Missouri
valley. The barometer has fallen in New
England and on the northern Rocky moun-
takn plateau; it has risen in the lake re-
gions, the central valleys and the gulf
states.
The temperature has fallen slightly in the

Saint Lawrence valley and the lake regions,
also in the Ohio valley, and remained sta-
tionary in other distric'ts.
For the twenty-four hours ending Sun-

day morning, showers occurred generally in
the lake regions, the Ohio and Mississippi
valleys, and the middle Atlantic states. For
the twenty-four hours ending Mconday
morning showers are reported generally In
New England, the lake regions, the middle
and south Atlantic states.
Fair weather, with slight changes in

temperature, is indicated for New England,

rather, the chances are 9 to 1 against any
such procedure.

It is pointed out as a significant fact that
after serving for a month the two guards
at the jail were suddenly and unexpectedly
withdrawn only a few days ago. Again, it
is admitted that Sheriff Wade, who resides
only a few feet from the jail, witnessed the
removal of Cocking from his place of con-
flinement. It is not denied that Jailer
Buren was present and saw the party de-
part with the prisoner toward the bridge.
Yet no effort to interfere was made, no one
In the village was aroused, and the body
was left suspended from the bridge six
hours, being discovered by a colored boy
who happer.ed to pass along that way at
7 o'clbck. In the opinion of some a few
shots from a revolver would have routed
the lynchers and saved the life of their vie-
tim. But their path was without obsta-
cles.
Sheriff Wade is a subject for criticism in

that he did not remove Cocking from the
county for safety, knowing, as he did, the
insecure condition of the Port Tobacco
jail. Only a few weeks ago the sheriff had
two colored boys confired in the so-called
jail. The pair finally grew weary of rest-
ing and feasting, so one evening they low-
ered themselves from a second-story win-
dow, leaving a farewell to the sheriff scrib-
bled on a piece of paper with a pencil, in
this wise:
"Our Dear Sir-Bye-bye, sheriff; you've

got the papers against us, but we've de-
cided to leave.

"YOUR FATTENING HOGS."
Of the mEn who lynched Joseph Cocking,

some may reside in the vicinity of Hill h
Top, where the double murder was com-
mitted, and stme may he residents of Port t
Tobacco, but, nevertheless. it is said to be ,

beycnd doubt that they are all well-known
citizens, who were carefully organized for
self-protection.And if any one of the num-
ber should be accused of being a party to
the lynching, it is not denied that no jury
could be secured from the county to con-
vict him, even though the evidence might
be clear, direct and undisputed.

Delay of the Funeral.
The body, after being cut down, was taken

to the jail and laid In the cell occupied by
Cocking but a few hours earlier. On the 1
night shirt was a stain of blood, and the
neck had been slightly abrased by the rope.
The neck was broken.
All this time the colored boy, who was the

only other prisoner,, was almost on the
verge of spasms from fright, so he was set
at liberty and the doors closed on the body,
after it had been viewed by the jury.
In that condition, without the placing of

ice, the corpse remained all day Saturday
nnd yesterday until 2 p.m. The absence of
excitement In the locality was striking, the
only break In the guiet being three pistol
shots, fired from somewhere in the village
late Saturday night or early Sunday morn-
ing. A grave had been dug in the church I
yard at Hill Top to receive the remains, but
the pastor of the church declined to permit
the burial.
It was then thought that the interment

would necessarily be at the expense of the
county, and a grave was, therefore, pre-
pared at the alms house-similar to potter-s
field in Washington. It was arranged to
lay the body to rest early yesterday morn-
mng, but on the possibility that Mr. Thomas
Cocking might reach the scene, a delay was
ordered by the sheriff until the arrival of
the morning train, shortly after 11 o'clock,
at La Plata. In the meantime regular serv-
ice was held in the Episcopal Church,direct-
ly adjoining the jail, but no reference tothe dead man was noted.
Not only Mr. Thomas Cocking, but his

sister, as well, came down from Baltimoreon the train. It was soon learned that they
intended to take away the body on the
afternoon train, and Undertaker Wade, a
brother of the skariff, at once set about
planning to that end.
The sister of the dead man rode wIth me

