On the application of Samusl Untermeyer,
as counsel for the officers, creditors and
ptockholders of the New York Recorder,
Justice Andrews yesterday In New York
appointed George W. Turncr receiver of its
Froperty.

WATER WORKS ASSURED.

IPreliminary Work for Improvementis
at Rockville Lald Out.
Correspondence of ‘The Evening Star.
ROCKVILLE, Md., July 3, 1804

Mayor Reading ard Messrs. 8. B. Hege
and James F. Allen, constituting the spe-
cial commniittee on water and lightlng of
the tcwn commissioners, took steps last
night which assure the introduction of
artesian water and the establishment of
an electric lightlng plant In Rockville be-
fore snow flies. Mr. George C. Morgan,
the Chicago engineer, who came hera at
the invitation of the committee to look
over the ground, spent yesterday and the
day before examining the nelghborhood,
and reported definitely last night that the
introduction of water and electricity could
be accomplished within the amount of
$20,000, which the town commissioners are
authorized to expend for the purpose,
tne money to be raised by the sale of
bonds running tweaty years and bearing
4 per cent interest. Mr. Morgan reported
that the most eligible location for secur-
ing an abundant supply of water at the
lsast depth of boring was In the water-
shed near Horner's lane, emst of the B.
and O, railroad tracks, and explained to
a minute degree the manner in which the
work should be prosecuted. The com-
mittee, which eomprises a majority of the
town commissioners, decided to recom-
mend the employment of Mr. Morgan to
draw up at once the plans and specifica-
tlons for the water works and electric light
works, and a special meeting is to be held
to formally adopt thls report.

A most gratifying fact was shown at
last night’'s meeting. A very close com-
putation was made of the expenses of the
proposed improvements, including the cost
of running the water works and electric
plant, the interest on the bonds and the
amount to be placed each year in the
sinking fund for their redemption, and
an estimate was made of the probable re-
ceipta from water takers and the users
of electrle lights,

TEkis showed conclusively, in the opinlon
of the committee, that the improvements
can be introduced without increasing the
taxes of the town in any degree whatever,
wlile at the same time the town can be
provided with electric lighting in abun-
dance for street and alley purposes and
twenty-five fire plugs put in for protec-
ticn «0of property without cost to the
municlpality. The estimates made by the
ccmmittee were upon the basis of $8 per
year for each house taking water and 43
cents per month for eacn electric lamp.

It is expected tnat Mr. Morgan will com-
plete the plans for the boring of the well
In a week, and that the work of going
down for water will begin before August
1. It will then take only about sixty days
to have water and electricity ready for
introduction, as the contract to be issued
for the erection of the works and the lay-
ing of the mains will call for their com-
pletion within three months from the sign-
ing of the papers.

Gen. A. R. Lawton of Savannah, Ga.,
died at the Clifton Springs, N. Y., Sani-
tarium yesterday.

A GREAT PITCHERS' BATTLE.

MeJames Had Poorer Sapport Than
Nichols and Lost.

A murmur of disappointment went up
from the fans at Natlonal Park yesterday
afternoon when the gentlemanly announcer
informed the multitude that McJames
would pltch for Washington. But it was a
case of misplaced confidence, for never did
a local pitcher do such rrfagnlﬂcem work in
Washington, none barred. Had he been
glven good support in every Inning, such as
he received In every inning but that horrl-
ble fourth, he would have shut Bnston out
with no runs and one hit. But—!

Nichols, too, was in the primest of form.
He was gifted with a speed such as kills
batting records. He struck Selbach and
Liush out each two times. He fooled the
best men on the home team. - Five tlmes
did he hypnotize them, until the best they
could do was to roll little, easy ones down
to him to be thrown neatly over to Tommy
Tucker on the first bag. But he, too, had
a hoodoo In the fleld. It was the renowned
Jack Btivetts, whom the Boston cranks
want kept In the game from day to day on
account of his batting. 8o wyesterday he
was placed on guard at third base, and
right royally did he try to make a rarce cf
the flelding business. When he falled to
fumble he threw wild, and he was the one
bright spot of comfort in the prospezt for
the Washington rooters.

DeMontreville played a game at short
that made the halr on the oldest of Wash-
ington's cranks stand on end. True, he
made two fumbles, but they cost nothing,
and he made some stops and throws that
were simply phenomenal. Tom Brown
as well distinguished himself in :en:er gar-
den. He caught three difficult flies, one of
them, from Bannon's bat in the elghth in-
ning, being ticketed for four bases if it had
ever gone by Tom's far outstretched arms.
The league's best sprinter, however, got
the ball while on a dead run, far down in
the field.

For seven innings the Washington team
went out without hitting safely. For six
‘nnings they failed to score. Twice, up to
that point, they had runners on third, but
the hits to make scores did not materialize.
Meanwhile Boston had manag-d to take
advantage of three wretched errors in the
fourth inning, and had tallied four runs,
the only ones meted out to the hubbites.
Bannon was oui on a fly to Brown. Tong
hit over second and DeMontreville got the
ball in his left mitt, but could not quite get
it over to Cartwright In time. Tucker's
sacrifice to McJames and a wild pitch put
Long on third, and then Duffy got his base
on balls and stole. McGuire threw to De-
Mcntreville close behind the pitcher's box,
and Long started for home. 'Monty snap-
ped the ball back so quickly that Long saw
he had no chance of scoring and star:ed
back to third. McGuire threw down to
Joyce to head him off, and the ball went
high ard through the captain's hands. It
tolled cut along the foul line, and before it
cculd be returned to the plate both Long
and Duffy had scored. Then everyboly
groaned and expressed sorrow for Mec-
James. 8tivetts, the next man up, lined
out Boston's second safe hit, a clean single
Into right. Then Lowe put up a fiy into
right that was not at all difficult. Lush
got it squarely in hils hands, and then, for
some unaccountable reason, dropped it. He
seemed to be ratiled by his misplay, for
picking up the ball, he threw it “vildly to-
ward second. It salled over DeMon‘re-
ville's ivead, and before it was sent to the
rubber two more men had tallled. Then
Nichols went out at first on an Infleld hit.
The game, however, had been lost to
Washington by those three errors and two
singles.

Up to the seventh inning the game was
without much interest for the home root-
ers. At the begiuning of that inning,
hovever, the loyal crowd stood up in ob-
servance of the anclient and honorable
cvstom, and many of the ladies twirled
around for luck.

Dizanterous Fire at Galveston.

Galveston, Texas, had a $150,000 fire yves-
terday afternoon.
