WATER PURIFIED BY ELECTRICITY

A City's Supply Glvem n Shock of
30,000 Volts te Clarify It.
From the Sprinzfield Iepublican.

The municipality of Lexington, Ky., is
subjecting its water supply tc a new kind
of electrical treatment to seccure absolute
purity. Thirty thousand volts of electricity
are being hurled through every drop of the
cliy’s-water ere it reaches the palate of the
Lexingtonian. It algo runs the gauntlet of
big magnets, and an electrolysis apparatus,
This is being done under the superintend-
ence of two New York experts, J. Dean,
jr., and John T. Harris. Mr. Dean, who re-
turned last week to New York, tells of
the matter thus:

*“The Lexington experiments have attract-

ed world-wide aftentfbh.®" The municipall-
ty, since it Inaugura®®¥lhem, has been In
receipt of letters fromiiall parts of this
country and fram n citles. The
urique nature of the sgatem of purification,
combined, I prcaume, with the added nov-
elty of a whisky cen{er taking so much
pains with its water, sdenis to have excited
international curiosity, e pumping sta-
tion Is about three and a half miles north-
east of Lexington, on ¢heMne of the Louis-
ville’ and Nashville ratirbad, and on the
banks-of the Ohlo river, jwhence the water
I8 obtained. The res veirs are two miles
from the statlon a‘;fit ‘about the same
distance from the city itkelf. The pumps
have been recently esected, and in all my
¢xperlence I have newer seen a finer or a
more powerful plant.i/The daliy consump-
Lion of the clty is abomt 24,000,000 gallons.

“The experiments im which I have been
assisting dealt with purification of 150,000
gallonz, Mr. Harrls, who I3 my chief, has
been working on the prolilem of water
purification by electricity for many years.
This is the first time thut he has put his
Lhieorles into effect cn a large scale. The
experiments so far have been entirely sat-
isfactory, apart from a mechanical difti-
culty connectad with the imperfect insula-
tion of the purification tanks through which
the water had to pass. This is a defect
which can be easily overcome, and which
in no way militates against the system as
a whole.

“The principle Involved Is this: By sub-
Jecting the water to a sufficlently power-
ful current, electrolysis results, this mean-
ing the resolving of a portion of the water
into its elements, hydrogen and oxygen. A
portion of this freed oxygen assumes that
molecular form which I3 commonly known
&8 ozone. Now, ozone I8 one of the most
powerful disinfectants known to sclence.
It exercises lts beneficent pcwers hy com-
binlng with harmful substances, thus oxi-
dizing them and rendering them powerless
for evil. Nine-ltenths of the popular disln-
fectants owe their powers for good to this
‘oxidizing’ process, which is dependent on
llie presence of free oxygen., The nilro-
genous substances found In drinking water
ianid which are In the main responsible for
disease and sickness aro tackled by this
ezone and Instantly rendered harmless.

“Animal refuse, decaying vegetabie mat-
ter, sawage, tie exuviae of sick persons
and the like, all come under the head of
nitrogenons substances in this connection.
The passage of the electric current also
iiberates a guantity of free oxygen, which
is absorbed by the water and which ren-
dera the fluid sparkling and  healthfual,
‘Dead water,” from whkich ‘free’ oxygen
has been expelled, not only cannot support
such life as is fourd in water, but, in addi-
tion, is not fit for human consumption. It
i for thls reason that water that has heen
oiled and from which tiie oxyvgen has been
expelled i3 tlat and tasteless. Physicians
a2re pretty well agreed that most forms of
mierob-s and buacilli can be destroyed by
a sufficiently powerful electric current.
Analysis of the treated water shows that
practically no imicrobes pass through the
crdeal. y

*The apparatus in brief is thia: The water
flows through a feed pipe into a porcelain-
Hned receiving tank three fect  square.
Poles from a HRuhmkor® coil enter this
t: nk from opposite ends. There are ninety-
seven miles of wire on Lthe (oil, enter this
with the aid of a sufficiently powerful dy-
ramo, 10,000 volts of electrielly are inter-

mittently dicharged through this water,
The water, through the medium of a dis-
charge pipe, then enters a  second  val,

which is three feet in diameter by seven
feet in depth. This last ckamber is made
of iron, lined with india rubber and is pear
shaped. The lower end cennects with a
waste pipe, by means of which the refuse
and other matter precipitated during the
vrocess may be drawn off. At the top of
1}is chamber, ani also at its lower section,
are o series of wires connected with an-
cther dyvnamo, which supplies a continuous
galvanic current, thisa giving the secondary
e ctrolysls, : '

“(On the top of the chamber is a large
electro-magnet, surrounded by a serles of
emaller eones. The water, by pressure, is
firced past thess magrers into a second
vat ¢r chamber, rcimilar to the one first
ramed, and sagain Jdescends into another
pear-shaped vat. The prreess is repeated
in a tnird ¢case, 81 Lhat the water has to
run the sauntlet of threes preliminary cham-
hers and peayr vats. In all, therefore, it
receives the discharze from three Ruhm-
korff coils—30,(8M) volts—to say nothing of
the treatment to wileh it 1s subjected in
the secondary vats.: An anaiysis of the
wialer when it finaMly issges from its or-

dizal shows that it ds practically chemi-
cally pure. 1t Is erystadine in appearancs,
sparkles with free oxyemen and s abso-

lutely free from odor o1 taste.”

Mr. Dean asscorts ihat the process has
len proved to he about one-third cheaper
than any other puritvimg method now
kKnown.

' ©  'CAUGHT AT LAST.

Must Answer for a Crime Dome Six-
teen Yenrs Ago.
From the St. Louls Globo-Democrat.

The sequel of a strange story of love, at-
tempted murder, a trial and conviction and
escape has come to light in Harrisburg, Pa.,
and a man sleeps In Dauphin county Jail
who will be taken to the state of Iowa to
serve a sentence for a crime committed six-
teen years ago. Garrett Light lived In the
town of Monticello, Iowa, sixteen years
ago, and had for a sweetheart Annie Ricket,
a malden who, it seems, loved not wisely
but too well. When she reproached Light
and wanted him to marry her there was a

quarrel, during which Light shot her. Af-
ter lingering for some time at death’s door
she recovered. Light set up in his defense
that It was not he that shot her, but ah-
other man, but he was conviected, and was
about to be sentenced, when his counsel
took the case lo a higher court, pending a
gui:-lislon from which Light was released on
ail.

The higher court sustained the verdiet,
hearing which Light fled. He went some-
where near Pittshurg, where his father had
Just died, and in Lhe settlement of the es-
tate he was awarded about $1,500, with
which he bought a small farm near Harrls-
burg. Here he lived for fifteen years, mar-
ried and has a famlly. By some means the
sheriff of the Towa county In which the
crime was committed got a trace of Light's
whereabouts, and sent a letter to Sheriff
Shellenberger of Harristurg. The latter :s
well acquainted in the lower end of the
coLnty, and at once located L!ght. This
afternoon the sheriff, accompanied by an
officer, went to Light's house and called
him out to attend Lo a maiter of business.
Light went with him, and when some dis-
tance from the house he was Informed that
he was under arrest, and the reason for it
He at once admitted that he was the man
wanted, but prolested that he did not com-
it the crime. He was taken to Harris-
burg and placed in jall, and as soon as a
requisition can be secured from the gov-
vrnor of Iowa he will be scnt back to he
sentenced. His wife and family are as yet
ignorant of where the husband and father
is. Light is a prosperous man, and it is
said every effort will be made to have his
Sentence made short.
