A Man Btruck With a Brick and Severely
Injured.

Unprovoked Assault That May Rewuls
in Murder—Police Court Procced-
ings—Aovtes and Gossip.

Nobert Jackson, a young colored man, is
lying at his home on Upper King stieet in
a precarvious condition from a blow inflicted
with a brick thrown by Harry Fountain,
a2lso colored. Fountain was arrested late
Saturday afternoon in Washington, and
lecked up at the fourth precinct.

Nothing was thought of the
remark, hecwever, and FFountain went out,
but in a few minutes returned with a
brick, which he threw at Jackson, s1rik1ng
him on the jeft side of the head just above
the ezr, and ne fell to the floer uncon-
sclous, with the bicod sireaming from an
ugly gash. He was picked up and carried
to his home, close by, and a physician sum-
moned. After the flow of blood had been
stopped an examination revealed the fact
that the skull had been badly fractured.
His eondition today is extremely eritical.

Fountain was taken before the mayor this
morning, butl owing to his condition Jack-
=#0n was unable to apvear, and Fountain
was peld to awalt the result of Juckson's
Injuries.,
