He resigned thia position to eccept the
mmore luerative editorship of the musteal
publications of D'Almaine & Co., Scho
Square, this house contracting to take all
iz works for the ensuing seven years. The
following list will show how active the
young poet was during this period-:

‘Songs of the Past.” “Songs of the Olden
Times,” “Songs of a Rambler,” “Songs of
the Parish Wake.” “Songs of the Abheys
and Cathedrals,” “8ketches of the Emerald

Tn 1349 he was persuaded hy Max Maret-

10, 1549,

After the conclusion of the seazon in
New York he made a tour through the
eastern states, and everywhere met with
the inost flattering success. At Portland,
Me., he first produced Rossini's “Stabat
Mater” and other works of similar char-
acter.

Seized With the Geld Fever,

The Calliornila excitement was at its
height; It seized Crouch and he started, ac-

‘companied by his wife, for the gold flelds

by way of Baltimore. In Philadelphia his
wife became ill, and whlle waiting for her
slow recovery he brought out "“Joseph and
His Brethren” and Locke’s music to “Mae-
beth.”” His means became much reduced
during his wife's protracted convalescence,
and he accepted the position of musical dj-
rector of the choir of St. Maithew's Chureh
of this city, and, with the assistance of his
friend Heller, conducted the Philharmonic
Scelety.

After remainlng In Washington for a
number of years he journeyved southward,
and upon reaching Richmond, Va., his pro-
fesslonal services were engaged for St.
Paul's Church, then under the pastorate of
Rev. Dr. Minnlgerode, who afterward be-
came the pastor of Jefferson Davis. Crouch
sang here at a salary of $4,000 Per annum,
but upon the outbreak of the war he re-
signed it and entered the confederate army
as a private soldler. He eniisted in the
Rlchmend Grays, from which he was

tfafieferred to the howitzer company or'
tul. Cabell's batalllon of artillery, Army of
Yuftliern Virginia, 1st Army Corps, under
deli: Longstreet. He was the life of the
dompany. Long, wearisome marches haid
iid tffeet on his biithe heart, He was al-
waya in fer a frolle, notwithstanding his
advanging years,.which then hore lightly
ﬁi,mirt him, and af*njght, around the camp
fts; e would time and agaln sing to his
Wenly comrades |he sweet ballads he had
wklitien in formér- years. Prof. Crouch
eoiild Aight as wqi]mn'p sing, and he was one
of the men who ysed the destruction of
the Portsmouth, VA, navy yard and tha
fikval vessels l]lf e was In almost
evely struggle of the Army of Northern
_Virgmia until the surrender at Appomattox,
and did not have¥a4single furlough during
the entire four years of the war.

His Later Lite.

After the war he Yeturned to Richmond,
to find his home hroken up, his books, man-
useripts and  almost everything else he
possessed destroyed. He then started out
to look for work, and while passing along
the road to Buckingham (ourt House he
stoppad at the home of a promineat man
and there found employment as a garidener.
After serving in that eapacity for some
time e was recognized by several federal
army efflcers us the diztinzuished musician
of ante-bellum days, ard they secured for
him a pcsition as 4 teacher of music for
young ladles, Subsecuently he returned to
Richmond and taught music there,

Professor Crouch took up his residence
in Baltimore in I8T1, and soon became
prominent in musical circles andl as a
teacher., As above stated, he compos.adl
about 20 songs, but lacked the business
abillty to make them pay, and the hest-
known of them all, “Kuathleen Mavour-
neen,'” he gave away. The only benetit he
reaped from the famous song was an in-
direct one. An [rish lad, Impressed by it
sweet straing, remembered them long after
he had reached middle life, and abandon-
ing his own name, took that of the old
musician, becoming hls adopted son, in
arder that he might care for him. This is
James Marion Roche, a paymaster in the

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SAWDUST DEVELOPER.

A hew Paper for Making Permanent

Photographic Prints.
Uroey the St Londs Globe-Domnerat,
An entirely new process of producing

nermanrent prints _r!'ﬂm photorraphic nega-
tives has recently been patented by Artigue
of Parls. The printing paper he usea Ia
rovered with a gelatinous substance, which
has the property of becoming indigsolulile
if exposed to light in proportion to the
amount of light which is allowed to act
upon it. This paper comes in rolls or sheets,
but not sensitized, and it is necessary to
dip it first Into a 5 per cent solution of bi-
chromate before using it. The sensitized
sheet of paper is placed in a printing frame
under the negative In the usual way. the
exposure taking place under artificlal light
and for a few seconds only.

The operator has no way of telling when
the print is sufficiently exposed, for the plc-
ture will not show until development, prac-
tice being the only guide in this eperation.
The way the picture is brought out and
finished is very curious when compared to
the older methods. Two or three quarts of
sawdust are mixed into a fAuld mass with
a sufficient quanttty of warm water. A
thermometer is used to stir the mass,which
ought to be used at 8 temperature of ahout
50 degrees Fahrenheit. The temperature of
the mixture remalps stationary on account
of the sawdust used., The exposed print is
first dipped into cold, water to make it soft,
and 1s then fastened by means of clamps
to a plate of plain glass. A can filled with
the mixture of sawdust and water s t% n
taken and poured over the print. fxe
picture comés out. slowly If the exposure
has been properly ;made. If the picture
appears too fast ft.ls a si that it has
been overexposed, and a coo¥r mixture, of
about 68 degrees Fahirenheit, must quickly
be laken and poured.over the picture, thus
retarding its progrese and saving it definite-
ly. If the picture sheuld come out too slow
the temperature of the mixture may be
raised to 85 degreed Fahrenheit with im-
punity.

When the print Is strong and clear enough
it is simply placed Into cold water to wash
off every trace of the bichromate, and it
may then be immediately mounted upon
cardboard. These prints are of g mellow
black color, and will never fade or deterlor-
ate. The greatest advantage in using this
kind of paper for printing photographs is
the fact that no chemicals of any descrip-
tlon, except bichromate, are used. Since
paper sensitized with bichromate may be
carried along and used for a long time,
there is no necessity for carrying even that
chemlical along, and sawdust can probably
be procured anywhere.