in a buggy from La Plata to the home of thesheriff, at Port Tobacco, and she expressed
herself in unmistakable language regard-1
ing the lynching, She was raised in Charles
county, she said, hut could not believe it
possible that civilized beings would murder
a man as had been her brother. "They need
not worry about not permitting him to be
buried at Hill Top," she continued. "We
have made all arrangements to take thebody to Baltimore this afternoon, It will
be interred in Prospect cemetery, Towson,
and as soon as I am able I shall have the
remains of my father and mother disin-
terred from Hill Top and also removed to
Towson. I want nothing more to do with
Charles county."
In speaking of the fact that Jailer Burch

did not spread an alearm after the departure
of the lyrichers, she suggested, sneeringly,
that Burch was probably paid a dollar to
keep quiet.
When asked what steps, If any, would be

taken in the way of an investigation, the
sister answered that so far as she is con-
cerned the matter would rest undisturbed.
"We have been given entirly too much

notoric,ty already," she said, "I believe in:a hell on earth, and- those who murdered
poor Joe will certainly ,suffer their deserved
punishment. Joe was as innocent of the
crime charged to him aa you or I, and at
the trial we would have proved such to be
the case. He was always a gentle and kind
boy, and thoroughly incapable of killing a
dog, much less his own wife."
I had a long talk with Mr. Thomas Cock-1

lng, and learned that although he has not
yet reached a decision, it is among the
pcssibihatles that suit for damages will be
filed against Charles county, on the ground
that the county was responsible for the
safe-keeping of the prisoner.

"SOur detective has been constantly work-
ing on this case," said Mr. Cocking, "and
before the passing of two weeks we would
have laid hold of the man who really com-
mitted the Hill Top murder.. It is utterly
preposterous to think for a moment that
Joe was guilty. Why, I have at home a,history of the Cocktng family, which shows

The exceptionally good treatment which

oekingwas receiving at the hants of

ynching. It is reported that the citizens
eared a repetition of the Farrall murder
rial a year ago at La Plata, which was

noriously expensive and which resulted
n an acquitttal of the prisoner and a bank-
tiyt condition of the county treasury. In
rdltr to prevent another such state of af-
airs it was determined to nip effectually
ne Cocking trial even before budding.
Then again, it is contended that the
ynching was arranged partly as a warning
.nd object lesson to the colored people of
he neighborhood. Whether or not there
5any truth in the latter theory, it re-

nains a certainty that the colored popula-
ion emphatically refuse to venture near
'Suspension bridge" after nightfall, and
ahitually make wide detours when leaving
he village in that direction.
It is said that Sheriff Wade has formally
eported the lynching to Chief Justiceiriscoc of the circuit court, among other
hings setting forth that the sheriff's con-
cience is clear.
All is quiet at Port Tobacco today, and
he episode of Saturday morning is no
anger discussed. The lynching of Joseph
'ocking has passed into history.
During the past year Charles county has
een much before the people of the coun-
ry. First there was the sensational Far-
all poisoning case and its subsequent in-eresting trial. After a lull the county
g:'1 jumped to the front with the almost
ni -alieled Cocking double murder. Then
allowed the startling lynching of Joseph
ocking.

Rifles Enough Borrowed for the
Occasion.

THERE ARE MANY PROTESTS

Notwithstanding the many obstacles
thrown in the way of the High School
Cadets, who have been invited to take part
in the festivities at Richmond this week,
during the Confederate Veterans' sixth an-
nual reunion, the cadets have succeeded in
organizing a battalion. which will start for
Richmond tomorrow.
At a meeting of the commanding officers

of the cadets Saturday night arrangements
were perfected as far as possible, and at
another meeting this evening all details, it
is expected, will be completed. A battalion
of four companies is a possibility, but it is
more probable that the cadets will succeed
in raising only three full companies. At
present there are only two fully organized
companies assured, representing the East-
ern and Central schools.
The Central company, in command of

Hyber Farrow, has been drilling for sev-eral nights past with guns which they se-cured from St. John's Academy and theAlexandria Light Infantry. At a meetingWednesday Fred N. Albert and Charles D.Young were elected lieutenants of the com-
pany.
The Eastern company is commanded byJ. Strother Miller, with Fred Yount as firstlieutenant and Richard Bryan as secondlieutenant, with George T.-orn, first ser-geant, and Robert Patterson and PenWhite, second and third sergeants respec-tively. Robert W. Test has been chosenquartermaster of the battalion, and JohnRay, adjutant.

Borrowing Rifeg.
More than a sufficient number of rifles

have been secured, as the forty loaned bythe National Rifles to the National Fenc-
bles. who decided not to go to Richmond,
have been turned over to the -cadets, inaddition to the loan of the first forty, and
an additional fifty-six secured through St.John's Academy and the Alexandria LightInfantry. The departure of the cadets willbe made tomorrow afternoon at 1:30 o'clockby way of the Chesapeake and Ohio rail-road. The cadets will assemble at the head-quarters of the veterans tomorrow morningabout noon, and, after partaking of lunch,will act as escort to the train of the Wash-ingtonians who will make the trip. In themarch to the train, which has been side-tracked at 9th street and Maryland avenuesouthwest, the Mount Pleasant DrumCorps, which is to furnish music during thereunion, will precede the cadets.During the stay of two days the cadetswill be quartered on cots under shelter, andtheir meals will be furnished gratuitously.Each cadet will carry a blanket.While therethe battalion will probably appear for drillbut once, so that the trip will afford theboys an excellent opportunity to enjoythemselves.

IORE PROTESTS MADE.
Ulnion Veteran Legion Oppoles CadetsGoing to Richmond.
Encampment No. 23, Union Veteran Le-

gion, at a meeting Saturday evening,utaniinously adopted resolutions regarding
the Participation of the High School Ca-
dets in the reunion of Confederate Veterans
at Richmond, as follows:
Whereas the degrading and treasonous

srectacle of delicatirg a monument to that
most malignant traitor of the Christian
era, Jefferson Davis. the arch-conspirator
against the existence of the union of these
sta-tes; the high priest and organizer of the
revolt against the life and liberty of thisr.ation, to preswrve which against such
treason and re.volt cost the defenders tor-
rents of biood, millions of lives, and thenation mulL-millions of treasure, the 30th
day of June. at Richmond, Va., the formercapital of tile confederacy, over which thistraitor pres.ded as its chief magistrate, a
monument to perpetuate his memory, onthe part of his deluded followers and theirsynipathizing descendants; and
Whereas the possibility, in abuse of the

magnanimity of the preserved nation,whose hemane and glorious flag now floatsIn triumph ovet the late capital of thedefunct confederacy and all the states
thereof, of erecting an enduring memorial
to a character so odious to loyalty, is inItself a menace to the principles of therestored union of the states and a glorifi-cation of the heresy of secession and the
crime ot treason. The rearng of monu-
ments commemorative to confederate mili-
tary chieftains is a strain upon the tolera-
tion of the loyal sons of the Union, butthese, liberally constreed, may be ascribed
as tributes to the personal valor and con-
spicuous gallantry of the soldier; but the
erection of a raemorial shaft or pile in
honor of a man whCse life, from Its matur-
ity to its close, was a blasting curse to his
country and to those of its citizens over
whom he acquired influence and control, is
a reproach and a shame to the whole peo-ple and to 'he friends of liberty through-
out the world; and -

Whereas the managers of the proposed
dedicatory services, oblivious to the lessons
and results of the war for the preserva-
tion of the Union, have, with a brazen -and
presumptuous assurance, extended to the
several military organizations, and notablyto the High School Cadets of the District
of Columbia and capital of the nation
which this man Davis sought with all
power at hIs command to destroy, invita-
tions to participate in the ceremonies of
laying the corner stone of this proposed
monument; and
Whereas the said High School Cadets, a

large proportion of whose members are
sons or grandsons of soldiers of the Union,
unmindful of the sacrifices of their progen-itors in the bloody struggle for national
existence, the blessings of which they are
now t'he beneficiaries; and of the lessons to
be found in the history of their country,which they frequently rehearse; but in-
fluenced and impelled, no doubt, solely
by the anticipated frolic of the occasion,
and the adulations of admiring participants
and spectators of the event, have evinded
a disposition to embrace an opportunity
to engage in an act that would cast dis-
honor upon their heroic progenitors and
shame upon themselves; and
Whereas the committee on high and nor-

mal school cadets and District officials, if
they dId not encourage, failed to discoun-
tenance on the part of the cadets their dis-
honorable participation in the glorification
of an arch-traitor; be it
Resolved by this encampment (No. 28) of

the Union Veteran Legion, That as loyalcitizens and ex-soldiers of the republic
(each of whom contributed more than two
years' service, except where dischargedfor wounds, and most of whom served
through the whole war), we record our con-
demnation of the erection on any part of
the soil of the American Union monuments
or other memorials to conscientious, in-
telligent, non-combatant traitors to their
country, and especially and emphatically
the arch-traitor Jeff Davis; and
Resolved, That we signify our solemn, but

vigorous, protest against the proposed par-
ticipation.
Resolved, That the officers of the Highand Normal schools, i*ho, by their supine-

ness and encour agement, have inspired the
youth under thcir charge and influence to
the contemplation of an act of discredit to
themselves and their patriotic sires, deservethe disapproval of all Union veterans and
loyal citizens.

Another .Objector.
C. F. Keefer, adjutant of Post 2, G.A.R.,

writes The Star as follows in regard to the
affair:
"Your correspondent, Mr. Bryant, the

High School cadet, evidently misunderstood
the spirit of the opposition to the attend-
ance of his comrades at the unveiling of
the Davis monument if he is under theimpression that it contains any reflection
on the loyalty of these boys to the flag of
the Union. There is not a line in any of
th resolutions passed by G. A. R. posts

that contains any much insinuation, but hehas evidently much to learn of American
history when he says that if Mr. Davis
was a traitor there were many like 'him.
On the contrary, Mr. Davis as a perjurer
and conspirator had not his equal In this
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or any other country, not excepting Bene- e

dict Arnold. Mr. Davis took a solemn oath *
to uphold the Constitution of the United
States when he was commissioned as an
officer in the army; he took a similar oath
when he was appointed Secretary of War.
and again when he was sworn as a Sen-
ator. Not satisfied to await the secession
of his state and then go with it. as Lee.
Jackson and others did, he, while a member
of the United States Senate, in the Capitol
of the nation, held secret midnight meet-
ings. where he conspired with others to
overthrow the very government in wh!ch
he still held his high office and whose sal-
ary he drew.
"Mr. Bryant protests against remonstran-

ces to do honor to such a man. To be (1
c( nsiequential he would also have to pro-
test against remonstrances to his corps
heing present at the unveiling of a monu-
mnent to Benedict Arnold. No one objects
to any number of monuments to Mr. Davis
or any one ese connected with the late war
by the people who admire him or in the
part of the country over which he ruled as C
president. But even so young a man as
your correspondent ought to be able, after T
a little reflection, to see that the prese-nce
of an organized representation of the ptublic
schools in the capital of the United Status,
which Air. Davis sought to destroy, and
which schools are maintained by the na-
tional government, is, to say the least,
centrary to common sense and commonQ
decency. It Is a well-known fact that no
cne has a higher regard for the gallantry
and the honestly entertained opinions of the
confedlerates in arms than the very men II
who met them face to face in battle. But
for the man whose insatiable egouism and trI
ambition induced him to plunge this coun- am
try into a fraticidal war, in which he took
good care not to expose his oan precious
body, for the man who hastened to remove
himself and his private property and take
to his heels while his handful of brave but
deluded followers were baring tho&r breasts
to the attack of overwhelming numbers, the
'nion soldier has nothing but contempt.
We do not ask Mr. Bryant to share this
feeling, but we have a night to object that
he or his comrades should misrepresent the
loyal sentiment of this capital in ho.oring
the principle, If principle it can be called.
which Mr. Davis. in his person, represent-
ed; and we have the further right to expect
better things of the men who encouraged
these boys in the undertaking.
